NEGRO COLONIZATION.

Bishop Turner, of the African Methodist Epis-
eonal Church, has long and zealously advocated
the deportation of the negro as the only prac-
ticable solution of the race problem in this
country. In an interview, published yester-
day, he urges with renewed energy the project
he has had for many years at heart—the return
of the black race to its native continent. “I am
as much convinced as ever,” the veteran negro
leader declared, “that African emigration would
“be best for the negro and best for the white
“man; for there is an firresistible conflict be-
“tween whites and blacks which nothing but
“separation can reconcile and put an end to.”
The bishop also predicted that if the negroes
now burned and shot in the South for crimes
against women were cropped of their ears and
turned over to him for banishment, he would
make them the pioneers in Africa of “a new
Rowne or a new Australia.” If a highway were
once opened to the Dark Continent, he argued,
millions of the black race mow in America
would follow it, and the South would be rid
without friction of an element of population
now a mere dead weight on its political and inu-
dustrial progress.

Bishop Turner’s plans for “a new Rome or a
mew Australia™ in Equatorial Africa have, of
course, only a shadowy prospect of realization.
His vision of a negro exodus across the Atlantic
invests with curious interest, however, an ex-
periment in colonization now in progress in
Togoland, one of the German West African pro-
tectorates. A year or more agzo the German
authorities decided to Introduce the ecultivation
of cotton into that dependency, and through an
agent in the United States secured the services
of four well known Tuskegee graduates, who
were 1o direct the natives in planting and
gloning the cotton crop. “The State,” of Co-
lumbia, 8. C., recently qullished some extracts
from letters written in May last by two of these
Tuskegee experts, showing the favorable prog-
vess of the work they had undertaken. The
natural conditions of life, they reported, do not
vary greatly from those in the Gulf States, and,
one of them said: “If I did not know that [
in Africa I could easily believe myself in
ma. The natives do not differ very mueh
uneducated negro in the black belt
South.”

THE RIGHT KIND OF STREET SIGN.

The movement for a street sign system In this
eity 18 making progress. The Munlieipal Art
Soclety has reported to the Municipal Assem-
bly the draft of a proposed ordinance upon the
subject, und the Aldermanic Committee on
Streets and Tlighways will meet to-morrow af-
ternoon to consider it, with hopes of being able
to report fully to the board on Tuesday next.
All possible expedition {s desirable, since every
day of the present chaotle state of affairs is a
reproach to the city. At the same time it is
supremely desirable to make no mistake, hut
| to adopt and erect signs which will in the most
perfect manner serve the purpose of their being.

We are by no means sure that the ordinance
as drafted is calculated to provide the city with
the best system of slgns that can be de-
vised. It provides for a multiplicity of designs,
whereas, as we have frequently pointed out,
uniforwity is strongly to be desired. The pro-
posed ordinance would have one style of sign
for tje thinly settled parts of the city and an-
other for the crowded regions. The iatter class
would again be divided into two styles, one for
general information and one for passengers in
streetears.  And, finally, in some cases the
signs would be on corner buildings and in some
on posts. Thus there would be no fewer than
eight or ten different kinds or styles of signs in
at least three different classes of places—to wit,
on corner buildings, on posts on corner lots and
on posts on street corners. The result would be
that one would not always know where to ook
for a sign, and would not always know what
the sign would look like when he found it.

Such a varied system would not serve the
public need in the best possible way. The signs
should be uniform in style, so as to be recog-
nized at a glance—just as United States lettor
boxes are and the business signs of telegraph
and telephone companies. They should be uni-
formly placed, so that one will know instinot-
ively and unerringly just where to look for
them. And they should be made as legible by
night as by day—fully so, as they easily can
be, and not merely “as far as practicable.” The
signs erected on some streets by the Strong ad-
ministration five years ago. of which a few
specimens have escaped the destroying hand of
Mr. Kearny and still exist, were uniform in de-
sign and in place, and were legible by night as
well as by day. They were not perfect, hut
they were good, and the new system which is
to be adopted should certainly show no falling
off from their standard. We believe it can be
made to improve upon their standard, if some
of the suggestions which have hitherto appeared
in these columns are followed. At any rate, the
new signs should fulfil the requirements of be-
ing accurate in designation, uniform in style
and place, and legible at all times.

NO RACING ON THE ROADS.

A substantial gain for good government and
public rights is promised in the stopping of the
proposed antomobile road races at Newport and
between Buffalo and Erie. Public spirited efti-
zens of Newport have secured an injunction,
which yesterday was made practically perma-
nent, forbidding the use of a public street for
racing purposes, and the races are accordingly
to be held on a racetrack instead of the high-
way. It is also reported that the proposed races
on the Buffalo-Erie road have been abandoned,
or at least are to he transferred to some other
course. It is to be hoped this latter report is
true, and that the races will be held, if at all, on
some private ground.

