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THE FIGHT AGAINST HESS.

M'DOUGALL HAWKES LIKELY TO DE-
FEAT HIM AT THE PRIMARIES.

The primary fight In the XXVth Assembly Dis-
gtrict §s crystallizing. The anti-Hess Republicans,
mnow in the ascendancy in the district, will hoild a
meeting on Tuesday night at the Madison Square
Republican Club to take action on Mr. Hess's re-

. gent aftacks on the party management in the dis-
trict. Mr. Hese used to be the organization leader
of the district, but factionalism became s0 flerce
fhat he was forced to give up the leadership in
favor of McDougall Hawkes, vice-president of the
Republican County Committee, who was unani-
mously chosen by the eight members of the county
committes from the XXVth District.

Mr. Hess on Thursday iesued a statement reflect-
ing on the management and standing of Mr.
Hawkes, Assemblyman Weekes and Alderman Par-
sons, all of whom are opposed to him. This state-
ment, the Hawkes men assert, is, among other
things, full of Bryanism, in that it tries to array
classes against one another and create sectional
feeling. The mesting on Tuesday night will indorse
the jeadership of Mr. Hawkes and make public the
yeasons of thelr opposition to Mr. Hess and his
previous leadership.

Among other things which will be brought up
will be Mr. Hess's contract for taking care of im-
migrants at Ellis Island. The friends of Mr.
Hawkes have secured a copy of this contract, and
they assert that there are a number of surprising
things about 1t. It is alloged that Mr. Hess never
has acknowledged that he had any government
contract of the kind. The Hawkes men have dis-
covered that the contract is in the name of Emil
Schwab & Co., and that Emil Schwab’s and Charles
A Hess's names are signed to it, and that his
brother-in-law is bondsman.

A PROFITABLE CONTRACT.

The anti-Hess Republicans believe that Mr. H
makes over 325,000 a year net profit out of this con-
tract, and there are rumors that the steamship
companies, because of alleged abuses, wish to pre-
wvent its renewal when it expires, in June, 1902
Hess"s opponents assert that it is Mr. Hess's fear
that this contract will be taken away from him
that has Induced him to try 10 regain the leader-
ship of the district.

In his statement on Thursday afternoon Mr. Hess
set forth that the legislative record of Assembly-
man John A, Weekes, jr, at Albany showed that
what little he had done WwWas purely for the ad-
vancement of his own interests. Mr. Weeckes's
record, on the contrary, speaks for itself, and
shows that the bills fathered by him at Albany
wvere bills of public interest, and that the measures
which occupied the greater part of his time were
the anti-policy and anti-common law marriage bills.
He was also chairman of the Committee on Codes.

The charge made by Mr. Hess that the Hawkes
people are aristocratic, and that the West Side
wvoters in the district are belng disregarded, is
completely answered by the fact that under the
present administration, and for the first time in
three years, the leader, Assemblyman and Alder-
man provided an excursion for Republican families.
This is what was done one day last week, when
hundreds of colored men, women and children were
included in the party.

With reference to the charge that Mr. Hess is not
& resident of the Assembly district the anti-Hess

has a room at the Gilsey House, but his opponents
say that his real residence is in Madison.

GROUNDS OF COMPLAINT.

Among the other grounds of complaint about Mr,
Hess, it is alleged that he has used without per-
mission the names of such people as Thomas H.
Hunt and Daniel F. Appleton on his primary tick-
ets over and over again, in order to convey xh_'-
fmpression that the colonel of the 7th Regiment is
with his following. while it is alieged as a matter
of fact that Mr, Hess's friend is not Colonel Daniel
F. Appleton.

In rferr- ding the present management against
the charges brought by Mr, Hess the friends of
Mr. Hawkes say that of the elight members of the
county committee General F. V. Greene ex-Judge
Job E. Hedges, Henry Birrell and William H. Wad-
hams are with Hawkes.

One of the noteworthy features of the battle for
supremacy in the district is the prominence of
many of the Republicans lined up on the side of Mr.
Hawkes. Among them may be found the follow-
ing: General James M. Varnum, Thomas F. Quinn,
gmldmt of the Newsdealers’ Association; James

House men, Harry King
and Harry Middleton, are being employed by Hess
in the primary contest to lend color to the asser-
tion that the regular organization is backing him.
Senator Platt and Robert C. Morris, president of
the Republican County Committee, have stated
that they are with Mr. Hawkes, and that they are
cntirely satisfied with the way Mr. Hawkes has
managed the leadership.

PHILBIN CUTS FURSMAN.

PROTESTED AGAINST HIS ASSIGNMENT
HERE AND GIVES HIM NO
CALENDAR.

It developed at the Criminal Courts Building
vesterday that a controversy is likely to begin
soon between Justice Fursman, of the Supreme
Court, and District Attorney Philbin, because
of the latter’s action in not giving Justice Furs-
man a calendar for next Tuesday. The Criminal
Branch of the Supreme Court has been closed
during August. In July Miles MacDonnell was
tried and acquitted before Justice Fursman, and
in the progress of the trial Mr. Philbin and Jus-
tice Fursman had a serlous argument, in which
hot words were exchanged.

