Trenton, N. J., Sept. 3.—John Jacob Astor, Mar-
tin Maloney, of Philadelphia; George H. Day and
other directors of the Electric Vehicle Company,
which operates electric carriages In New-York
City, are defendants in two suits instituted in the
Court of Chancery by Richard Siegman, of New-
York, and other stockholders of the concern.

It s alleged that the company has pald out about
$500,000 in unearned dividends, while in reality the
directors have wasted or lost the entire $5,000,000
received In cash for the capital stock from time
to time, and have, in addition, been compelled to
raise $1,500,000 by mortgage to prevent a complete
suspension of business. It is sought to hold the
directors responsible for the alleged illegally pald
dividends and to compe! an accounting of the
funds of the company.

The Electric Vehicle Company was incorporated
September 28, 1897, with an authorized capital stock
of $10,000,000, At the stockholders’ meeting on Sep-
tember 17, 1900, the following directors were elect-
ed: John Jacob Astor, Martin Maloney, Albert A.
Pope, Isaac L. Rice, George W, Day, Thomas
Regan, Daniel H. Shea, Herbert Lloyd, Robert
McA. Lioyd, Phillp T. Dodge and Arthur Phillips.
Mr. Astor resigned last December, and George
Chapman was elected in his place, it being claimed
by the complainant that Mr. Chapman is an em-
ploye of Mr. Astor and represents his interests.
Subsequently Mr. Phillips and Robert McA. Liloyd
vesigned, and the number of directors was in-
ereased by one by the election of A. L. Riker, rC
Stevens and H. M. Byllesby.

On October 1, 1887, the wehicle company issued
250 shares of preferred stock, receiving $250,000 in
cash. and on the same day 60 more shares of pre-
ferred stoek, and the remainder of its 50,000 shares
of common stock were issued, for which it received
the entire capital stock of the Electric Carriage
and Wagon Company, together with a plant and
about twenty-five electric vehicles.

DEATH OF 8. HOWLAND ROBBINS.

THE FORMER FIRE COMMISSIONER PASSES
AWAY THIS thRlé!.\'G IN THE PRES-
BYTERIAN HOSPITAL,

8. Howland Robbins, former Fire Commis-
sioner under Mayors Grant and Gilroy, died at
1:45 o'clock this morning in the Presbyterian
Hospital, where he had been for some time.
Mr. Robbins had a complication of diseases
and had been i1l for months. He was recently
taken to the hospital, where he sank rapidly.
His death had been expected hourly for the
last two or three days.

Last evening it was said his condition was
critical, although unchanged. He was con-
scious up to midnight. At that hour his strength
failed rapidly. He lost consclousness, and at
1:45 a. m. he died. There were none of his
friends or family at the bedside at the time of
his death. At the hospital it was said no one
was in the room, his nurse having gone to an-
other room to get a restorative.

Mr. Robbins was sixty years old and was born
in this city. He was the youngest son of the
late banker George S. Robbins. He married
early in life and lived abroad for some Years.
On taking up his residence in this country he
became a member of a number of clubs.

Mr. Robbins always took a keen interest in
sports. He was a polo player, a pigeon shot, a
racing man and an expert at the whist table.
In recent years he was a golf enthusiast and
was often seen on the Lenox links.

In May, 1888 he was appointed Fire Commis-
sioner by Mayor Grant and was elected presi-
dent of the commission and retired the same
year. He was reappointed by Mayor Gilroy

in 1864. B

Mr. Robbins was a veteran of the Civil War
and served on General Butterfield's staff. He
was well known in club life in Chicago and this
city as a member of the Metropolitan, Union,
.\la'nhanan and Jockey clubs. His home in this
city was at No. 20 East Twenty-seventh-st.,
and he had a country place at Lenox.

SIXTY-NINTH BOYS

DENY REPORTS OF ROWDYISM AT NEW-
HAVEN—GOT FOOTSORE IN
BOSTON.

Five hundred members of the 69th Regiment,
who went to Boston on Saturday night as guests
~husetts, arrived home vesterday

morning. sy were In command of Colonel Ed-
ward Duffy. The men got little sleep on the trip,
and were thoroughly exhausted when they
reached here that most of them immediately
sought their rooms for rest. Half a dozen of them
wele at the armory last night They were unani-
mous in their denunciation of the reports of rowdy-
jsm among the soldiers at New-Haven

A dispatch from New-Haven, printed in the after-
noon, declared that the regiment made a concerted
assault on the railroad restaurant there, carrying
off pitchers, spoons, glasses and napkins as souve-
nirs. The men said last night that nearly two hun-
dred of the milila boys went to the restaurant,
where there were only two waiters to serve them.
They arrived at 10:25 on a special train and re-
matned only fifteen minutes. There was a rush for
the restaurant at once, and the two walters and
one barkeeper were swamped. The men swarmed
up to the counter, eight deep, and took what they
could find, paying in half dollars and dollar bills
without waiting for change. Some of the men, after

tunity to pay, but they say the restaurateur lost
nothing by this. The crowd was orderly, If clamor-
ous. Several men who went up Meadow-st, to the
nearest saloon were late in getting back and two
lost the train

Both regiments attended mass in the Cathedral in
Boston on Sunday morning, and filled the church to
the doors. On Monday morning the 9th took the
69th on an excursion around Boston Harbor. When
the boat returned to the dock the boys were

anxious to get ashore and crowded the rafl of the
boat until it collapsed. One of the 9th was pu>hm1
overboard. He was unable to swim, and would have
drowned had not one of the 69th jumped overboard
and rescued him The rescuer was the hero of the
regiment for the rest of the trip. At 12 ¢’clock both
regiments were grouped on the Custom House steps
and had their photograph taken. In the evening
five hundred men sat down to dinner in the base-
ment of the 9th Regiment Armory.

