| gret, for Shamrock 11 is universally believed to

be a dangerous boat. Yet even in that case

judicions and well informed persons would not

be ready to admit that the New-York Yacht
i Club could properly modify the conditions under
{ which the Independence was invited to com-
| pete for the honor of defending the Cup. But
| the evidence all contradicts Mr. Lawson's an-
| nouncement that she is the fastest yacht afloat,
and therefore there is no occasion to shed tears
Nor, what-
| ever effect it may have produced in the latitude
| of Boston, is Mr. Lawson's recent explanation
of his conduet likely to win sympathy and ap-
plause elsewhere, though it was evidently de-
signed to be extremely appealing.

If anybody was still unable to account for the
course pursued by Mr. Lawson his latest out-
giving I8 a convincing proof that just such a
course was natural to a man capable of de-
fending it in such a manner. In the first place,
Lis statement of the terms on which he might
have entered the Independence in the trial
races bears not the remotest resemblance to the
terms preseribed by Commodore Ledyard. Mr.
Lawson says he was required to take oath that
the Independence “no longer belonged to” him,
and “to turn her over to any member of the
“New York Yacht Club who might be desig-
“nated”; that he was told that when he had
done this he “would have no more rights in
“her than if he had not given the boat a
“thought’’; that “she was to belong to the mem-
“ber of the club te whom she was given In fee
“simple,” and that “‘he might sell her, break her
“up, sink her or do whatever he wished with
“her.”

Now, the fact is that Mr. Lawson was of-
ficially informed by Mr. Ledyard that the Inde-
pendence could be qualified to enter the trial
races in either of two ways—by being enrolled
in the name of one or more members of the
New-York Yacht Club and registered in the
name of such member or members, or by being
charterad to a member or members for a period
of not less than two months. In the former
case she would be entitled to all club privileges,
while in the latter case she would be entitled to
enter the squadron runs on the annual cruise as
well as the trial races. Mr. Lawson was further
informed that the selection of a member or
members to whom the Independence might be
thus temporarily intrusted would be a matter
for his own personal choice, and the arrange-
ment would be one wholly between himself aud
the member or members selected by him. For
a time these conditions appeared to be perfectly
satisfactory to Mr. Lawson, but subsequeut'y,
for reasons best known to himself, he changed
his mind, or his attitude, and finally submitted
an impossible form of contract, drawn by legal
advisers whom he declined to name. Now, on
the eve of sending his yacht to the scrap heap,
he evinees, to put it mildly, an amazing forget-
fulness of the simple conditions to which he
was necessarily required to conform, describes
a state of things which never existed except in
his own imagination, and poses as a generous
and patriotic sportsman in whose way insur-
mountable obstacles have been unaccountably
placed.

It is an erratiec performance, if there ever was
one, but we are forced to belleve that it is quite
characteristic of Mr. Lawson. Fortunately no
interests more important than his own seem to
be involved. It may be that a better boat than
the Columbia or the Constitution is needed to
defend the Cup, but. If g0, there 1g no reason to
think that it could be saved by the Inde-
pendence,

A RSURPRISING SURPLUR,

Treasury operations under the Tax Reduction
act of March 2, 1901, continue to show results
which are little short of paradoxical. On July
1 the American taxpayer saw drop from his
thoulders a generons share of the speeial bur-
dens imposed three years before to meet the
cost of the war with Spain. Many internal
taxes were dimninished, others were remitted
entirely, and the T'reasury surrendered at one
stroke an annual income of from £40,000.000 to
£45,000,000. The surplus for the fikcal yvear end-
ed June 30, 1900, had mounted to $79.527.080,
while that for the year ended June 30, 1901,
had shown the slightly esmaller balance of 8£75,-
SG4.9098. It was to be expected, therefore, that
a cut in the government’s revenues of from £40,-
000,000 to $35,000.000 a year would show jtgelf
in a gradoal diminution of incomeé. and a net
shrinkage of surplus for the year to the figure—
£30.000,000 -set by Congress as a comfortable
margin of safety against nnexpected drains on
the Treagury’s resonrces.

Yet the statement of receipts and expendi-
tures for the first two months of the new fiseal
year fafle wholly to confirm the expectations of
the framers of the Tax Reduction act, fore-
shadowing: as It does, another surplus of sur-
prising if not of absolutely Inconvenient propor-
tions,

The surplus for July under the amended tax
law was $15,000; for August it was $0,642.628,
Nelther month had been counted on to show a
favorable balance between receipts and expendi-
tures; for under the higher tax rates of the
emergency law the net defielt last year for July
and August was $4,800,000. An extraordinary
gain of over $11,000,000 has therefore been
effected In the first two months of the reduc-
tion act's history. The secret of this gain is to
be found, of course, in thé decreased expendi-
tures which have followed pacification In the
Muhsu-ﬁmmwtu
fallure in the last Congress of the River and
‘Harbor bill.  But these two econ:

omizing influences will continue to be felt dur-
ing the whole fiscal year, and unless there is
some violent change in the conditions which are
forcing internal revenue collections every year
to till higher figures the Treasury will be con-
fronted next June with a surplus fully twice as
big as it had calculated on accumulating.

