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CONSTITUTION TMPROVES.

WITH OLD SAIL AND XEW JIB SHB
DOES BETTER WORK.

COLUMBIA SQUEEZES HOME SLIGHTLY IN
THE LEAD-JOCKEYING TACTICS OF
CAPTAIN BARR.

{BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Newport, R. 1., Sept. 4—In one of the most excit-
ing finishes that have been seen for many a day,
end with the ribbons of a wrecked balloon jib
streaming from the Constitution’s bows, the Colum-
bla ran to get the final gun yesterday just seven-
teen seconds ahead. It was a close call all around,
because Barr twice gave away his chance of the
race to damage the other boat's sailing. At the
gtart, and after he had been officially timed on
the line, he came back to blanket a boat which
had not yet started. Then, after the Constitution
had gybed inside the line, during the process of
which the Columbia gailned about three hundred
yards 1o windward, Barr bore down a second time
in the first long tack toward the outer mark, for
the purpose of splitting the Constitution’'s wind
This was interpreted on the press boat to mean that
Barr, being confident of winning, thought he could
afford to give up on two occasions a commanding
position for the sole purpose of having fun, or, as
it was sald on the press boat, for the purpose of
making game of the rival skipper.

COLUMBIA'S TRICKS AT THE START.

Captain Barr did not find the amusement so easy
as he expected. It is true that after he came down
te “monkey” with the Constitution he went out
over half a mile in the lead, but when the wind
became lighter he lost a large part of this lead
near the windward mark. In fact, he lost all his
lead except forty seconds, and in the spinnaker
run back the Constitution forged ahead for a while.
In the run back both boats went to leeward of their
course, and whea they doused their starboard
wings and headed up the course in the last two
miles undex balloon jibs, the Columbia went ahead
at once, and kept her lead all the way to the finish
This last two miles was especially exciting, be-
cause the boats feit the whole force of the wind
when they came luffing out, till they were beam on
10 it, and there the Constitution got her big bailoon
§ib split across, and the Columbia had to lower
her's, as she could not carry it on this course. The
Columbia then set a reaching balloon jib and Tan
the rest of the way to the finish line, gaining a
Jittle all the way.

WEATHER CLEARS AS DAY ADVAXNCES.

As no one has ever proved a trustworthy prophet
4n regard to Newport weather, the bad promise and
fog of the early morning were disregarded except
perhaps as an augury for a fine day. In this
region it is an even bet that the unexpected will
arrive, so that when the general unpleasantness
cleared away about 11:30 o'clock there was no sur-
prise, and it was evident that the crews on the
defenders went to work with a will when the order
was given to make sail They swarmed out on
the bowsprits, and the covers came off the mainsails
in a jiffy. About a quarter of an hour later the
Columbia had her big kite in place, and then she
broke out all three of her sails at once, and paid
away from her moorings 1o beat out 1o the Brenton
Rm-f' Lightship. The Constitution saw her coming,
ils set to clear the

the press yacht,

and got away with two headsa
harbor first. There was a fine
from about south-southwest, while
the Wanda, went out alongside the big chartered
steam yacht, the Cuhona, which on the end of her
jibhoom sported the wide tall of a shark. Viewed
from seaward, the Constitution, after she got
clear of the harbor, was seen to run back for a
while, with men on her bowsprit and her jib down.
It was thought that she was setting up something
around the horn, and presently &he pointed out
again. The Columbia took the Jead here, and low-
ered her jibtopsall as she beat out in the freshen-
ing breeze. Cornelius Vanderbilt's 70-footer, the
Rainbow, was careening round under her biggest
kite and lying down pretty well to it. The steam
yacht Narada, which was flying the committee’s
flag, was waiting for the racers, and at 12:20 sent
up the signal that the course would be the wind-
ward one, fifteen miles in the eye of the wind and
return.
CONSTITUTION SHOWS A NEW JIB.

The course signals were D F J, meaning south-
southwest, and both racers came in close to read
what the bunting had to say. It was here seen
that the Constitution had a new jlb and the old
mainsail, the first she ever sailed with, and it
seemed to be a good safl. The Columbia’s canvas
wag not any better than her rival's, and it looked
as if the continuous strains of the whole season
were now showing in its baggings. The tug Unique
now took a jlong turn to straighten out her log line,
&nd travelled out south-southwest across the start-
ing line. The Constitution was not well up to
windward, while the Columbia was near the light-
ship. Both were sending up their jibtopsafls in
stops as the 12:50 preparatory gun was fired. The
Columbia then came east around the Narada, while
the Constitution went down to leeward, and then
passed westward and met the Columbia swinging
round to windward of her. At the 12:55 gun both
.close hauled on the port tack, heading toward

i Narragansett Pier. When there was over four
minutes to go bhefore the s£tarting gun, the Consti-
tution wore ship and came upon the starboard tack.
Barr did the same, thus retaining his windward

position. But he was too far in the lead, and saw
that he would be too goon for the gun, so he swung
down hard to leeward, almost before the wind, to
gain time. The Constitution came up under his lee,
when he spun round up to the wind again, and then
bore away down to the line of the Constitution's
course, where he swung up closer to the wind,
narrowly escaping a rub of his main boom on the
Constitution’s fore rigging. They thus proceeded
to the crossing line, where the gun fired, and Barr
came by the wind and crossed the line. But see-
ing that the Constitution intended to take more
time on the start, and was bearing down inside the
line, he payed his boat off and came down to
blanket his rival. He lost here, because his time
of starting had been already taken, and the Con-
stitution’s had not, so that Barr was giving away
all he had gained in a sharp start.

