WOULD DEPORT ALL ANARCHISTS.

SUGGESTION THAT THP:T HAVE AN ISLAND

TO THEMSELVES.

To the Editor of The Tribune.
Sir: Just so long as we have the anarchist

among its. just so long we ar» In danger of tho
knife, the bullet or the lx,mb of the assassin.

The safety of all rulers and society throughout

the world demands: sorr.e action on which all can
unite to rid the world of this curse. The V»e*t
way. !n my Judgment, is that immediate steps I¦¦

taken to make a treaty with all countries and se-
cure some uninhabited island, either In tlie Atlan-

tic or the Pacific Ocean, or elsewhere, to which this
class of people may be transported. In doing this
let us not forget that it should be done humanely.

At the place where they may he sent ere.-t tor
them one story buildings to protect them from the
elements, supply them with regular r.itl^rs of
r°rk. flour and salt beef, and permit them to get

whatever other luxury the island might produce
through their own industry, bat under no circum-
stances allow them any communication with
the outside world. To prevent this a few gunboats
patrolling the waters around the island would
guard against any interference with this very se-
lect colony.

Left to themselves they would naturally desire
fome sort of government, which, organized under
their own auspices, would in time wipe out the
breed: for, if consistent in the idea so often ex-
pressed by them to de-troy all rulers, they would,
as soon as they had selected one for the ruler
over their organization, cut on* his hen<l. s-elect
another, perform the same operation for him, and
so on until the tribe became exterminated.

All States have laws offering so much a head for
wild beasts that are destructive of domestic a'li-
mals or harmful to the human race. This sarr.f?
law. !n the minds of the majority, would apply to
the anarchists, who are ts bloodthirsty as th-
wild beasts referred to; yet civilization will not
permit us to deal with them In that way. therefore
the necessity of putting th»-m In some place where
society will be relieved of their terrible presence.
and they will be able to indulge in license, which
this class of people call liherty.

TAMMANY*DEPARTMENTS, HEADED BY

XAGLE, ASK FOR INCREASE OF
$12,000,000 OVER LAST YEAR.

District Attorney Philbin has submitted to the
Board of Estimate and Apportionment his estimate
for the amount necessary for his department in the
budget for the year 1902.

lie points out particularly that his estimate is
about $40,C00 less than last year, and ho adds:
"Ifeel justified in saying that the public business
can be conducted efficiently with smaller disburse-
ments for salaries." He says further along In his
estimate thru, notwithstanding the several reduc-
tions In the list of assistants!, it has in no way

«»mbarrap«eii the work of the office.
Mr.Phllbln, while laying stress on the fact that

the estimate Is reduced from last year, take? pains
to show the Mayor that he has accomplished much
more than did the office under former District At-
torney Gardiner. In corroboration of this, he says
that from January 1 to August 1of this year 3.368
cates were disposed of. against 2.975 in the same
time last year, and that this was done with a re-
duced staff. The District Attorney says:

•'While the department has had to give attention
to an unusual number of case? affecting its munici-
pality, and of great public Importance, requiring at
all these exclusive attentions of one or more mem-
bers of the staff, yet the reduced force has been
able to keep pace with a volume of criminal busi-
ness greater, as Iam Informed, than that disposed
of In any previous year."

"The City Record" yesterday published the es-
timates given by the heads of other city depart-

ments for the buOget for 1902. Those estimates
¦were given to the Municipal Assembly on last
Tuesday, but were not made public at that time.

Commissioner Kearny of the Department of Pub-
lic Buildings. Lighting and Suppiit-b. afks for $410.-
853 5.; for 1902, against $332,569 for 1001. an increase
of $18,284 ZZ. This increase is la spite of the de-
crease of $7,500 in his own salary, which office is
merged into one of the new offices under the new
charter. The main item of Increase asked for Is
J5.0C0 for overtime and extra help, which, the Com-
missioner says, is "necessary to meet the expenses
of work, such as repairs to stem nnd electric
plants, machinery, etc., which may have to be
done on Sundays and holidays and at night." The
other Increases are for the promotion of engineers
In the different city buildings. He wunta their
salaries raised from $1,000 to $1,277 50. As there are
six of them, the increase is $I.CCS.

The estimates of fire Commissioner Scannell
show an increase of $33iU03, most of which is for
raises In salary, with about one-third for expenses.

Commissioner Keller of the Department of Public
Charities asks for an Increase of $J71,225 9<J. 'Ihe
largest item is for supplies, for which an increase
of $136,531 96 is asked.

In the Department of Correction Commissioner
Lantry asks for {305,000, as against $271,000 for 1901.
of which only $235,000 was allowed.

The Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children asks for an appropriation of $50.u00 for
UK, where $30,000 was asked in 19>)1. The reason
given is that the work of the society has greatly
increase].

The Justices of the Court of Special Sessions ask
for the same amount as last year, J7">«>. This in-
cludes all salaries and a contingent fund of $1,500.

Commissioner John L. Shea, of the Department
of Bri4ses, his evidently been alarmed by the re-
cent break on the Brooklyn Bridge. aj» his laru^st
increase asked for is MT.Zlfl for the maintenance and
repairs of bridge*.

The largest amount asked by any one department
outside of the Police Is that of the Street Clean-
Ing Department, which asks for 16,784,901 25. This
shows an Increase of the enormous sum of $/49.254 2%
over the appropriation for last year The Increases
asked for In the respective boroughs are as follows:

oil. Two barrels exploded, but the rent of th«
oil and the engines were taken out safely. No
one was hurt.

The fire was started by a piece of burning:
waste kicked against the tank In the oil shed,
which stands against the roundhouse, by a yard
employe. The timber covering the tank taught
fire, and spatterings of oil on the roundhouse
llared up. setting fire to the roof, which had
timber rafters.

There were three hundred employes in the
yard at the time, and when they heard an en-
gine's whistle tooting the danger signal, they
formed themselves in a brigade and got out

hose lines, and had several streams of water on
the blaze in a few minutes. These were not
effectual, and when firemen called by a police-
man arrived there was a big blaze. A second
and a third alarm were se-nt in. and a large
force of engines and ho6e carts were soon on
hand.

Two of the barrels of oil in the roundhouse
exploded with loud reports, but by this time the
employes were at work rolling the barrels out

and engineers were getting the locomotives
out. They get all the oil and the locomotives
out at another end of the roundhouse away from
the fire, and, as the building is chiefly of iron,

the fire was soon extinguished. Chief Short
said there was no need of a second or third
alarm.

The oil shed was destroyed, and the roof and
sides of the roundhouse partly damaged, but
not seriously. Traffic on the Harlem division
and on the New-York. New-Haven and Hart-
ford Railroad was delayed for about an hour
by the fire. Local trains suffered. A couple of

firemen fell into the locomotive pumping pit In
the roundhouse, while at work, but were unin-
jured.
