A NEW STIMULUS FOR AMERICANS TO

TAKE IT UP AGAIN.

Th« losi of the Palm* trophy to the Canadians
and the defeat of the American team by the Irish
riflemen promise to brln« about a revival of long
distance target shooting; In thle country. Several
lessons were taught at the recent match on the Sea
Girt range, and the America* marksmen, are con-
vinced that with careful training for future
matches they can regain the lost laurels,.

When the Irish challenged the Americana to a
long range target contest In 1874 there 'was not a
long range rifle In the country, to say nothing of
men who knew how to shoot them. An enterprising
firm guaranteed to' turn out satisfactory rifles, and
the challenge was accepted. There was a deal of
careful practice before the match. The American
marksmen caught the spirit of the sport and man-
aged to develop a team which defeated the Irish
visitors. For a ;few years there were annual
matches, and the wearers of the shamrock con-
tinued to be beaten at their own game. Finally
they tired of continued failures and no additional
matches could be arranged.

Long range rifle shooting speedily became a back
number. The manufacturers of arms did not keep
up their experiments, and the riflemen sought other
sport. Then came the proposal for a long range
match this year. The conditions were the same as
in1874. No one knew how to shoot, and there were
no improved guns answering to the new conditions.
A gun under 2\1^ calibre was required for all dis-
tances, while the American guns for 800 and 1,000
yards were usually .45 calibre. High pressure guns

were furnisned by the government, however, and
the riflemen again began a hurried preparation.
They had to contend with ammunition which was
not accurate, and it is a wonder that they made
as good a showing as they did against the well
practised visitors.

Just how unprepared the Americans were Is well
tali by Frank Hyde, who said yesterday to a
Tribune reporter:

Three weeks before the match Iwas invited by
General Spencer to come down and give the marks-
men the benefit of my experience. 1 then had no
thought of entering the match. Ifound four or
five men trying to "rind" an 800-yard target with
the rifles then available. From fifteen to twenty
shots wtre fired by each man before the target was
hit at all. This was not an encouraging outlook
for meeting the veterans from across the water,
who had been In constant practice all the way t ->y.n

liveto forty years.
With the exception of Ifew shots two years afro

Ihad not taken a rifle in hand for twenty years.
1 made a few shots with the government ammuni-
tion, and saw at once that it was not reliable
enough for good shooting at long range, but it was
too late to change. The match was lost for want
of team practice. The new guns came only a week
before the match, and the team was not definitely
settled upon until one hour before the shooting
began. Only two or three of us had ever shot in a
similar contest. We shall begin operations at once
looking to bring the cup home next year.

Makers of high class arms are confident that
they can turn out as good a high pressure gun for
long range targets as the 2".G calibre Mannllchers
used by the Irish team. They willnot guarantee to

Co It.however, on a few weeks' notice.
"American manufacturers of firearms are not fall-

Ing behind their foreign rivals." said one of the
large Broadway dealers yesterday. "We can make
as good rifles and powder as ever, and that means
that better can be made nowhere else. I>ong dis-
tance target shooting has not been practised in this
country for many years, and there has been no de-
mand for gun.* for that purpose. Now that a re-
vival of the sport l.« assured the makers will rise to
the occasion and develop a superior gun and ami-
munition that is absolutely accurate."

FIGHTING A BWOKDFIBB.

John McKenny, a sailor on the schooner Edna
Perry, which arrived in Boston recently, fought
a terrible duel with a swordflsh and several
sharks off the Georges Banks a few days ago
and came within an ace of being killed.

The schooner came in yesterday with seventy-
eight monster swordflsh aboard, some of which
weighed more than six hundred pounds. The
catch for a three weeks' trip was valued at
more than $2,000. which is said to be the rec-
ord catch for a year in which swordflsh have
not been plenty.

The battle between McKenny and the mon-
tters of the deep lasted for an hour, during
which time he was kept busy protecting him-
self from being thrown into the water among
several man eating sharks and an infuriated
and wounded swordfish.

As it was, the swordflsh put its sword through
his boat within three inches of -Kenny's feet,
and Inthe struggle, before Its sword was broken
off, came very near upsetting the boat and
casting McKenny among the sharks who came
to feed upon the carcass of the dying fish.

The sword remains in the dory as a plug for
the hole it made, having been sawed off inside
and out. and left there to save making otherrepairs.

McKenny tells his story to "The Post" as
follows:

1 We had been out about a week on the banks
Iwas sent out in a dory after fish. 1 was
armed with lances and a harpoon, and was hav-ing good' luck, when a big one that weighed
four hundred pounds got after me.

¦I wounded it with a lance. Then it becameinsane and started to attack. Itried to defendmyself, and was getting along pretty well whenit shot itself against the dory, and its swordcame through within three inches of my foot
"Isprang for my lance as quickly as possible

and, before the struggling fish could overturnme, Ihad cut its sword off and left it to bleedto death.
"Then the sharks, seeing the blood and scent-ing food, came around, and they and myself be-gan a fight for the possession of the carcass. It
