TAYLOR AND LAWSON BEATEN IN

MATCH RACK AT VAILSBURG—

SCHLEE WINS NEW-JERSEY

CHAMPIONSHIP.
While one of the best racing programme* of the

year was run off at the Vallsburg track yesterday

and the attendance was large the onlookers did not

display their wonted enthusiasm, and looked on for

the most part In silence. About five thousand
spectators were present, and while the Interest,

especially In the match race between Kramer. Tay-

lor and Lawson was keen, there was little ap-

plause. This was particularly noticeable, because
Kramer, who regards Vallsburg as his home track,

won the race.
• The match race between the three circuit leaders

was expected to furnish one of the best contests

of the year, and the promoters were not disap-

pointed. The contests were at one mile. William

Coburn and Housman acting as pacemakers. Each
pacemaker carried the competitors a third of the

distance. At the start In the first heat Kramer

was the first to catch tho pace, with the "Major"

second and Lawson last. Midway on the na<-k-

stretch of the last lap Kramer went ahead of the
pacemaker and started his sprint for the tape.

Taylor pulled out to one side, and I^awnon .lid
likewise, and the race to the finish was thrilling.

Knterlng the stretch Kramer seemed to force Tay-

lor up the track, also interfering slightly with Law-
son. It was a desperate struggle for the tape.

Kramer winningby the umallest margin, estimated
by the Judges at three Inch.-s.
