FOR THIS CLASS OF GOODS

STEADILY INCREASES.

Washington. Sept. 22 (Special).— lmports of tropi-

cal and BUb-troplcal products into the United
States continue to increase, according to figures

Just prepared Viy the Treasury Bureau of flta-
CstlcF. The demand of the temperate zones upon

the tropics for articles of dailyuse ac foodstuffs or
for use in manufacturing j*eems to increase with
c:.- h year, and with the increase of facilities for
intrrcliange between the tropics and the temperate
zones. Coffee, sugar. Indlarubber, fibers, tobacco,
fruits and nuts, gums, cotton, spices, cabinet
w<»od«, indißO, cork, dye woods, sponKe.«, barks for
he manufaoturi. of quinine, and numerous other

articles from the tropics now form a large pro-
portion of • the exports of the United St.ittu. and
despite the reduction In prices In many cases the
total values are eteadUjr Increasing. Add to this |
the nub-tropical products such as unmanufactured
silk, tea. rice and other articles of this class and
the grand total aggregates rnor>- than $1,000,000 for
each business day. In imports of a character which
are not at present produced in th» United States
in sufficient quantities to meet the requirements
of our population. Of sugar and c>ffe,> the I'niicd
States Is the largest consumer in th» world, and
In many other of the tropical products, such as
unmanufactured silk. Indiarubtier. fruits and nut*
and spices, this Is among the largest Importing na-
tions. In coffee, owing tO th<- reduction In price.
the figures of 1901 are not as large as those of
some earlier years, notably l«»4 and UK, though
the quantity Imported exceeds thai of earlieryears, with possibly one or two exceptions.

How much of this class of Importations may lie
in the future supplied by the tropical territory
which has recently com-> under the control of the
United States is a matter for future development;
but it is at leapt Interesting to know that nearly
one-half of the importations of tlv present time,
are tropical and sub-tropical in ehnracter. and that
n^.iriy all are of a class produced In greater or less
extent in. those islands or territory adjacent to
them.

THE A-NTI-SEYMOUR LEADERS DOING

ALL THEY CAN TO HARASS

THE SUPPORTERS OF

THE MAYOR.

The Democratic fight in Essex County Is between
.the organization, controlled by ex-Senator Smith
through the County Committee, and an indefinite
number of Democratic voters. The Issue is the
candidacy of Mayor Seymour of Newark for the
Democratic Governorship nomination. The organ-

ization Is opposed to Seymour, and will stop at
nothing to defeat him. Colonel E. L. Price, for-
merly chairman of the county and State commit-
tees, is leader of the Seyraour forces. All the elec-
tion officers favorable to Seymour have been re-
moved by Chairman Nugent of the County Com-

|;mlttee. The Seymour men have a general organ-' '
lzatlon. and will have committees at all the pri-
maries to watch the vote. Seymour tickets will be
run inall the precincts, and where irregularities are
shown protects and contesting delegations will be
s«»nt to the State convention.

The date for the primaries Is always fixed by the
full County Committee, but at a private meeting
the discretion was given to a special committee, and
no date has yet been set. Tills delay has caused
wide comment and excited suspicion. One Im-
portant duty Is the selection of the polling places
for the primaries. This work has been done pri-
|vately, and the date for the primaries and the loca-
tion of the pollingplaces willbe announced to-day.
There is reason to believe that places have been
fixed upon In many <ases that are of a character to
repel respectable voters.

In an address Issued by the Seymour Demo-ratlc
League on Saturday the actions of County Chair-
man Nugent are. excoriated. It is asked why the
date for the primaries and the selection of the poll-
Ing placs were cive:i to a committee specially
selected because of the hostility of Its members to
Seymour. instead of having the whole «'jty Com-
mittee perform this duty The party voters are left
In doubt also whether the primaries to be called are
to elect delegates only for the State convention or
for all the conventions. "The belief is current."
*ays the league ad-lr^s*-, 'that many of the pri-
maries will be held in places totally unfit for the
sam"*, and conducted inan unfair an<J undemocratic
manner." Attention is called to the law in regard
to primaries, and voters are advised Ifany fraud Is
attempted to cause the immecil.it. arrest of the
guilty parties rind at once report to the headquar-
ters of the league.

Ex-Benator Smith, w'ro \s Incommand of the anti-
Seyraour forces in Essex, has kept Colonel E. T,.
Price, the Seymour leader, guessing. rp to the
present his movements arc veiled in mystery. The
call for the primaries willunmask his first principal
battery. He lias efTerr.d one rfISJoH already. The
confidence of the Seymour men has been consider-
nhly abated, and they now express do-jbt where for-
merly they were cocksure. A week ngo they were
aggressive and now they are on the defensive.
Some Important desertions from the S'-ymour causeasa also privately reported, and Colonel Price fee's
insecure Intbe loyalty of others. The active propa-
ganda carried on by the lieutenants of Smith has
had Its effect. As soon as the primary date \v an-

.nounced the battle willbe in the open, and willbe
increased in bitterness until the primaries are held.

Mayor Beymour and Colonel Price have taken
steps to prevent the police from being; ufed against
them, and officers will receive instructions topromptly arrest men on .-omplalnte of fraud or for'any legal act at the polls. At every pollingpre-
cinct organised watchers willbe Mationed and tal-
lies kept for Seymour. With the fe«iinjs aroused
collisions are bound tocome, and fights all over the
city are expected, with likewise the wrecking of bal-
lot boxes. There will be atmerous <?hell«ng*e of
voters. Colonel Price has. ItIs Mid,secured & copy
of the Republican lists of voter*, and i:willbe. use<i
to exclude Republican voters from participating In
the primaries.
