Such work as
Tammany itself has done in the projection and
completion of schools has merely been the fol-
lowing out of the policy inaugurated under
Mayor Strong. Tammany neglected the schools
under Grant and Gilroy. It was stimulated to
some action by the progress under Mayor
Strong, but the credit for initiative does not .be-
long to it, nor, indeed, the credit for much of
the accomplishment seen while it has been in
power,

How little capable Tammany really is of look-
ing forward and dealing with the school prob-
lem in an intelligent manner is shown in an-
other column by an article on the increase of
school population as compared with the plans
now under way to accommodate it. Tammany
is making some halfhearted and inadequate
efforts to build new schoolhouses, and proclaims
that as a result the present lack of school sit-
tings will be supplied. It fails to note, however,
that the children will increase faster than the
schools, according to its programme, and that
by the end of next year there will be more chil-
dren than ever shut out of school. There are
now fifty-two thousand children in school only
half a day, and by the end of next year, owing
to Tammany neglect, there will be fifty-eight
thousand, and at the end of 1903, when the
schools now being planned are finished, there
will be one hundred and fourteen thousand,
taking account of the new sittings which Tam-
many promises. This is the load Mayor Van
Wyck leaves to his successor. Even Mr, Low,
push as he might, would be unable entirely to
repair the wrongs due to past neglect during
Lis term, though he conld make great improve-
wment, Another Tammany Mayor, pursuing the
present policy, would leave the children of New-
York for years to come shut out from school in
econstantly inereasing numbers,

Tammany, of course, will say that it has had

their eyes and shrink from the gaze of the
world. Cannot we get rid of a racetrack boss,
a poolroom boss, a red light boss? This is no
time for soft words. Within a few weeks the
fate of this city is to be settled at the polls, and
all of us will know whether the forces of evil
or the men of honesty, of clean hands and clean
minds are to have the upper hand. Why hide
the truth or shrink from the direct issue? Every
intelligent New-Yorker in every borough should
have the question set nakedly before him. This
is a deadly fight—wrong on one side, right on
the other. Tammany misrule in local affairs is
harmful from top to bottom, from side to side
and through and through. A vote for Tam-
many will be a vote for sin. A vote against
Tammany will be a vote for better things in
this big town.

VICTIMS OF LOOTING.

The fruit dealers in our streets have been de-
spoiled so ruthlessly by predatory members of
the police force that many of them are inclined
to look upon the wearers of the blue and brass
as licensed brigands, privileged to persecute
and plunder the peripatetic venders, who de-
spair of obtaining redress in any quarter. And
now the petty merchants of the curb, some of
whom still talk in modern Greek of the glories
of Marathon and Salamis and Thermopyle,
complain bitterly that the charioteers and the
conductors of the nimble and elusive trolley
are somewhat too prone to the snatching of
pears and peaches and plums from the wagons
of the vicinage as they rush by at a disconcert-
ing speed.

Verily, the lot of the lowly dealer of the push-
cart is not free from trouble. Buffeted from
pillar to post, fleeced and pillaged by street
urchins, by guardians of the peace, and by the

wearers of uniform on swiftly disappearing

ominous of national decay—as doubtless in some
cases it wonld be—and many a pessimistie
homily was read upon the subject. Now comes
a similar showing in the latest German census,
upon which, doubtless, similar comments will be
made, and between which and our own depress-
ing comparisons will be drawn.

There is unquestionably a certain similarity
between the two. In both countries, it is true,
the populaten is being more and more massed
in amd about large cities. In both there has
heen of late a vast increase of manufacturing
productiveness. Both nations have in recent
vears materially altered their characters, and
have become greater industrial and commercial
powers than ever before. So far the parallel
holds good. But at this point it ceases. For it
is conceded that Germany's increase in urban
population is connected with a serious decline
in agriculture, which has driven people from
the farms to the cities. This is proved by
facts and figures concerning agricultural work
and production, and it may in a sense be re-
garded as an ominous condition, presaging the
reduction of Germany to a state of dependence
upon other lands for food.

No such condition exists in the United States,
however, either as cause or effect. There is
here no decline of agrieulture. On the contrary,
rural industry and its products show a steady
and healthful growth. If manufactures and
commerce have gained upon agriculture, it is
not that the latter has declined, but that the
former have grown more rapidiy. In spite of
the alleged *flocking from the farms to the
cities,” the farms are each year becoming more
profitable and more productive, Agriculture is
still by far the greatest of our industries,
greater than all others put together. For every
“abandoned farm” in one State there are tweo
new ones in another. If the number of persons
engaged in agrtculture seems to be proportion-
