
SEAS KILLA SAILOR ON THE CAMPANIA j

-NJBGBO BISHOPS SAY THEY WERE

WELL TREATED IN LONDON.

The logs of the Bteamers Campania and Phila-
delphia, which arrived here yesterday, show
that the North Atlantic for the last week has

been In a perfect ferment. Both reported voy-

agee full of discomfort to the passengers. With

the exception of the last day both met head
seas that washed the forward decks frequently.

There .vas so much seasickness among the pas-
sengera that few were able to appear at table
until Friday. A few of the old travellers made

a practice of dragging themselves to their places

in the diningroom and taking an agonizing bite

of something, in order to maintain their record

of never losing a meal, but their faces wore
depressed expressions.

On Tuesday morning a boatswain's mate on

the Campania. George Davie«. of Liverpool,

while standing on the shade deck was struck
by a wave and dashed against the deck flt-
tinps with such force that he died In five

minutes. A subscription taken up by the pas-
sengers for the benefit of his widow and child
resulted in a fund of $1,125. The concert netted
nn additional sum of $.?«."•. Davies was buried

at sea the day of his death.
11. M. Dowsett, the operator of the wireless

telegraph apparatus, very nearly suffered a
similar fate to that of Davies. He was passing

In front of the officers' quarters near the open

where Dnvies was killed, when a sea came
aboard. Fortunately it broke- high UP. and Mr.
Dowsett escaped with a drenching and a severe
shaking up. The room in which his apparatus

was located near the bridge was flooded, and it

was necessary to bail the water out.
The Campania was detained at Quarantine

five hours, as a case of varloloid had been dis-
covered in the steerage on Friday. The sick

man was Edward Strang. a Swede, twenty-six

years old. The ninety-nine passengers in his

compartment were taken to Hoffman Island for
observation. Strang was able to walk off the
vessel without assistance at Quarantine.

The value of the wireless telegraph at sea
was demonstrated when the Campania and the
Lucania passed one another in mldocean. They

wore able to communicate with each other for
a hundred miles. Kach signalled the other
ftbout the sighting of icebergs before they sight-
ed each other, and when they were thirty-five

miles apart.
on the Campania were live of the bishops of

the African Methodist Episcopal church, who
had been attending the Methodist Ecumenical
Conference In London. They were Bishops I.
w. Arnetl and B. P. Lee. of Wilberforce. Ohio:

A NATAL ALTERXATIVE FOR SPAIX.

RETOLUTIOy IX HAYTI.

The "Patrle," of Paris, on Thursday last. said
that a dispute had broken out between Great
Britain and Turkey; that three British war vessels
had been ordered to the Persian Gulf to suppress
revolts at Kowcyt, the proposed terminus of tho
Bagdad Railroad, and that Russia, Germany and
France had agreed to support Turkey, which had
dispatched a strong body of troops with Instruc-
tions to oppose the landing of the British. In-
quiries made in official quarters In Paris elicited an
emphatic denial that there was any such agree-
ment between Russia, Germany and France. "The
Times," of London, on September 12, said:

Ithas been for many years past the policy of the
Indian Government, in concurrence with the Im-
perial government, to maintain the status quo in
the Persian Gulf, and a virtual Independence of the
Sheikh of Koweyt has been regarded as an im-
portant element t< ward the maintenance of that
Status quo. The Porte cannot fail to have been
aware of the nttitude which this country lias con-
sistently adopted in such matter?, but It neverthe-
less decided to bring material pressure to bear
upon the Sheikh of Kowvyt.and, in pursuance of
instructions from the Sultan, the Ottoman Gov-
ernor of Besra. (or Bassorah), proceeded to
Koweyt, with troops, in the corvette Sehab. But. on
arrival, a British gunboat was found anchored in
»h<> port, and in consequence of a categorical in-
timation received from its commander, the Turkish
representative returned to Basra without attempt-
ing to carry out his mission. The Ottoman Am-
bassador In I/ondon has drawn the attention of
the Foreign Office to the Incident, and declared
the action of the commander of the British vessel
to he Incompatible with the friendly relations ex-
isting between this country and the Porte. The
latest advices from the gulf received in India, when
the Inst mall left, showed that, since the Incident
secured, a British gunboat has been constantly nt
or in the vicinity of Koweyt. and Colonel Kemball,
the British Resident St Bushire, has paid several
visits to that place, accompanied by Mr. Qaskin,
our vice-consul at Bahrein.

Further developments are certain to be watched
in !ndin with great Interest. Koweyt Is a point of
special International importance, ax it in believed
that Germany proposes to make it the terminus of
the trunk line from Constantinople to the Per-
sian Gulf, which is being built with German cap-
ital. Any hesitation on th« part, of the imperial
government to uphold the status quo in the Per-
sian Gulf, even should it turn out in this case
that the action of the Porte was prompted and
supported by a great Continental power, would bo
viewed In India with the utmost concern.

Central Arabia. last winter, was the theatre of
severe fighting between the Sheikh Mubarkh of
Koweyt and the Emir of Nejd. With the helD of
neighboring tribes the Emir of Nejd overthrew tho
Sheikh's army, But the Emir's former allies, re-
garding the rewards received for their helr> as
Inadequate, recently made a combined raid on the
outlying districts of Nejd and carried off con-
siderable loot in live stock anil produce, and It is
believed in India thai these former allies of th*
Emir of Nejd would array themselves on the side
of the Sheikh of Koweyt in the event of a renewal
of hostilities. It was added that the Sheikh of
Koweyt, who If an Independent ruler had memo-
rialized the British authorities In the Gulf for ef-
fective protection against probable aggressive ac-
tion on the part of the. Porte, which from time to
time geeks to enforce Its nominal authority In
those regions by a show of force.

