
MERCHANTS' ASSOCIATION TO APPEAL

FROM MURPHY TO THE PEOPLE.

Th» Merchants' Association of New-York.
finding that Commissioner Murphy will pay no
attention to the charges that body has preferred

r.fralnst Deputy Corr.mis?!or.*»r Devery. has *•
cided to appeal to the people to see whether or
not through that channel the removal of P<?v-
ery cannot be accomplished. A circular letter
has been prepared, and is being mailed to 1.400
business houses in this city, urging that both
employers and employee co-operate with the
association and create such a wave of public
opinion that Murphy will be forced hi remove
Devery. Public meetings by the different bodies
of merchants* organizations are called for. at

which petitions may be prepared which may be
circulated for signatures.

The idea that not only Murphy, but Tammany

Hall as well, is behind Devery. and that the
difficulty of forcing him from the place he now
occupies as dictator of the police force. is the
real instigation of the letter. It ts argued that
ifCroker finds before election that a large pro-
portion of the voters are opposed to Devery he
willbe obliged to tell Murphy to remove him or
make certain of defeat for Tammany at the
polls. The circular letter fellows In part:

To the Commercial. Financial and Professional
Interests, and to the Employes in Greater New-
York:

The Merchants' Association from past experience
is convinced that the scandalous condition of th*
Police Department Is working an injury to every
Interest In the city, down to the newsboy on the
streets. The conduct and the utterances of the
Deputy Chief, who controls the department, as set
forth in the charges filed >wttn Commissioner
Murphy by the Merchants' Association of New-
York, disgrace the city and reflect upon every
citizen. The recent exposures of police corruption
and the protection of vice by police officials nave
made a hideous blot upon our city. That the rank
and file of the department are honest and want
to do their duty Is almost certain.

Personal interviews have been had with a large-
number of officers, who admit that they do not do
their duty because intimidated by dread of pun-
ishment by the higher authorities, their com-
manders an others, who make money by per-
mitting crime.
It should not be overlooked lhat the temptations

that come from the open license and er.eouraite-
ment of vice, and the "premium put upon it by our
police officials, increase the number of our young
men and women who are led astray.

We earnestly ask the support of all who are
Interested in good government, especially the em-
ployers of many voting men. and- those among
the employed who are trying to bring up respect-
able families; for it Is the young who are the
greatest sufferers through those evils which the
Police Department allows to exist.

No decent citizen can read the charges made by
this association against the real head of the Po-
lice Department without shame and disgust. If
our eltizeni will awake to the duty of enforcing
decency in public officers, the Police Department
can be purified and made the pride of New-York.

THE TRANSPORTATION TRADE 3COUNCIL

THREATENS TO CALL OUT TWENTY

THOUSAND MEN.

Boston. Sept. Unless the New-York and Bos-

ton Dispatch and Earle & Prew express companies

grant the concessions asked by their striking em-
ployes before Wednesday morning, all union men
connected with transportation here will quit work.
This decision was made by the Boston Transporta-

tion Trades Council tote to-nlsht. The strike, the

men say. will call out twenty thousand men. and
the entire transportation business of the city will

be at a standstill.
In the basement of the South Terminal station

the companies have JIOO.OOO worth of goods that
they cannot deliver, while in the freight yards there
are more than a score of carloads yet untouched.
A great deal of the poods la perishable and Is
ruined.

But this element comprises only a little over
one-third of the committee of forty-three, which
Is controlled by single taxers.

What makes it more probable that an agree-

ment cannot be reached between these men and

the other fueionists is that they are not only

determined to have a candidate for Borough

President, if they can bring it about, who will
be an active supporter of their ideas, but, as
they distinctly told Lieutenant-Governor Wood-

ruff on Saturday night, they also demand other
Important place* on th* ticket.

g Because cf the Moasnccncnt with the confer-
rees of th*> Cltlx*C9 Union, the conferrees of the
other furJon forces, who m*t left Saturday, ad-
journed until this afternoon nt 3 o'clock. This

•was done in the hope that M. J. Flaherty and
hie colleagues might be persuaded tc accept the

conclusions of the other fusion elements on the
subject of borough president. Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor Woodruff's attempts tc pacify them on
Saturday night seemed to have resulted In ft

THE BUTCHERS' CKXOSI ASKS C. F. C. TO AID IN-

the Sunday closing law. which recently went into
effect. The kosher butchers of this city, who
supply meat to the Orthodox Hebrews, say that
the new law Is a hardship to them becaure the
Hebrew Sabbath Is held on Saturday and all meat
to be killed kosher must be killed on torn- other
day.

