SEYMOUR AND ANTI-SEYMOUR WARFARE TO BE BITTER. |

To-night the corridors and barroom of the old
Trenton I®wuse, in New-Jersey's State capital,
will be overflowing with a boisterous crowd of
excited Democrats. They will be getting their
warpaint on and tuning up their passions- so
as to be in good shape for to-morrow’s conven-
tion. All the expected participants look for a
prolonged ruction, with no end of dramatic situ-
ations and all kinds of possibilities. Left hand-
ea compliments will be flying, and if there are
any sensitive persons around their feelings may
be hurt by the adjectives brought into play.

James M. Seymour, Mayor of Newark, thinks
that he is going to be nominated as the Demo-
cratic candidate for Governor. His whilom
patron, ex-Senator James Smith, say that Mr.
Seymour has another guess, but he utilizes more
picturesque Anglo-Saxon in doing so. To beat
Seymour a varied assortment of men have been
suggested by the Smith people, but they have
mot yet brought out a real candidate. The
former Senator believes that he beat Mayor
Seymour at the Essex primaries last Friday
might, but the Mayor is apparently ignorant of
that fact. Seymour and his doughty manager,
Colonel E. L. Price, figure that the convention
mwvill unseat many Smith delegates and give their
places to loyal Seymour men.

Robert Davis, the Democratic leader of Hud-
eon County, may be able to dominate the situa-
tion and nominate whomsoever he pleases.

The question of Democratic success is too
trivial to bother about. Personal revenges, per-
sonal ambitions and a general settling of old
scores are the things that stick out obtrusively
in every discussion of politics in the Democratic
camp. Smith wants to down Seymour because
of his Ingratitude; Young and Davis think the
time opportune to remove Smith from the po-
sition of Democratic leader, and Seymour Is so
filled with the notion that the Governor’s nom-
ination belongs to him £s to be indifferent about
the results of his persistence.

Outside of Essex and Hudson counties the
Smith and anti-Smith factions—or Seymour and
anti-Seymour, just as you like—seem to be
largely favorable to the Smith side. Until to-
night, however, it is doubtful whether either side
will be able to nail down a majority of the dele-
gates, and it may require a rolleall in the con-
vention to-morrow to actually determine which
side is going to win.

In
the remaining twenty counties there is contention
and strife, more or less bitter and aggressive, ac-
cording to their delegated representation in the ap-
proaching battle to a finish at Trenton on Tues-
day, when ex-United States Senator Smith and
Ro! vis, each supplemented and aided by such
able political tacticians as James F. Nugent and
ex-Assemblyman William J. Thompson on the one
side, and Congressman Allan L.. McDermott and
E. F. C. Young on the other, will endeavor, by every
means and method known to political controversy,
to determine whether James Smith. of Newark,
£hall control the Democratic party of the State as
absolutely as he did when he was chosen United
States Senator over Leon Abbett, or shall retire,
the worst whipped and the most disastrously de-
feated Democrat that ever bhattled for party su-
premacy in New-Jersey.

HUDSON SOLID FOE SEYMOUR.

ITS DELEGATION WILL PRESENT A
UNITED FRONT FOR NEW-
ARK'S MAYOR.

The Democratic State Convention to-morrow will
be far removed from a love feast, unless present
| indications fail. The Hudson County delegation,
! led by Collector Robert Davis, has girded on f{ts
| armor and will stubbornly fight for the recogni-
| ticn which it will claim is due the banner Demo-
| eratie county. It will demand the nomination of
James M. Seymour, of Newark, for Governor. He
will be the unanimous cholce of the delegation.
His candidacy was Indorsed without a dissenting
wvote at the caucus of the delegation on Saturday
night, and spirited speeches were made showing
that Hudson is determined to be aggressive and
will not surrender until thoroughly beaten. The
prospect of defeating Franklin Murphy, the Re-
publican candidate, is not bright, and the Demo-
cratic nominee will not have the remotest chance
of election without Hudson contributes a large
plurality, llke its 11,000 for Elvin Crane.

Hudson is a peculiar county. In recent years the
Democrats have built up a formidable organiza-
tion, and almost every voter of the political faith
takes an active Interest in political affairs; in fact,
it is a community of politicians. But perfect%a.r-
mony must exist, and the nominees must be sat-
isfactory to arouse enthusiasm and get a large
majority. If Hudson is ignored in the convention
the convention’s candidate will be ignored on
| Election Day. The party leaders have scen ex-
hibitions of this insistence of the Democratic vot-
ers.

