The conclusion that
1 draw is that the Shamrock will win whenever
there is wind enough to allow her to prove that
she is the superior yacht both in windward work
and in running.

A good deal of mystery surrounds the recent {
ocrurrences in the Persian Gulf.

The appended letter from William . Whitney,
glving his reasons for deciding to leave the
English turf and race his horses hereafter
almost exclusively upon American tracks, is a
document of interest and importance In the eyes
of every racegoer in the country. Mr. Whitnev's
assertion that the tone of racing has been raised
in this country of late and that he considers it
his duty to ald the efforts of those who are
working to this end is worthy of especial atten-
ticn, as well as his denial that his action was
caused by any dissatisfaction with the treat-
ment he has recelved in England.

Mr. Whitney announced this spring that Nas- |

turtium, for whem he paid more than S50,0060,
would be sent to run in the English Derby
next year, and Yankee, whom Mr. Whitney now
owns entirely, was entered also for the great
classie, while his fine filly Blue Girl was named
for the Oaks. Later it was discovered that,
owing to the failure to record the partnership
In Yankee and Blue Girl between Mr Whitney
and John E Madden, neither of these racers
was eligible for the big races, and the announce-
ment of Mr. Whitney's witndrawal from the
Fnglish turf foilowed. It now appears that his
reasons were broader and deeper than the
nmere ineligibility of two or three horses for
certain races. Mr. Whitney's letter follows:

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: T think it necessary to ask sufficient gpace
to state, in my own way, my reasons for with-
ti{':l\\ilm from racing abroad. The publieation
of the fact was made without my knowledge
and during my absence from town, at Octoher
Mountain. Tt was premature, and has given rise
to incorrect inferences and conjectures.

The dominating reason for withdrawing my
stable from England is the success of the efforts
of late years to raise the standard of racing in
this country. Certain gentlemen have devoted
most of their time to this work, and I considered
i{ my duty, as one who derives great satisfa--
tion from horses, to second their efforts in every
way. It was for this reason that I co-operated
with them to revive the Saratoga Association
and ahandoned a econtemplated trip abroad this
summer,

The sending of our best horses abroad depre-

ciates the quality .of the sport at home and
diverts needed revenues which should be con-
tributed to eénrich our own stakes and en-

ccurage breeding here. T make an exception in
my own mind of the case in which one has an

THE AMERICAN LOCOMOTIVE COMIPPANY

TO INCREASKE ITS FACILITIES.

The directors of the American Locomotive
Company at a meeting held last week au-
thorized the expenditure of $1,250,000 to enlarge
the capacity of the several plants owned by the
company. The greater part of this money will
be expended upon the Brooks and Schenectady
plants. Some time ago the company authorized
the expenditure of 500,000 for the purpose of
increasing the capacity of its plants. This sum
was found inadequate, however, and the addl-
tional allowance made at the meeting last week
was agreed upon,

The company, when formed, had a capacity of
1,200 locomotives a year. Thias has been
inereased until the capacity to-day {8 about
1,700 a year. This, 1t was found, was not ade-
quate to meet the demand upon the company,
and the new allowance wlill bring the plants up
to a capacity of about 2,000 locomotives a year.
