EVERT. COUNTY IN THE STATE REPRE-

SENTED BY DELEGATES-PRELIMI-

NARY STRUGGLES.
Trenton, Sept. 30 (Special).

—
Every county In the

State was represented here to-night by delegate?
to the Democratic State Convention, to be held to-
morrow. The Seymour faction. it was early ap-

parent, considered the temporary organization of
the convention the vital point preliminary to the
nomination of a candidate for Governor. The Sey-
mour men were dissatisfied with the appointment
by a special committee of ex-Judge Robert S.
Woodruff, and determined to overturn it Ifpos-
sible. The followers of ex-United States Senator
Smlih were equally as determined to sustain the
committee. Every possible move that could he
made by either side was resorted to. and the meet-

ins of the State Committee was delayed until 9:30
p. in.

The door was no sooner closed than the struggle
between the factions for supremacy began. The
anxiety of Mr. Smith for the two hours while th«
cnmmlttt") was deliberating was clearly apparent.
He constantly kept sending for members of the
committee to report how the contest was going.
The debat» wap long eentlnOMl, but there wore no
squabbles or acrimonious disputes, although 111

•
factions of both Seymour and SmUh foud»t the
ground over Inch by Inch. The Seymour men des-
perately Mruggled to substitute Congressman Allan
L. McDennott for ex-Judge Woodruff, but failed.
The vote of the committee resulted in sixteen votes
for Woodruff and fix for McDermott. This Wi's
considered a disastrous blow to the Seymour men,
and the Bupportera of Smith now assert that the
Newark Mayor cannot be nominated.

But the Seymour partisans are far from discour-
aged.

The preliminary contest was for permanent
chairman of the convention. To gain this point ex-
United States Senator Smith was bending all his
strength. If he had a candidate for the place he
declined to make known his choice. It was sup-
posed, however, that Colonel C. Me\ Zullcks, of
Monmouth County, would be acceptable to him. Howas satisfl»d with the Reliction of the temporary
chairman, ex-Judge Robert S. Woodruff, of Tren-
ton.

The Seymour partisans had up to that time
shown the most concentration of purpose and
effort. Their choice for permanent chairman was
Congressman Allan L. MoDermou. and they said
Bo openly. They also showed the most concentra-
tion upon a candidate for Governov. and were
avowedly; in favor of Seymour. In this respect, the
Smith faction was the weaker, and a strong sup-
porter of Smith said that the nomination of Sey-
mour was made possible by the fact that the
Smith men were unable to unite upon a candidate.
A Newark Democrat, however, who was regarded
as one. ifnot the only one, of Smith's spokesmen,
said that the nomination appeared to be drifting
toward ex-Judge Francis Child, of Newark. The
Ferrell boom had almost ceased to be taken seri-
ously. Judge Child is here and is being introduced
to every Democrat who comes his way. Colonel
Edward 1.,. Price was earnestly opposed to ex-
Judge Woodruff for temporary chairman, but David
S. Crater and William B. Gourley. the other mem-
bers of the committee charged with making the
selection, said Woodruff had been selected and hail
accepted. The Seymour men. who evidently In-
tended to contest Woodruff's appointment In tin
meeting of the State Committee, said they wen
not so sure that the selection of Woodruff would
be ratified. Smith, when asked to nanu- his choice
as the candidate for Governor, said he had nor*
"Any good Democrat," lie added, "any one BXCi ;I
Seymour."

The Smith faction, while casting about for a
permanent chairman, offered the place to David S.
Crater. He declined, saying something about "lire"
and "chestnuts." which indicated that he wished
to avoid any entangling alliances with either fa'«
tion of the party.
