WIN MORB RACKS.

Newmarket. England, Oct. I.—The stewards of
the Jockey Club this morning examined Lester
Reiff. and heard testimony on the accusation
against the American Jockey of suspicious riding
of William C. Whitney's De L.acey. on Friday
last, whfn that horse was second to Richard
Croker's Minnie Dee, ridden hy J. Reiff, in the
race for the New Barns Plate. The impression
among all the American owners, trainers and
jockeys hore is that the charge is wholly un-
supported.

Hugpins, Mr. Whilney's trainer, told the stew-
ards that he had not seen anything wrong, and
that, having trained the horse, he had eyed him
closely throughout the race, especially at the
finish.

Wishard. Mr. Croker's trainer, gave similar
testimony.

Some of the English jockeys and others inti-
mated their belief that Reiff pulled the horse.

The Incident is the subject of an almost vio-
lent debate between the American and English
racegoers. The former to a man stand by
Lester Reiff,and consider the accusation part of
a gr-neral campaign against the Americans, who
are no longer welcome, because they have been
too successful.

Later in the day it was announced that the
Jockey Club had decided to withdraw Lester
RflfPs license. This; finishes his riding in Kng-
land.

Reiff has also been -warned off Newmarket
Heath, -which ruling is generally applied only
to "welchers."

Besides Mr. Whitney's withdrawal from the
English turf, it is said here to-day that Mr.
Croker willleave English racing alone after the
present season. But Mr. Wishard says he has
not received any Instructions on the pubjeot.

It is understood that Corrtgan'fl license will
not be renewed next year, and that under the
rule recently adopted no more trainers will be
licensed. It appears certain, at any rate, that
no more Americans will be admitted to priv-
ileges at Newmarket for some time Those now
in the field, however, wfll continue to take the
lion's share of the honors. They took ih.- first
three races to-day.
