RAILROAD EARXIXGS.

Minneapolis
and Duluth had 807 cars, against 427 last year;
primary point*. 1.311,000 bushels, against 1,078.000
bushels. •

Clearances were 428,000 bushels. Therewas no demand for the No. 1 Northern, and the
demand for the red wheat is supposed to be mainly
from millers. Speculation keeps quiet. A few
of the private wire houses are buying; apparently
on a scale down. The professional mood is rather
bearish. ,

Oats followed corn, closing: unchanged to %c over
Tuesday: the December, 35»4c. and the May, 37%c.
There were 139 cars; the estimate for to-morrow.
125. Shipping sales were 150,000 bushels. There
was to-day no further selling by the big May
holders, although the trade is on the alert for
liquidation of the Patten May line.

Cash flaxseed was 5c to 7c lower, the No. 1
Northwestern closing at {153 and the Xo. 1 at
Jl48. October was 4c lower at $1 43^. November
closed at $1 40; December. $1 36. . There were 124
cars of seed at the three points, against 100 last
year.

Provisions were weak, pork losing 33c, lard 12%c
to 15c, and ribs loc to 17Uc. Hogs were 13c lower.
Early there was support from the Cudahys, who
are the principal January lard holders. When this
support ceased, the market slipped off rapidly.
The cash demand was slow, and the hog receipts
are getting large—76.ooo hogs West to-day, against
77.000 last year. The world's stock of lard, 149,763
tierces, decreased 58.406 tierces for September.
