CHICAGO BRIBERY SCANDAL.

THREE LAWYERS AND A RAILROAD DE-

LOCKOUT MAY CAUSE THOUSAND MEN

QUIT WORK.

SIX

Scranton, Oct. 3.—A strike of the men employed
in all the mines of the New-York and Scranton
Coal Company, controlled by the New-York, On-
tario and Western Rallroad, is threatened to-day.
If it is declared, six thousand employes will be
made idle in the workings of that company in
Scranton and the upper Lackawanna Valley.

NATIONAL AID IN IRRIGATION.
FARMERS' CONGRESS DISCUSSES RECLAMATION
OF VAST ARID TRACTS IN THE WEST.

Sioux Falls, 8. D., Oct. 2.—At the forenoon session
of the Farmers’ National Congress Dr. J. W, Hes-
ton, of the South Dakota Agricultural College, in
a paper on “Farmers’ Opportunities,” discussed the
necessity of government aid for the reclamatian
of the arid lands of the West. He declared that
private enterprise had already accomplished all pos-
sible to be done, and nothing further could be ex-
pected until the government gave ald. He sald
that the general government had recelved $500 000,000
from the sale of Western lands since 1875, and
thought it not unreasonable to ask that $15,000,000
be expended for ten years in the reclamation of
lands capable of supporting a g:)pulmlon equal to
the present population of the United States. He
then urged the farmers' congress to press the sub-
ject to the attention of Congress. he discussion
developed the probability that a resolution would be
adopted in favor of national aid in the Irrigation of
arid lands of the West.

CRICKET.

IT WAS POLITICIANS' DAY. THE ENGLISH TEAM BEATS THE NEW-

GREETINGS TO CANDIDATES FOR GOV-
ERNOR AT A NEW-JERSEY FAIR.

Trenton, Oct. 3 (Special).—The annual politicians’
day, and, incldentally, 's day, at the
Interstate Falr, brought a multitude of people,
sixty-five thousand in number, to Trenton to-day
from all parts of New-Jersey. Franklin Murphy,
the Republican candidate for Governor, and James
M. Seymour, the Democratic candidate for the same
office, were there, surrounded by Governors, Con-
gressmen, State Senators and Assemblymen, who
had been, were to be and not to be, recelving con-
gratulations and distributing smiles and words of
good cheer.

Of course, the Republicans could only by an
heroic effort conceal their commiseration for their
opponents, of whom there was only a small sprink-
ling compared with other years, as they reflected
how good and how pleasant it was for partisan
brethren to _dwell together in unity. Equally, of
course, the Democrats, while sympathizing with the
Republicans in the oncoming extremity of possible
defeat, somewhat conspicuously endeavored to
make it appear that they were one happy family
dwelling in a political citadel cheered and illumi-
nated by sweetness and light, There were other
exhibits than politicians in large variety and much
excellence on the fair grounds, but the peliticians
were, fn the entertaining and explicit vernacular,
the “whole show,” and they enjoyed and made the
most of the day. There was luncheon, damp and
dry, and, to turn again to the exhibits, there was
dew upon the rye, and there were sparkling little
bubbles effervescing on the Rhine, in the eclub-
house of the entertainers (who were the officials
of the fair), for ai who came and went, and all
Ruests were regaled before the noonday hour with
smiles of many brands and saudwiches of savery
meats and gpices. .
