BUSINESS WOMEN ARRAIGNED

THEY ARE PRONOUNCED •'MONEY

WARPED." UNTIDY AND IN-

ACCURATE.

Business women as a class, and stenographers

and typewriters in particular, were arraigned on a
variety of charges at the New-York City Legisla-

tive League, -which met at the Tuxedo yesterday

afternoon. Miss Edith Griswold was the speaker

of the day. and her address upon "What Consti-
tutes Success in Business from a Woman's Stand-
point," was followed by a heated debate.

Inaccuracy was the leading complaint. The
tendency of the woman breadwinner to marry was
deplored, as was also her propensity to fhetl
tears. Miss Griswold ascribed much of the fail-
ure of business women to the fact that most of

them who are in business are there from necessity

and for the weekly wage. This situation estab-

lishes a standard among them in which success is

measured by money, and the result Is a condition
which she described ns "money warped." In her
opinion, the average woman does not know what
absolute accuracy means, and her disposition is
always to lean upon Somebody. Her tendency to

incorrectness Miss Griswold believed to bo the rea-
son that the business woman Is found so seldom in
positions of trust.

One speaker said that the office boy has an ad-
vantage over the woman stenographer In that his
employer would not hesitate to "blow him up" on
occasion; while, dreading the inevitable hysterics
and weeping of the girl, he would refrain from
offering her a correction. She had seen many an
office boy pass the woman stenographer on his way

to a higher place because of this fact.
Mrs. John F. Trow thought that getting posi-

tions through friendships is one of the most Im-
portant stumbling blocks, and cited a number of
Instances to support her theory. "Friendship is
the last thing In the world to depend upon In such
an extremity," she said. "Ifa woman cannot ob-
tain work on her own merits, she had better go

without it." In a downtown luncheon room, which
Mrs. Trow frequents, she meets large numbers of
young girlbreadwinners of the better salaried
class. Among them she finds faded and soiled
shirt waists conspicuous. Instead of neat wash
waists; she sees badly kept nails, and hears audi-
ble conversation about "Tom" and "Jim."

Another woman said poor health and bad spelling
distinguished nine out of ten of the candidates for
positions. She said the average girl stenographer
is unpopular because she dangles her bracelets,

shrugs her shoulders, writes personal letters In
her employer's time, has visitors, etc., ad infinltum.
She thought that when women are willingto enter

the ranks on the same, terms as men their success
willbe assured.

Upon this Dr. Phoebe Wane arose for the defence
and introduced herself as a "spared monument of
the business class." She had been surprised, she
said, at the success that so many ¦women of her
acquaintance, had attained, and stated that if the
men and women were picked out at random from
among those whom she hail known, in business,
professional, scientific and educational spheres. tho»
women who had attained success would outnumber
the men. She had found women more accurate
than men, and said that, as teachers, they are.
known to be superior, because they attend better
to detail. As to the charge that they shrug their
shoulders, she herself had seen it, and noticed that
they did it very prettily. She spoke, .she said, as a
mother of sons and of grandsons, and stated it as

her opinion that the girls seemed to enjoy flirting
no more than the. boys. She had also noticed that
the men showed an equal predilection for marriage.
She knew men who refused to employ men type-
writers because of their Inaccuracy.

Miss Teresa Barcalow numbered as many men as
women numskulls among her acquaintances. "If
»he has brains, energy, determination, ambition
and honor, any business woman will get along as
well as any man," she said, "and if she has not
these qualities she will fail."

A speaker. in reply to an opponent who had
stated that men who employ women In their of-
fices do so in all cases to pave expense, said th.it
in an office with which she is familiar from twenty

to thirty women hnvi taken the places formerly
occupied by men. and that the employer asserts

that they are more, accurate, more obedient, an. l
never come with "big heads" Monday morning:.
The highest price that lie ever paid a man was
fIR and a woman, $30, a week.

One woman believed that the twentieth century

It is bad enough to know that gambling' houses

and other places of evil repute exist In spite of
the law, but it is more shameful that they exist
by sharing their profits with Tammany officials
who are sworn to suppress them. It is a fact sus-
ceptible of proof that an infamous traffic in young
girls Is going on in the city; that they are bought
and sold like elavea, and that those who carry It
onare pate he long as they pay the blackmail de-
manded by those in power. Are we the same peo-
ple who abolished black slavery by civil war, that
now permit such white slavery to exist?"

