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THE TURIN EXPOSITION.

PROMINENT AMERICAN SOCIETIES LAY-
ING PLANS TO PARTICIPATE IN IT.

The United States Commission for the Interna- |
tional Exposition of Modern Decorative Art, which
is 1o be held in Turin, Is advised that various
prominent societies of America are appointing com-
mittees to arrange for participation, notably the |
Architectural League of New-York, the National |
Mural Painters’ Soclety, the Municipal Art So- |
ciety of New-York, the Arts and Crafts Club of
Boston, the National Arts Club of New-York, the
Park and Outdoor Association of America and
kindred socleties, as well as prominent individuals
and firms.

The commission earnestly belleves that the offi-
clal programme of the exposition, with classifica-
tion for exhibits, is a significant document, which
should appeal to the architects and artists in
America, and that a distinct and rational exposi-
tion is proposed, which is quasi-technical as well
as professional (as it only pertains to decorative
art), and in organizing it the General Committee of
Turin has recognized its boundless educational and |
industrial possibilities.

In the opinion of the American Commission the
Turin Exposition will be the first international con-
course and display of decorative art where there is
& raison d'étre or principle indicated in the de-
mand of the participants, and a careful analysis
of the programme will show that all the elements
which may properly be considered as in the lines of
industrial and applied art are comprehended. Such

an exposition would without doubt have a benefi-
cent influence on the arts and crafts of many
countries; for this reason those whose works are
eligible should contribute and co-operate in mak-
ing the Unrnited Siates section representative and
notable.

All the important countries of Europe have sig-
nified their readiness to participate, and they are
making elaborate preparations; indeed, are de-
manding more space. that they may properly pre-
sent their decorative art on modern lines and
theories. Many prominent architects and mural
painters, sculptors and art workers are more than
passively interested in this exposition, destined as
it is to be 2 notable one in the eyes and minds of
the art loving peoples of so many countries, so that
the United States should be adequately repre-
sented at Turin in 1902, especially because. argues
the commission, all foreigners feel keen interest
in everyvthing American, and America’'s efforts are
appreciated and praised when produced with that
characteristic independence so noticeable, as a rule,
in all American work, be it in the arts or in the
crafts, especlally where Americans show natural
refinement in the simplicity of either form or em- |
bellishment. {

The markets of the world are open to the United |
States, and it only remains for the artist and archi-
tect, the art worker and artisan, to meet these
conditions, by intellizent co-operation and united
endeavor, to produce at once faultless work, taking
into account American economic methods combined
with taste. It is guite within bounds to say that
other nations will ook to America spontaneously
for such products, and this exposition. in the judg-
ment of the American Commission, offers the first
real medium for industrial encouragement to
American arts and crafts.

EPISCOPAL CANONS DISCUSSED.

BISHOPS AND DEPUTIES HOLD BRIEF SES-
SIONS AND THEN GO PLEASURING.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

San Francisco, Oct. 12.—To-day’s sessions of the
House of Bishops and House of Deputies were
prief, but considerable business was transacted.
The afternoon was devoted to an excursion on the
pay. The unusually warm weather made indoor
sonferences uncomfortable, but the ride on the
water was rendered doubly delightful. The depu-
ties did not take up the marriage question, having
postponed it until Monday morning. The bishops
spent most of the morning discussing proposed
sanons of pressing importance, and, while settling
sumerous questions, did not reach the point of
sdopting the canons.

The bishops created a joint committee, and ap-
pointed three bishops on it to consider the de-
grees of consanguinity and affinity within which
marriage should be prohibited. Another joint com-
mittee was ordered, to consist of five members of
the three orders, to nominate members of the
board of managers of the Domestic and Foreign
Missions Society. The House of Bishops adopted a
proposed amendment to Section 2 of Article I of
the constitution changing the word “and” to “or,”
so that the section will provide that bishops, who
by reason of age or bodily infirmity are unable to
perform the duties of their office, are entitled to
sit in the House of Bishops. The section at pres- |
snt reads, “‘age and bodily infirmity,” thus shutting
»ut young bishops who may be bodily infirm.

The House of Deputies adopted the report of the
sonference committee on marginal readings, which
was a compromise resolution. It provides that the
report of the joint commission be accepted and that
the readings taken from the authorized and revised
versions be adopted. In regard to readings ob-
jained by the commission from other sources, the
resolution directs that the commission shall sub-
stitute therefore the readings of the revised ver-
sions in case they are deemed preferable to those
»f the authorized version and that the readings be
published and permission be given for them to be
read in churches. The deputies also adopted the
report of the joint commission on marginal read-
mgs with regard to the Apocrypha.

The election of five missionary bishops just nomi-
pated by the House of Bishops was made the order
»f business for 3 o'clock Monday, and the House
»f Deputies decided to sit with closed doors while
sonsidering these nominations.