In this opposition to public road racing there
is no antagzonism to automobiles; for some of
the most resolute of the opponents are them-
selves enthusiastic motormen, nor is there in it
any mere kill-joy spirit. It arises simply from
a clear perception of the fact that the publie
roads belong to the public for public uses, and
that the private monopolization of them for
racing purposes is a perversion of use and an
infringement upon publie rights. It is not
merely a question of safety for the time being.
No doubt it would be possible, by excluding the
publie from the road during the racing hours,
to conduct the races as safely as though they

ere on a private course. But it Is wrong thus

exclude the public from its own property.
Moreover, there is the important question of ex-
ample and precedent. If a certain road at New-
port or at Buffalo may thus be taken for racing
purposes, why may not.any other plece of
road” And if certain persons may race at high
speed along public thoroughfares, why may not
any others?

It would be a mischievous and perilous ex-
ample to set, apart from the direct and immed!-
ate injustice mvolved. The only proper and
safe plan is to use the pnblic roads as pubilc
roads, and to confine racing, whether with
motors or with horses, to the racetracks.

AUSTRIA AND MEXICO.

The arrival in this eity a few days ago of
Count Gilbert Hohenwart-Geriachstein on his
way to Mexico as Austro-Hungarian Minister
makes timely the translation, which we print
upon another page of to-day's Tribune, of an
article in the “Journal des Débats,” of Parls,
relating the train of incidents which led to
the remnewal of diplomatie relations between
Austria and Mexico after an interval of more
than a third of a century. The article is from
the pen of one who was an army officer under
Maximilian, and who hag since been a clvil offi-
cer under President Diaz. He therefore writes
with a certain degree of sympathy with both
sides in that unhappy conflict, and presumably
with the authoritative knowledge to he expected
of one who participated in the incidents which
he records.

It is to be inferred from the narrative that
while both the Austrian and Mexlean govern-
ments long ago made themselves as amenable
as possible to reconciliatory influences, neither
would make any direct advance, but finally the
slight impulse needed to effect an approach-
 ment was given by Austria. This was probably
- done largely by the venerable Kaiser himself,
i who has so often played the heneficent part of
e deus ex macnina In political and diplomatie
| Alfairs. He seems to have been moved to renew
! friendly relations with the land which took his
beloved brother's lfe partly because of the
softening Influences of time and of further per-
sonal bereavement and partly because of his

knowledge that Mexico, under the wise direc-
tion of President Diaz, has becqme a nation
worthy of recognition even by the oldest and
proudest of lands. Of a truth there is a vast
| contrast between the Mexlco of Benito Juarez
! {n 1867 and that of Porfirio Diaz in 1901—a dif-
ltereuco which Hapsburg and peon alike must
i appreciate. The Austrian Emperor might have
! only contempt aud detestation for a ragged
| band of halfbreeds putiing to death a prince
of the blood—for such the followers of Juarez
seemed to the imperiallsts. He has due respect
for a popnlous nation rising through sheer force
of native genius to a state of high eivilization
and of political stability and responsibility com-
parable with that of all other lands.

The incident of reconciliation is an important
one in diplomatic history. It is a creditable
one in a high degree to both parties concerned.
(There does not seem to have been a third
acting as intermediary.) We can add with
confidence that it will prove satisfactory and
gratifying to both. Austria will find in Mexico
a nation worthy of her recognition and of her
friendship, and Mexico will find in Austrian
recogpition the last finishing touch to her own
vindication and full habilitation in a senti-
mental sense, as she has long had it in a
material sense. Thus ends the long estrange-
nent, and thus it is brought to pass that there
{s now alienation between no two important
natlons of the world.

TEN CENT COTTON?

It has been officially announced by a Southern
association that its members intend to hold all
their new crop cotton until 10 cents a pound is
offered. It is by just such artificial stimulatlon
of prices that both cotton growing and manu-
facturing have been disturbed and retarded in
the past. Last week the congestion at Fall
River was relieved by heavy purchases of print
cloths, in itself an artificlal remedy of a situa-
tion resulting from excessive inflation of prices
for raw material and overproduction of goods
for which markets could not be found. Both in
New-England and at the South the increase in
number of spindles has been more rapid than
was warranted by the requirements of domestic
consumption, and thus far the foreign markets
secured by American manufacturers of cotton
goods are of only nominal value. In China an
opening wedge has been inserted, but our com-
petition throughout the Far East i{s not yet seri-
ously alarming British or Continental traders.

Attempts to secure fancy prices are encour-
aged by the latest government reports of weath-
er conditions, but the local market had fully
discounted an unfavorable return by the ad-
vance from 8 to 8% cents, which is a long way
from 10 cents on plantations. There is no longer
room for doubt regarding the Injury in Texas,
which will considerably reduce the yleld of that
State. But it is a reduction from prospects
which were favorable for an unusually heavy
crop. Moreover, there has not been the cus-
tomary ruin from overflow of the Mississippl
this year, and in the Eastern States the acreage
planted was phenomenally large. Picking pro-
ceeds rapidly at many points, and, despite the
fact that the crop averages about three weeks
later than usual, the new cotton will be moving
freely in a short time. While prices are about a
cent lower than they were a year ago, it must