Yesterday the Djstrict Attorney’s office made
up the calendars. In Justice Fursman's court
the calendar merely reads, “Fursman, Judge;
Charles E. Le Barbler, Assistant District At-
torney.” Under this heading, in large letters,
are the words, “No day calendar.”

Parts I and 1T of General Bessions have their
regular calendars.

Acting District Attorney Le Barbier was
asked yesterday why no calendar was made for
Justice Fursman. He said that he did not
know. The District Attorney had sent a letter
to Justice Fursman a short time ago telling him
that, inasmuch as there had been an extra term
of the Supreme Court, Justice Glldersleeve pre-
siding, which disposed of all the immediate
business, Justice Fursman would not mneces-
sarily have any criminal cases at this time.

It is said that throughout September there
will be no calendar for Justice Fursman The
justice comes from Troy, and was specially as-
signed by the Appellate Division. He has trled
a great many criminal cases, but has evidently
incurred the displeasure of the District Attor-
ney, who, it is said, asked that his assignment
be discontinued.

Should Justice Fursman not have any calen-
dar throughout he could open court every day
and draw his salary and expenses, just the
game. This extra expense might be objected to
by the District Attorney, and would be a strong
argument for his repeating his demands for the
withdrawal of Fursman on the ground that it
was &an unnecessary expense to the county.

SECOND BATTALION OUSTED.

NAVAL MILITIA MUST LOOK FOR NEW AND
IT 1S HOPED, BETTER QUARTERS.

The 24 Naval Battalion has been ordered to
vacate its headquarters, at Fifty-sixth-st. and the
bay, Brooklyn, on October 1.

SIFTING CANDIDATES.

THE POLITICAL “KNOCKERS" FIND

SOMETHING AGAINST EACH
NAME MENTIONED.

Sifting the Citizens Union's tentative list of
mayoralty candidates kept the politicians busy
yvesterday. Briefly stated, each man was tucked
away temporarily in a pigeon hole by the poli-
ticlans, for the following reasons:

Controller Coler is trying to carry water on both
shoulders. 'ntil he comes out emphatically against
Tammany and Crokerism he will not do.

Seth Low, an account of his defeat in 1897 and
also on account of his supposed strict Sunday ob-
servance views, would be weak with the Germans,
and therefore was not avallable.

John De Wit Warner did not meet the ap-
proval of Republicans because he has been an “in-
and-outer” in politics; that is, a supporter of good
men on indeperdent tickets one year. and bad
men on machine tickets the next, without any
apparently sound reason for so doing.

George Foster Peabody is a Brooklynite, to be-
gin with, and the drift of sentiment seemed to be
in favor of a Manhattan man. Besldes, it was
sald, Mr. Peabody a few years ago rather bitterly
attacked Sunday newspapers. Those in favor of
“liberal” Sunday observance sald the Germans
would never vote for a candidate with the strict
views attributed to Mr. Peabcdy. So into Its
pigeon hole went Mr. Peabody’'s name.

&his left George L. Rives and Captain F. Nor-
ton Goddard. Many Republicans at the Fifth
Avenue Hotel suddenly remembered that Mr.
Rives would not do, because at the United Chari-
ties Building early last spring, in discussing char-
ter revision, he had “roasted” the Republican As-
sembly leaders and spoke rather slightingly of
Governor Odell's judgment on the charter. This,
Republicans sald, was an almost unpardonable sin.
So into his pigeon hole vent Mr. Rives.

Captain Goddard is a Republican district leader,
and when he loomed up as one of the few men yet
suggested who could, Yankeelike, run away from
the Tammany field, and land the mayoralty Futu-
rity, hidebound Democrats, while conceding that the
captain is a vote winner, said It would never do
to have a Republican district leader for a candi-
date. Captain Goddard was shoved into his par-
ticular pigeon hole, like the others, and the over-
eritical voter will be all ready to-morrow to have
trotted out for his inspection an entire new string
of candidates,

As announced in The Tribune, there is a pro-
nounced disposition to *“smoke out” Controller
Coler. How he came to be indorsed in the Com-
mittee of Twelve is not entirely clear. It was said
that R. Fulton Cutting, who at first was of the
opinion that Mr. Coler should be on the list, had
decided that Mr. Coler's name should come off the
list hefore Wednesday night, unless he says plainly
that he is against Croker. The Controller was not
at his office, and his friends were as much in the
dark as ever with reference to his real feeling tow-
Crokerism as it is understood in New-York
City at the present time

The Interviews with John C. Sheehan and Will-
fam Hepburn Russell in The Tribune were gen-
erally interpreted as placing in a logical position
the Greater New-York Democracy. Mr. Sheehan
was criticised for allowing any “unofficial’’ utter-
i;nca to be circulated on Thursday night and Fri-
ay.