At 2 o'clock the two regiments paraded through
Boston streets, and at 4:30 o'clock camped on the
Common, where they were reviewed by Arch-
bishop Willlams. The men say that the Boston
streets are nearly all paved with cobblestones, and
the marching was extremely fatigulng. The 5th
Regiment led the parade, and apparently picked
out the roughest streets. Whether or not this was
a practical joke, the 6%th men are not prepared to
say, but certain it Is that sore feet and legs will ba
an unpleasant reminder of the march for some
time to come. The Boston men wore aluminum
badges, attached to green ribbons, emblematic of
the Irieh composition of the New-York organiza-
tion, bearing the words, "“Welcome, 68th, Septem-
ber 2 and 3, 1901.

While in Boston the men slept in the driliroom
of the %th l{:fidmonl Armory on improvised beds
of ticking. They arrived in Boston at 4 o'clock
Sunr_i;n' morning and !mmediately retired. It was
a difficult task to arouse them in the morning.
One man seemed to be in a trance, and all man-
ner of noises failed to awaken him. Even when
the fife and drum corps struck up a march, creat-
ing a terrible din, which echoed and re-echoed
through the room, he slept peacefully on. Finally
he was carried outdoors, and the fresh air roused
him. He sald he lived near the elevated railroad
and was accustomed to noise at night.

MORE MEN PUT AT WORK.

STEEL MANUFACTURERS MAKE FUR-
THER GAINS.

STRIKE LEADERS, HOWEVER, STILL PRO-
FESS TO BE CONFIDENT OF VICTORY.

Pittsburg, Sept. 3.—Developments to-day in
the steel strike show decided gains for the
manufacturers. The accession of thirty-two
skilled men to the Star plant, the increased
production at the Painter and the Lindsay &
McCutcheon mills, the defection from the strik-
ers’ ranks of seventy-five machinists and pipe
cutters at the Continental Tube Works and
fifty at the Pennsylvania Tube Works, the im-
portation of twelve men to the Monessen steel
hoop mill and the installation of three mills on
night turn at the Clark mill all point to an
early resumption all along the line, as viewed
by the steel officlals.

The Amalgamated officials, however, declare
that everything is proceeding satisfactorily, and
say that much of the supposed advantage of
the manufacturers is a biuff and cannot be made
good. As an instance they cite the Lindsay &
McCutcheon plant, where the company claims
to have as many men at work as can be ac-
commodated and to be turning out merchanta-
ble product. The Amalgamated people say that
James Hurley, vice-president of the first dis-
trict, visited the Lindsay & McCutcheon mill
to-day in the guise of a roller seeking work.
He inspected the mill and according to his report
there are thirty men at work, six of whom are
skilled. The strikers also say that at the Mon-
essen plant the product turned out last week
amounted to 250,900 pounds, whereas before the
strike the dally output was 100,000 pounds.

Affairs at McKeesport to-night are qulet, and
to all appearances unchanged. Strikers point
to the fact that the machinists who were per-
suaded vyesterday to leave the National Tube
Works did not go in to-day, as a victory for
them. The much talked of start of the Demmler
plant is still being discussed, and the attempt
to start is now scheduled for the latter part
of the week. The managers say that the only
thing holding them back Is adequate protection
for the workers, a full complement being ready
to go in. Mayor Black is still withholding his
final answer to the request for police protec-
tion. ¢

It was reported this afternoon that the strik-
ers at Duquesne intend to make another effort
to close that plant by getting the open hearth
men out, but nothing definite on the subject
can be learned.

At Wheeling the strikers are holding thelr
own, and there is no indication of an attempt
to start any ot the plants that are closed.

Wellsville reports no change.

The report from Canal Dover is to the effect
that, although the manager promised yesterday
that four mills would be fired up this morn-
ing, only one mill, a small 34-inch sheet mill
was fired. The strikers say this was caused
by the desertion of nine of the non-union men
who returned to Vandergrift, from which place
they came last Sunday. The manager would
make no statement except to deny that there
were any desertions, and to say that the situa-
tion was unchanged.

Amalgamated leaders in Pittsburg do not be-
lleve there will be any investigation of the

charges made by Mr. Hickey, at Milwaukee
Secretary Williams said to-day that if a com-
mittee should come here for the purpose It
would not be received by the Amalgamated offi-
cials.