Probably the Treasury’s showing for July and
Augnust should be taken as a vindication of the
Senate’s contentton last winter for a deeper eut
in internal revenue taxes. The Treasury De-
partment originally recommended a reduction
of about £30,000,000. The Honse of Repre-
sentatives proposed to surrender about $40.000.-
000 of income, and the Senate, after planning
a eut of over £30,000,000, was forced to com-
promise with the popular branch on a bhill
which remitted a little less than $45,000,000 in
taxes. It was the hope of the Senate leaders
to settle the internal tax problem for another
decade. But in this hope they may be disap-
pointed, if the nation’s annual income obsti-
nately persists in overrunning the hounds get
for it in the Treasury's estimates.

TELEGRAPH MANAGEMENT.

The annual report of the British Postmaster-
General discloses the interesting fact that
while n considerable profit was made on the
mail service the losg in the operation or tne
telegraph lines was uncomfortably heavy. For-
eign governments are sending experts to this
country to study American railroads in the
hope of getting information of value. Might it
pnot be wise for the Postoffice Department of
Great Britain to dispatch across the Atlantic
competent investigators to study the manage-
ment of the Western Union Telegraph Com-
pany, which has been paying dividends upon its
bulky capital without a break for a long series
of years?

Possibly these inquirers might learn much
here with regard to the details and methods of
telegraphic administration which would prove
to be of substantial worth in the guidance of
the Englishmen in London who have charge of
the system of messages by wire. Tt may be
that the New World has made greater progress
in such matters than has been achieved on the
other side of the ocean.

GERMANY, TURKEY AND SOME OTHERS.

Turkey nas made application to Germany for
aid and comfort in the controversy with France,
which is natural; and Germany has replied by
advising Turkey to agree with the Gallic adver-
sary quickly lest worse befall, which is like-
wise natural, or at least not uonatural. If
now we could hear from Russia on the suhject
the comedy would be complete. (Whatever
turns out happily is a comedy. and this affair
is bound to do so, since all things are for the
best in the best world ever yet known to
Ottoman, Teuton or Gaul) But while the Mus-
covite oracles are dumb it will he entertaining
to observe the special Interest of Germany in
the matter, together with some other complica-
tions, Teutonie, 8lavie and what not.

Be it remembered, then, that for a consider-
able time past the Tentoniec Codlin, and not the
Slavic Short, has been the friend of the Otto-
man Turk. That is because the German Kalser
has visited Jerusalem, and German expansion-
ists have set out to exploit the resources of
Asia Minor, and German capitalists and engl-
neers have begun the construction of a German
railroad from the shore of the Mediterranean
by way of Bagdad down Mesopotamia to the
Persian Gulf. There is a theme for the realist-
romancer, a “Made In Germany” railroad “by
Bagdad's shrines of fretted gold” and “adown
the Tigris” to the scene of the quadrigamous
exploits of What's His Name of Bussorah., Nav-
ertheless, it is all quite real. and Is at the
present moment in process of execution, and
the ways and means by which it becomes pos-
sible, though not all told in Gath or published
on the bulletin boards of Askelon, involve a
certain predominance of German influence at
the Yildiz Kiosk and at the Sublime Porte such
as makes the Kaiser the next friend of the
Commander of the Faithful. Which is why
the Commander makes application to the Kalser
to help him out of his troubles with France.
But the Kaiser. beilng engaged at the present
moment in requiring another heathen to appear
before him in abject abasement, and being also
a stickler for the fulfilment of contracts, and
being, moreover, desirous of mollifying France
for her loss—and Germany's gain—of paramount
reversionary and residuary rights in Syria
naturally, not to say inevitably, tells the Com-
mander that he regrets very much to say that
he really cannot Interfere, and that on the
whole he thinks it would ‘be best for the Com-
mander to settle that little bill of France's,
‘which is really long overdue.