Barr kept on blanketing the Constitution down
the line, but passed out ahead to windward of
the Narada, apparently expecting the Constitution
to go in stays under his stern, for which there
was room, or to follow after him past the Narada,
for which the Columbia was making room by her
extra speed in getting out of the way. But the
Constitution declined to point in beside the Narada
or to come about, Instead of doing either she
wore ship and crossed the line very late, but before
the handicap gun, belng officially timed at 1:02:00
(21 seconds handicap). The Columbia had been
timed when she first crossed, at 1:00:47. There were
13 seconds difference between them. Most of this
had already been thrown away, but to make mat-
ters worse the Columbia continued to throw away
her lead.

to windward

Barr, however, was a long way
when the Constitution crossed the line, but in
order to “play ball” with the Constitution and

blanket her and spoil her sailing, Barr came down
from a windward position, sailing dead from his
right four points, in order to place his boat on the
Constitution’s bow and split her wind. They thus
headed westerly on the port tack, the Constitution
having to luff up on her way to avoid a trading
schooner. At 1:35 Rhodes came about to the star-
board tack and Barr went about just to windward
of him. This was where Barr wanted to get. He
had come down from a commanding weatherly po-
sition evidently for the purpose of playing ducks
and drakes with the Constitution, and to do this
he gave up a position of at least three hundred
yards to windward—this being gained while the
Comstitution was eating up the time two minutes
before her official start. Rhodes here sent his boat
broad off, to get clear of damaging influence to |
windward, and Barr gave a better full to hold his |
advantage. This went on for over sixteen minutes,
when Constitution tacked to get clear. Barr went
about also, but not being quite to windward of the
leeward boat he bore away a little to get better
Jegs on to pull out. The wind had now haule d two
points and was steady out of the southwest, blow-
ing at time about ten miles an hour. The
Constitution was heading well up, lying due west.
When Barr got exactly to windward of the Con-
stitution he began, apparently almost for the first
time, to let his boat go up to windward all she
could. The Columbia here pulled out a good lead,
and at 28 she went to the starboard tack and left

the Constitution, as if to. show what the latter
boat could do when left alone. Rhodes followed
to the starboard tack a minute later, but Barr

came back to the port tack and crossed the Con-
stitution’s bows. later he tac to
cross her bows again.

CONSTITUTION TRIES TO DODGE COLUMBIA.

This time the Constitution went about to avoid
the split. They met opposite tacks at
2:09:30, but Rhodes dodged as Barr was
committed to the starboard tack. Three minutes
later they converged again, but Rhodes got away
without damage to his wind. At 2:14 o'clock Barr
stood away south to find the mark, as most of the
beating had been to westward, and the two point
shift of the wind made it possible that the fifteen
mile outer mark would be picked up on a long
starboard tack to the south The Constitution
waited to get well to windward of his course, and
followed south a minute and a half later. There
was no knowing whether Barr might not find the
mark on his present course, and the Constitution
could not afford to overstand. As she foll
Columbia the Constitution was a good half-mile
more in her wake, and even the most sanguine
her friends began to lose hope, if they had not lost
it altogether. There were peculiar things happen-
ing in this beat to the outer mark. After giving
up a windward position twice the Columbia started
on almost even terms again at the end of the first |
tack, and increased her lead all the way till after ‘
2:30 o'clock. By this time the locality of the outer |

CONSTITUTION GAINS AT OUTER MARK

It may have been because the wind fell lighter
here to about six or seven miles an hour, or it may
have been that there was some difference in the
luck in the finding of slants, but the outcome of
the many short tacks was that the Constitution’s
relative position was found to be much improved
when the boats neared the outer mark. So much
improved, in fact, that instead of being over half a
mile astern she turned the outer mark only forty
seconds behind. As to this, Mr. Duncan said after
the race that he attributed the gain altogether to
the question of sails. The mainsail carried yester- !

The Constitution was now nearly beam on to the
wind, wiith the whole welght of it in thé ballon
safl, and suddenly the whole thing ripped from
stem to gudgeon, and the front acre of lght
canvas was torn into ribbons. It tore right across
the middle, and soon the lower half got clear of the
bolt ropes, and drifted aft along the lee sid

COLUMBIA WINS BY SUPERB HANDLING.

The fact.remains that Barr gave away anything
he gained by the first manceuvring, and that when
the other boat had a chance to win she got crushed
out by superior and superb handling. Barr was
seen on the tender Park City for The Tribune, and

was told that the Constitution people thought he
had infringed the rules of the start. Barr said:
“Then let the Constitution people file a regular
protest with the committee, and let them see where
they wiil fetch up. I did not infringe the rules.
The Constitution could have passed out astern of
the Columbia, and there was no necessity for her
turning back and gybing. I am always ready to
stand for what I do, and I would prefer a protest
to be put in."

As there was no prize to be declided, it was sald
for the Constitution, while the arguments for that
boat were given in full to the newspaper men, that
no formal protest would be filed, so the hardest
fought and most exciting race of the season goes
to the Columbia, scoring the fifth consecutive vic-
tory for the older boat since she left the Larch-
mont racing, one of these races belng not quite
completed.