•"The. New- York Times" yesterday printed a dis-
patch of 'The lyindon Times" from Bombay, say-
ing that the Turks have again attempted to land
troops at Koweyt, but were prevented from so
doing by the British cruiser Perseus, which cleared
decks for action and played her searchlight on the
Turkish vessel all night, with the result that the
latter, acting on th« advice of the commander of
the Perseus, left the port of Koweyt and went to
Fao. In the mean time, it was added, the Turk-
ish troops wen massing at Basra.

SUPPOSED TO HAVE JUMPED FROM AN EX-

PRESS TRAIN AT HARRISON.

Crying out In her delirium. "11l be late: please
stop th«> train!" Mary Cummlnns. a young woman
Of Harrlson-on-the-Sound, who was found on the
New-Haven Railroad tracks badly Injured, was
taken to the Manhattan Hospital for treatment yes-
terday. Miss Cummlngs was found unconscious on
the eastbound track at Harrison by the engineer
of a freight train, who stopped Ms engine within
a few feet of her at 1:45 o'clock yesterday morning

She was carried to a drug store, where a doctor
upon making an examination discovered that her
right leg and arm were broken and that' her skull
was fractured. Although she was brought back to
consciousness, she Immediately became delirious
and raved about the train not stopping for her.

"I'll be late, plcnse stop the train," she
moaned. "I want to get off."

It Is believed that Miss Cummln^s boarded an ex-
press train at New-York, thinking It would stop
at Harrison, and that when she discovered it run-
ning rapidly by her station she leaped- off without
the trainrmn noticing her. Miss Cummlngs resided
with Mr. aid Mrs. Fred Ahrendon In the Boston
Post Kniii. How she escaped being run over by
other trains Is a mystery. \

COMMENT ON THE PRESIDENT'S LETTER TO PRO-

FESPOR MUBNfcTEItBERG.

Berlin, Sept. 2S.— The newspapers here make fa-
vorable comment on President Roosevelt's letter to

Professor Hugo Muensterberg, professor of experi-
mental psychology nt Harvard University. in which
the President says he has at heart that the warm-
est friendship should exist between Germany and
the United States. The "Tageblatt" adds:

We hope that this Is President Roosevelt's con-
viction and no conventional phrase. a sensible
American policy has no reason to antagonize Ger-
many.

The "National Zf-ltunK" says:
President Roosevelt knows Germany, and has

learned to esteem It by personal studies. His in-
dorsement of the reciprocity treaties will bring
both countries nearer to each other economically
and Increase their common Interests. In wishing
to maintain the friendship and guarantee -.ho peace-
ful development and national work of both nations
the President of the great republic will meet with
the earnest co-operation of the German people ami
government.

IN BATTLE OF MANILA BAY IN' HER

FOUR TEARS' ABSENCE-MAKING

ALASKA SURVKY3.

!lIT TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.1
San Francisco, Sept. 28.—The gunboat Con-

cord arrived from Alaska to-day after an ab-
sence of four years, having sailed from this port

for the Asiatic Station in May, 1597. The ves-
sel, rated as a third rate cruiser of 1.700 tons,

was next to the rear In Dewey's line in the
battle of Manila Bay, and gave a good account

of herself, a notable incident of her service be-
ing the destruction of th>-> Spanish transport
Isla de Mindanao immediately after the fight.

At that time Commander Asa Walker, now in
the East, waa in command, but for some time
past Commander G. Blocklinger has been rank-
ing officer on the cruiser.

After being in service in Manila Bay and
along the coasts of the archipelago until last
February, the Concord went to Hong Kong and
Amoy, and, after calling at Yokohama, sailed
to Alaska. In July the ciulsci unexpectedly

arrived at Seattle. Captain Knots having been
taken ill, and the command of the vessel de-
volving upon Lieutenant-Commander Henry
Minett. The present commander was sent out

from the- Kast, and returned to Alaska with the
Concord, sailing from Seattle on August 3.

After touching at Dutch Harbor, the cruiser
went to the westward and made a survey of Ky-

ska Bay. on the island of th" same name, about
five hundred miles from Dutch Harbor, later
surveying the Bay of Waterfalls, on Adakh Isl-
and, to determine their relative merits as sites
for the proposed coalins station. Iiis probable
Kyska Bay will be selected. ItIs a protected
harbor, though rather difficult of access, but
plenty of fresh water abounds, as well aa an
abundance of game, and the island is covered
with crass.

At Kyska the Concords men were astonished
to find great schools of the finest food tish, in-
cludins salmon, halibut, flounder, cod and hake.
Lieutenant Stlcht. with twenty men, using nets
and hook and line, caught '.'.,VU> of these fish in
on» day, some of the salmon weighing fourteen
pounds. The officers and crew also enjoyed fre-
quent messes of the toothsome ptarmigan. At
the Hay of Waterfalls. name,] from a series ofj small cascades, the men also found good fishing,
catching r>(K> salmon trout, many of five pounds"
weight, in a few hours. The anchorage is poor

j at the Bay of Waterfalls, but the harbor is
easy of access.