IMERCHANTS' ASSOCIATION REPORT SAYS

; THE CITY LOSES THOUSANDS BT

] FRAUD AND WASTE INREG-

the aiuonnt actually nccoanted for to the
city of «4.1«»7.:i7_.'*

This is only one of many startling revelations
in the analysis made by Frederick B. De Berard
on the report of the Commissioners of Accounts
regarding their examination of the affairs of the

| Water Register's office which was sent to Mayor
;Van Wjrck on September 3. This analysis sub-

stantiates in a general manner the charges In
the grand Jury's presentment on the Water De-
partment, made in November, 1000. It was
submitted to D. Le Roy Dresser, president of the
Merchants* Association, published in pamphlet
form, and on Saturday last sent, together with a
letter containing r. resolution of the Board of
Directors cf the crgarlzation. to Mayor Van
Wyck

In November, 1000, the grand Jury made a
presentment charging, among other thing?, that
the revenues of the Water Department were in-
adequate, and that the administrative results
were unsatisfactory. This presentment called
for a searching investigation into the affairs of
the Water Department, and the examination de-
volved upon the Commissioners of Accounts,

who liberally applied the whitewash over the
grand jury's charges and pU.ced themselves on
record as saying that the Water Register Bu-
reau was properly conducted. Mr. De Berard's
report reveals a startling Inefficiency in the
management of the bureau, and tends to show
that th'! ifejiort of the C« mnmsicpers of Ac-
counts is not only erroneous and fallacious, but
that they suppressed essential evidence indi-
cating a general condition of fraud, waste and
enormous diversion of the proper water reve-
!iiw-s; that t!j« findings of the gistn1Jury, as set

forth In the report of the commissioners, are
garbled, and that the Commissioners of Ac-
counts did not conduct the "searching examina-
tion" demanded by the presentment of the grand
jury.

In 1886 (under the Strong administration), a
large number of Inspectors were discharged from
the Bureau of Water Register for making false
reports. Mr. De Berard says he learns on au-
thority which he deems wholly credible that
many of those Inspectors have been re-employed
by the present Water Register. He further says

there is much evidence indicating that many

premises having meters and subject to meter
charges are falsely reported by the Inspectors.

These false reports are made by removing the
property from the meter class to the regular

rate class; by falsifying the meters themselves
so that their dials shall record less than the
Quantity of water actually used, and by arbi-
trary average annual charges, the ostensible
met»r readings being wholly fictitious and arbi-
trarily adjusted to conform to the agreed
charge. Mr. De Berard «ayt he has direct per-
sonal knowle^B*rof these facts.

According to Ms report a meter was ordered
placed upon certain business premiers. The in-
spector rej>ri ¦ ited to the firm that the annual
meter charjre.3 would be from $150 to $200, and
said that for a boom of $200, and the annual
payment of $00. ail annual charge? would be
paid, and the prerr.l«eo rtported in the "regular

rate" c!as3. Had th's proposition b<?en accepted
the premises would have be^n rated on the
Water Register's books at about $20 a year,
Mr.De Berard alleges, the intpector would have
pocketed a bonus of about $40 a year, and the
city would have been defrauded of about 5140
a year, the difference between the meter charge
actually paid. $100, and the "regular rate" of
about $20.

Regarding the falsifying of meters to record
less than the quantity of water actually used,
thereby reducing the cost to the property owner
and defrauding the city. Mr. De Berard says:
"The proprietor of a prominent hotel In this
city, after experiencing the power of annoyance
possessed by Inspectors, and being compelled to
pay blackmail to avoid frequent unfounded
charges of violating the smoke ordinance, was
visited by an Inspector of the Water Depart-
ment, who had in his possession the city seal,
whereby meters are closed to prevent tampering.
The proposal was made to him by the inspector
that upon the payment of $175 he would open
the meter, falsify the register to the extent of
$3.V> by changing the reading of the dial to that
extent, and reattach the city seal after closing
the meter, thereby making detection of the
fraud impossible."

Mr. De Berard expresses a firm belief that
the city would realize yearly (if the Water
Register's office was conducted in a businesslike
way) from $2,500,000 to $3,000,000 more water

revenue than ffttt dees now. In referring to the
fixed arbitrary annual meter charges, he pre-
sents by way of explanation the following tables
collated from the records of the Water Depart-
ment:

While the numter of meters in breweries, bottlingestablishments, etc.. increased over 53 per cent the
at>parent effect of that large increase was not an
increase in the total revenue, but an actual !vs« ofone- third of tile revenue previously derived from a
much smaller number of consumers.

Thereafter the number ofmeters fluctuated greatly
during fourteen years, but the annual average con-
sumption di : not fluctuate. Itremained practically
nxed. despite the erratic charges In tr.e number
and the proportionate capacity of the member* ofthe class. This indicates either a mathematical
miracle or an arbitrary.- prearranged charge.

Mr. De Berard has many interesting things to
say about the system of bookkeeping in the
Water Register^ office* He says:

The Water Register's account* do not exhibit the
aggregate amount actually due the city andpjoperiy chargeable against "consumer*; do ntt In-sure that the actual charges to ir.dlvld:al accountsare the amounts properly chargeable: 1o no' insurethai the cash payments truly correspond with theproper amounts of the accounts cancel 1 by suchpayment*, and finally, the system jvc-riilts tnou-
sands of raid accounts m »ccurau'-ie dur;nX along period of years. burled In thouF«r.«Js"o; anclrrtledgers and subject to cancellation ar.d falsifica-
tion without danger of detection.