BITTER STRUGGLE IN UNION COUNTY.
UNEXPECTED FACTOR INTERVENES WHICH
SEYMOUR MEN SAY IS ONLY A
STALKING HORSE.

Elizabeth, Sept. 29 (Special).—Long and bitter
was the struggle last night in the caucus of the
Unfon County delegation to the State convention
over the candidacy of Mayor Seymour for Gover-
nor,

His opponents in Union County persuaded James

with the solid backing of the entire Plainfield dele-
gation of nine, headed by Councilman Walter Het-
fleld Martine remained in a room at the Berkeley
Hotel while the contest was raging in the caucus,
which was held at the rooms of the Democratic
Club here, and lasted nearly three hours.

Every argument was used by the Seymour leaders
to shake the stand taken by Martine's supporters,
but they were unable to do 0. There were fifty-
one out of the fifty-eight delegates present, and
when an informal ballot was taken {t resuited:
Seymour, 35; Martine, 15; blank, 1.

In addition to the Plainfleld votes, Martine re-
ceived one each from the First and Fifth wards of
Elizabeth, although these delegates had been in-
structed at the primary to vote for Seymour. Mar-
tine got also the votes of the two delegates from
the Seventh and two from the Eleventh wards of
Elizabeth, making 2 total of six from that city, to
nineteen for Seymour.

Martine did not get a vote from Rahway or any
of the townships. The absent delegates were two
from Summit and one each from New-Providence,
Roselle, Roselle Park and Clark Township. It s
claimed by the Seymour managers that he will get
all of these votes on Tuesday, except cne from

thmmlt. which will bring his strength up to forty-
0.

A motion to take a formal ballot last night made
by City Clerk Manning of Elizabeth raised a storm
of protests, and was finally withdrawn. The cau-
cus will meet again at 10:45 a. m. on Tuesday at
the Democratic Club, in Trenton, when an at-
tempt will be made by the Seymour jeaders to
enforce the unit rule in the delegation. This is
certain to stir up a blg rumpus. The Seymour
men in Union claim they have as much right to
enforce the unit rule as the Essex County oppo-
nents of Beymour, who intend to do it with that
delegation.

The Seymour men feel sore over the attitude
taken by Mr. Martine, and declare he is onlv be-
ing used as a stalking horse by ex-Senator Smith,
who is using him, they allege, to split the Union
County delegation. Martine says he will get votes
in other counties, but the Seymour men ridicule
this assertion.

PASSAIC STRONG

FOR BRATUN.
THE WELL KNOWN BREWER TO BE SUP-

PORTED BY HIS FRIENDS FOR THE
GOVERNORSHIP NOMINATION.

Paterson, Sept. 29 (Special).—Since the defeat of
Mayor Seymour in his own county the Democrats
in Passaic County have entered the fight in earnest
for the nomination of ex-Senator Christian Braun
at the State convention on Tuesday. Until the pri-
maries the leaders here were in favor of Séymour,
thinking that he would get the undivided support
of his own county. Braun was to be their candi-
date in the preliminary voting, but it was under-
stood that when the battle grew hot the Passaic
County delegates would throw their strength to
Seymour. Now that the Essex County man has
failed to get his own county, and his chances be-
fore the convention look slim, the politicians here
see a good chance for Braun, as there is no other
single candidate yet mentioned who looks like a
winner,

The delegates elected at the primaries in this
county held a caucus last night. Ex-Speaker
Thomas Flynn presided and William B. Gourley,
chairman of the State committee, was present. A
motion was made and carried to pledge the sup-
port of the delegation to Braun. A number of
speeches were made, and it soon became apparent
that the rank and file of the delegates were in favor
of Braun first, last and al] the time. 1t was argued
that Braun was the most popular man in the
county. He had been twice elected Mayor of
Paterson and once Senator of the county, which is
Republican, and always with large majorities.
Finally it was decided that the Passaic delegation
should vote for Braun at the convention until a
majority of the delegation should decide otherwise.
No second choice was made. If Braun is unsuc-
cessful the vote of the Passaic County delegation

will be controlied by the circumstances which arise
at the convention.