Mrs. Trafton said, further, that the publicmoney
is being spent on "an army of drones, parasites and
leeches."

Mr. Hewitt, In accordance with and in con-

formity with the resolutions which Ihave now
read before this Chamber. It Is a g*-eat pleasure
to me, sir, as well as the performance of a most
agreeable duty, to present this medal to you. It
Is of pure sold. sir. without alloy. like your own
character. Ipresent this m»dal to you. sir. carry-
ing with it the love, affection, esteem and rev-
erence of every member of this Chamber, with
tho hope, sir, that your life may be long; spared
to us ami to the nation which you adorn. And inclosing, sir, Iwould say, in the language of Mme.
de Stael: "When a noble life has prepared old age.
it is not the decline that it reveals, but the first
days of immortality."

Mr. Hewitt's voice trembled as he began his re-
ply. He evidently was much moved by the demon-
stration of admiration and kindly ;e?llng. He said
at the outset:
Iam sure that you and every member of the

Chamber will sympathize with me In my inability
to find suitable words to express the profound
sense of the honor conferred" by the presentation
of t!;'-; beautiful medal, the artistic excellence of
which greatly enhances the gratitude which Ifeel,
but to which Icannot give adequate utterance. In
the comae of a long: life, devoted larsrely to th*»
public service, Ihave been more accustomed to
criticism than to commendation, although at the
hinds of this Chamber Ihave never lacked the
cordial approval which Is so grateful to public
servants. The present honor would perhaps have
been deferred until the completion of the Rapid
Transit system, with which this occasion will tm-
perishably link my name. Time, however, movts
with relentless tread, and when a mi.n reaches
his eightieth year it may be well supposed, as
doubtless It was by th« Chamber, that whatever
recognition It Is desired to make In his lifetime
should be quicklydon*. Iregard it.and my family
will always look upon It. as the seal of your ap-
probation upon my public career

Continuing; Mr. Hewitt said that he was not
the author of the Idea of rapid transit In this city,

but that he had taken a deep Interest In the prob-
lem, ami had been concerned in the manufacture
of the first tram rails for street railroads In this
country- As to the results of the Rapid Transit
Commission's work. Mr. Hewitt said In part:

The great object aimed it was to secure the
early completion of the work, its continued owner-
ship by the city, and Its reversion at the end of
fifty years to the city, free and clear of all ineum-
brances of every kind and nature. The coming-
generation ran therefore arrange for the opera-
tion of the road either at cost or. If!t be co-i-
tlnued on a nrofttable basis of rare, for a reduc-
tion of general taxation. My own Impression is
that $10,000,000 Is a very modest estimate for the i

amount which will be paid Int.. the city treasury
at the expiration of this leas*-, ifItIs operated on
a live cent basis. If on the oth*r hand, the peo- I

pie of that date shall see fit to give the wonting ;
classes of this city the benefit of the free owner- i
ship of this work, the far* can be reduced to at t
leant three cents.

Compared With other enterprises In other cities
it must be conceded that the arrangement made
for the construction of this work Is the roost fa- ,
vorable that has ever been devised or accom-
plished.

Tomato coup served with egg balls i? a fa-
vorite. To make the soup, put Into a saucepan
one tablespoon ful of butter and cook In It for five
minutes a finely chopped onion, being; careful not

to brown it. Add one quart of stewed tomatoes.

a quarter of a cupful of rolled crackers, .a half
leaf, a dozen whole peppers, a spoonful of

salt, a tablespoon ful of sugar, and paprika, and
cook for twenty minutes. Then stir In a cupful of
boiling water and strain the tomatoes through a
sieve.

For the balls, grate throe hard boiled eggs and
mix with them a level tabl«spoonful of butter and
the yolk of a raw egg. Season with a little nutmeg
and salt and form into small balls. Roll them in
flour and boil In salted water for live minutes.
Place the balls in the soup tureen and pour the

soup over them, and serve at once.

Marrow balls are an easily prepared delicacy
which too few cooks try to produce for the Amer-
ican family. For them, rub one heaping table-
spoonful of marrow to a cream and mix with it the
yolk of one «bk. one-fourth of a tea spoonful each
of salt .ii"inutmeg and one teaspoonful of chopped
parsley. Then add to the mixture thief tablespoon-
ful« of grated breadcrumbs and the stiffly beaten
white of :>n egg. Porn Into small balls and boll

for seven minutes in th« soup.