Word having come from the House of Bishops
that the canon on the discipline of divorced per-
sons had been adopted it was ordered that this
sanon should be placed on the calendar immedi-
ately that on the solemnization of marriage,
and that as soon as the house had disposed orlﬁm

marriage and divorce canon, it would take up
lhe canon referred to.

At noon the two houses went into joint session
to receive the report of the joint committee on

Thristian education. The report was read by the
Bl;hop of Lexington and was adopted. Many of
the Bish and clerical and lay deputies went
fown to monte to-day, though the programme
or preaching in the various churches of the city
practically unchanged. Monday morning the
usiness sessions of the two houses will be re-
sumed.

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TO BETTER JAPAN'S MERCHANT MARI NE.

CAPTAIN J. ITO WILL MAKE SUGGESTIONS BASED

ON STUDIES IN ENGLAND AND GERMANY.

Captain J. Ito, of the Japanese merchant marine
service, who was sent by his government to study
the conditions of the merchant marine of Germany
and England, arrived in this city yesterday on his
way from Washington to his own country. He
will start for Buffalo to-day, spend a few days
there and proceed across the continent, and take
passage from San Francisco for Japan.

““The Japanese Government,” said Captain Ito last
evening, “is desirous of improving its merchant
marine service, and sent me to study the condi-
tions that obtain in Europe for the purpose of
suggesting methods that will make for the better-
ment of our own service. There is, I otserve,
plenty of room for improvement. We are not up to
date In some things, but we hope to make such
improvements as will in time bring us into the
forefront of marine nations. When I return to my
country I will submit to my government a repcrt
of what I have observed in my travels, and I
think most of the suggestions will be adopted as
soon as possible. It would be difficult for me to
put into words just now the differences between
our nation as regards maritime commerce and the

countries where I have studied conditions, but
when I make my report my government will know
all about it. I am passing through the United
States merely ror pleasure and because I want to
see the country.’

TRADE IN CHICAGO

Chicago, Oct. 12 (Special).—Although wheat cables
éisappointed bulls, coming weak instead of strong,
the wheat market here, after an opening dip, sold
%c over Friday and closed at Friday's prices. De-
cember opened at 69%c, sold between 705%c and 695¢c
and closed at T0%c sellers; the May closed at 73%2.
The buying was led by St. Louis and the seaboard,
the Southwest was influenced by the feeding de-
mand. New-York did some buying on the an-
nouncement that Duluth had repurchased 1,000,000
bushels sold for October shipment. Clearances were
780,000 bushels. There was continued rain through
Minnesota. The Northwest has 704 cars, against
486 last year; primary markets 1,022,000 bushels,
against 932,000 bushels. The wheat price for a while
was helped by the flour demand, mills everywhere
running at top speed to get flour East before the
advance in rates on October 25. This local mood
was Influenced by high prices of coarse gralns.
Primayy receipts for the week were 1,000,000 bushels
less than the week previous. Toward the close
wheat lost some of its early strength because of
important liquidation by coarse graln holders. To-
night wheat prices are about lc over last Satur-
day’s close.

Corn early was firm with wheat. In the last hour
Patten, the important bull, sold liberally as the mar-
ket broke. The close was ;¢ to %c under Friday. To-
night's prices are about the same as last Satur-
day’s. December opened at 56%c, s0ld between BT%ec
and 56l.c, and closed at 5%c; October closed at
55l4c; May, 58%c. Receipts were disappointing.

The inspection was 250 cars, the estimate for
Monday 275 cars. There was no shipping demanad.
Stocks Monday will probably show some increase
and the present local corn stock has been exceeded
only twice in other years. It looks as if Patten
had become discouraged with the bull side and
was disposed to get out. He has been the only sup-
port for some weeks.

The oats range was barely %c: the close was
%%c under Friday. To-night's oats prices are about
3&c under last Saturday. December closed at 33%c;
May at 375c sellers. The shipping demand was
quiet. The speculative theory is that oats will follow
any break in corn. There were 178 cars; the esti-
mate for Monday, 220 cars. Stocks will increase
some for the week. Clearances were 262,000 bushels.

Flaxseed was firm, and prices were higher. The
close here was unchanged to about 1c higher. The
No. 1 Northwestern closed at $152; the No. 1, at
$1 48 and the October at §148 bid. At the three
points there were 186 cars of seed, agalnst 139
last year.

Provisions were strong, pork up 15¢, lard up Bc
to 10c, and ribs unchanged to 10c higher. The liqui-
dation by weak holders seems over. The important
intereste are working for a rally. There were only
9,000 hogs here. Recelipts for the week, 124,000, are
50,000 less than for the same week last year.