Now, here is where the Russian factor comes
into the problem. Russia is making a strong
push for “paramount influence’—Muscovite for
first steps toward annexation—in Persia, and is
establishing a Russian port, naval station and
potential seat of a satrapy on the shore of the
Persian Gulf. Beyond a doubt it would be in-
convenient for her to have a German railroad
pushing its intrusive cowecatchers down to the
mouth of the Euphrates, and a lot of German
steamers and warships frequenting the water
which she aims to transform into a Russlan
lake. “A very dangerous one for Russia™ is
what an important and inspired St, Petersburg
journal. the “Novoe Vremya.” calls the German
rallrond scheme, and one “likely to have the
“offect of barring to Russia all aceess to South-
“orn Pergla and India.” Which is why we re-
mark that Russian opinion and intent concern-
ing the Franco-Turkish dispute would be un-
commonly interesting to know. But it is nog
known. And meantime France is persistent,
Germany acquiescent and Great Britain appar-
ently indifferent, so that Turkey seems likely
to he left to work out her own salvation, which
can be done in only one way.

CUBAN COMMERCE,

The growth of Cuban commerce is a gratify
fng fact. Our special Washington correspond
ence has shown the magnitude of it by means
of a comparison of imports and exports for the
geven months ended January 31, 1900, and the
corregponding period ended January 31, 1901
The latter period shows a decrease of $5,335,125,
or 12.5 per cent, in importg into Cuba, and an
increage of £7,042.325, or 35 per cent, in exports
from that igland. The balance of trade is still
agningt Cuba, but with imports decreasing and
axports increasing at suéh a rate it will goon he
in her favor. Generally speaking, of course, the
figures show that (‘uban industries are belng
rehabilitated; that the island is supplying its
own needs more fally, and thus has to buy less
from abroad, and (s restoring its ability to
supply the demands of some forelgn markets,

Analysiz of the statistics with respect to
countries discloses, however, some significant
facts. For one thing, Cuba Is buying consider-
ably less from the United States than hitherto,
the decrease In the seven months under con-
sideration being $1,164,846. That would not be
objectionable If there were a corresponding
decrease all around. But it is to be observed
that there was at the same time an inerease of
purchases from Germany amounting to $564,512,
That is not large, but it is significant. It Indi-
eates that the fizures of decreased imports from
the United States do not altogether mean so
much more praduced at home in Cuba, hut
m about half so much purchased from
iny instead of from the United States,

There was this increase of purchases from Ger-

/

many, less than half as much increase from
South America, a very small increase from
minor European countries, and an insignificant
inerease from Africa. From every other coun-
try Cuban imports showed a decrease.

Exports from Cuba, dn the contrary, show an
inerease to all countries excepting Spain, Porto
Rico and Asia. The increase to the United
States was £1,553,621, or something more than
the decrease of imports from this country, thus
bringing Cuban exports to and imports from the
United States nearer to a balance—indeed, pretty
nearly to it, the former exceeding the latter by
less than $1.500.,000 in the seven months. But
the increase of exports to Germany was far
larger, amounting to $3,592,706, and making the
balance of trade with Germany decidedly in
Cnba’s favor. The Increase of exports to Ger-
many was not only larger than to the United
States, it was larger than to this country and
all the rest of the world put together.

These figures do not show that the United
States Is in imminent danger of being driven
out of the Cuban market by Germany. They do
show that Germany is the rival with which the
United States has most to contend. And they
suggest, above all else, an intensely interesting
Inquiry as to what, might be the tendencies of
Cuban commerce if under any Influence that
island were permitted to make tariffs diserimi-
nating against this country and to enter into
commercial alllances hostile to the United
States. 1 i

WOMAN DENTISTS.

Careful observers of social conditions in Hol-
land mention the interesting fact that in that
country ahove most others women are conspicu-
ously successful in various departments of pro-
fessional work. Thirty years ago woman doe-
tors, lawyers and heads of churches were al-
most unknown in Europe or America. It was
then extremely difficult for a woman to get in-
struction and obtain a diploma on either side of
the Atlantie. The breaking down of the old
barriers against feminine ambitions for profes-
sional training and practice has gone on apace
here and abroad, until at this time it is not
much more difficult in the United States, in
England and on the Continent of Europe for a
woman to secure a thorough professional edu-
cation than it is for a man.

In these days woman doctors are by no
means rare in the prinecipal cities of this coun-
try and of the Old World, and many of them
are notably suceessful. Of woman law-
vers and woman preachers the number is as
yet comparatively small, but there is a field
suitable for womanly work which has not been
neglected in Holland, while 1t has had few
feminine occupants in the United States. In
Holland woman dentists hold their own in com-
petition with men. Why is it that dentistry has
enlisted the services of so small a number of
women in the United States? Since dentists of
the gentler sex succeed so well in Holland, why
should they not succeed equally well here?

The Statue of Liberty in the harbor sadly
needs scrubbing and polishing. New-York has
neglected the cloud kissing goddess in recent
vears. But can that be thought surprising while
the city liés prone in the dust under the iron heel
of an absentee ruler?