It was said that Braun would get support from
Bergen and Sussex. Ex-Senator Henry D. Win-
ton, of Bergen, has dominated the election of dele-
gates in his county, and he sent word to this
county that Bergen would indorse Braun with a
majority vote. Senator Martin, of Sussex, also sent
assurance of a wedge for Braun in that direction.
The sentiment here is that Braun has an excellent
chance now for the nomination, and they are going
to make a strong effort to land him.

Mayor John Hinchliffe will lead the Passailc dele-

ates in the convention, and he will be seconded

v William B. Gourley, ex-Speaker Thomas Flynn,
City Counse] Michael Dunn and Judge Frank Van
Cleve. Mr. Gourley seems confident and happy at
the outlook, and stakes his reputation on the pre-
diction that the favorite son of Passaic has more
than an outside chance and ‘is certain to loom up
as a prominent factor if not as the winner of the
contest, Braun and Hinchliffe are both members
of the brewing trust in this city. The latter will
run for re-election as Mavor this fall, and if Mr.
Braun gets the nomination at the State convention
the Democratic ticket in this city will be open to
criticism as a brewery one. For the last ten years
the brewing interests have had a representative in
the executive chair in this city. They have always
been successful when they put up a candidate, so
that the criticism may not produce results.

Five hundred Braun partisans will go to Trenton
on Tuesday, headed by Robinson's Band. They
will wear campaign hats and badges bearing the
portrait of their candidate.

MERCER COUNTY FORCES DIVIDED.
THE SENTIMENT 18 SAID TO BE, HOWEVER,
SLIGHTLY ANTI-SEYMOUR

Trenton, Sept. 23 (Special).—The Mercer County
delegation to the Democratic State Convention on
Tuesday promises.to be about equally divided be-
tween the supporters of Mayor Seyvmour and the
anti-Seymour forces, with possibly a slight
ponderance in favor of the latter. The complexion
of the delegation hardly indicates fairly the senti-
ment of the Democrats of the county, a majority
of whom have come to regard Mayor Seyvmour
the logical candidate and the one most likely to
lead a successful campaign

The battle at the primaries developed one of the
hottest contests in the county for vears, narrowing

Although having the
support of the county and city organization, Mr.
Lanning was worsted, and his retirement from the

State committee will follow, Colonel Hurley being
his successor.

Sixty delegates were elected in the county. the
anti-Seymour contingent capturing twenty-six of
those in the city of Trenton to seventeen by their

opponents. The anti-Seymourites claim they will
have from thirty-three to thirty-five of the sixty
delegates from the county, while the Lanning

| forces claim a bare majority.

The anti-Seymour delegates go to the convention
unpiedged. They are not, as has been said by the
Ferrell supporters, a anit for the South Jerseyman,
but will, in fact, turn in most instances to any
candidate Senator Smith and his lieutenants shall
direct. There may be a few who will flock to the
Seymour stagpdard if another candidate is substi-
tuted for Ferrell, but the Hurley men declare they
have the delegation well in hand. A hot fight is
assured when the delegates meet in caucus on Tues-
day morning for the selection of a State committee-
man.

The committee accepted the returns of a rival
primary, held for half an hour, in which twenty-two
votes were said to have been polled. Ex-Sheriff
Jacob Haussling. anti-Seymour, was badly de-
feated In the Eighth District of the Second Ward.
He was given the credentials. Willlam Harrigan,
antl-Seymour. was given credentials from the
Twelfth Ward The vote in his district was 409.
Harrigan got 148, and of these ballots 10 were
tissue. Davenport, for Seymour, got 260 and a
majority of 112, in spite of the tissue ballots, Har-
rigan brazenly protested to the committee, and,
without waiting for testimony, he was given the
credentials. At the close of the committees meeting,
which was private, Chairman Nugent blandly an-
nounced that there were 145 organization delegates
to 36 for Seymour. The claim of the Seymour men
is that they honestly and fairly elected 107 dele-
gates.

A conference of the Seymour men was held
Saturday night, Pelice Justice Lambert presiding,
and it was determined to meet to-night and for-
mally organize. The league will go to Trenton this
evening with the 107 Seymour delegates and claim-
ants and appeal to the committee on credentials of

| the Democratic State Committee. Afterward they

will appear before the convention to state tlielr
case and demand justice.

An address prepared on Saturday {n explana-
tion of the attitude of the organization was given
oat to the local papers yesterday. The address
avows hostility to Seymour’'s candidacy and
accuses Seymour of failing to support Elvin Crane
for Governor in 1838. It denles the claims of popu-
larity for him. Seymour was elected Mayor of
Newark three times and was defeated once by a
large majority. His opponent in that election,
Julius Lebkuecher, gave offence to the Republican
leaders and they “exerted the whole power of the
machine for his defeat™ for re-electlon when Sey-
mour was first elected. Two yea=s afterward, it
is alleged, John Eisele, the Republican candidate
against Seymour, had to contend against party
disaffection, and also the opposition of a financial
institution. Richard C. Jenkinson, Republican. in
the next mayoralty election represented the
triumph of one faction over another, and that in-
sured his defeat and the re-election of Seymour.
“To hold,” says the address, “that this good fort-
une would attend him (Seymour) as a candidate
for Governor is delusive.”

The situation in the Democratic party in Essex is
one of anarchy. The leaders stand with knives
drawn, and the rank and flle are utterly demoral-
ized. Hundreds of Democratic voters were declar-
ing Saturday and yesterday that they would vote
the Republican ticket regardless of the Democratic
nominee. If Seymour shall be nominated his opﬁo—
nents will carry their vindictiveness to the polls.
If the nomination of another candidate is forced
by Seymour’'s enemies his friends will pursue the
same course at the polls. The men who went to
such lengths to down Seymour in the primaries in-
tend to defeat him for Governor in the election,
and this intention is freely acknowledged in con-
versation. As the charter election Is to be held
on the same day as the Governorship election,
Democratic votes will be offered by the wholesale
for Murphy in exchange for Republican votes for
Board of Works Commissioner, Aldermen and
School Commissioners. The political outcome of
this vendetta will be the effacement of many of
the present Democratic leaders. Either Seymour
or Smith will be permanently retired from politics,
and there will have to be a compleie reorganiza-
tion. Chairman Nugent's course will compel his
retirement at an early day. He has aroused im-

lacable resentments. Colonel E. L. Price, the
Sevmour leader, who is City Counsel, is also at the
most critical stage of his public life. He will have
to fight another battle soon to nominate a Demo-
cratic candidate for Mayor favorable to his re-
appointment. He is marked for slaughter by the
anti-Seymour men. His exciusion from the State
Convention to-morrow was a surprise blow to him.
A remarkable feature of the fight is ex-Assembly-
man Frank W. McDermit pulling in the organiza-
tion harness under ex-Senator Smith. McDermit
was until recently one of Smith's bitterest and
most unscrupulous enemies, and was prosecuted in
the courts for a litellous attack.

Chief Justice Depue is expected to call the atten-
tion of the grand jury to the fraud and corrup-
tion at the Democratic primaries. It is understood
that he is receiving numerous letters from respon-
sible citizens urging the court to take vigorous
action and offering to supply abundant evidence.
The anti-Seymour leaders are'taking many afii-
davits and collecting witnesses to prove fraud and
corruption. The affidavits will be submitted to the
credentials committee at Trenton to-night, and
will be retained afterward for the use of the Essex
grand jury.

deaf mutes.
Mr. Wakelee, at this session, took an active

interest in legislation in regard to the pollution of
the waters of the State, particulariy of the Pas-
salc River. While favorable to the general scheme
as suggested by the peeple favoring the cleansing
of the Passaic, he succeeded in having Bergen
County omitted from the sewage district proposed
to be formed. His reason for advocating this omis-
sion was in accord with the wishes of his constit-
uents, because of the fact that Bergen County was
taking care of its own sewage. and it was not
deemed wise to compel that county to contribute
to the payment for abating a nuisance for which
ft could not justly be held responsible. The jus-
tice of Mr. Wakelee's opposition in this matter was
so well recognized that the other members of the
Senate unanimously consented to the motion of Mr
Wakelee that Bergen County should be eliminated
from the original scheme. There were many other
bills which affected different parts of Bergen
County, all of which were so judiclously looked
after by Senatar Wakelee and his Bergen County
associates in the Assembly that they became laws.
