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tion for office? Does the nomination of Mr, Grout,
the president of our borough, make the Repub-
lican ticket non-partisan?

CRITICISM OF MR. GROUT.

Four years ago he supported all the programmes
now promounced to have been so iniquitous and ab-
horrrent, and for which my own vigorous «ondam-
mnation of it is so often quoted. He saw then no
objection to the acceptance of office fitom the
Democratic organization. He has held and now
holds office by virtue of that nomination. Iie has

satisfled secessions from the Democratic party—do
these accessions turn into non-partisanship what
would otherwise have been partisanshig?

No, fellow citizens, it is not nnn-pa.r!.g.sanshlp at
all, but a trading, and, I may say, unvrorthy par-
tisanship. It is a mere combination @f incongru-
ous partisanships, each one seeking its o»wn sheerly

n purposes. From this comhination I ex-
cept only the Democratic portions of jhe Citizens
T'nion and one German body, hoth of which sup-

ort the fusion ticket with a loyalty most re-
uctant.

Let us then free our minds of cant. Let Presi.
dent Low and his associates not deny their par-

I see the addition of tlwose wise and
mnerciful sanitary provisions for the less favored of
our people, with respect to which some foreign
cities have made progress so much greater than
oar own—I see all of these things. I see them
limited only a sober treatment of the finances
and a lightening of the burdens now too great. Not
that I promise to accomplish them all—my facuities
are not equal, I confess, to all that 1 would do.

But T can, and if you choose to trust. me 1 shall,
do much. And if, in the honor and prestige which
the high minded, efficient and econoraical admin-

One boomerang after another comes banging
back at Tammany Hall and Tammany's candi-
date for Mayor.

SECOND DAY'S REGISTRATION INCREASE
NEARLY TWENTY THOUSAND
OVER 1897,

M'CULLAGH'S MEN ACTIVE, BUT FEW AR-
RESTS WERE MADE-WORKERS
OUT EARLY.

The registration yesterday kept up the in-
crease over that of 1807 that marked the first
day’'s registration on Friday when there was an
increase of about 16,000 over the registration in
15897. Yesterday the increase over the corres-
ponding day four years ago was nearly 20,000.
With one district missing, 86,263 registered
vesterday, while on the second day iIn
1897 the total was 67,230. Of course, yester-
day not so many voters went to the booths as
on Friday, the number on the second day rare-
ly being as large as it is on the first. The regis-
tration in the XXXVth, XXXIst and XXXIVth
districts wag especlally heavy. In those dis-
tricts the figures nearly doubled those of 1897.

The workers were out early, and were actively
engaged all day getting the voters to the bhooths.
The day passed off quietly. Superintendent
McCullagh's deputies kept a sharp eye out for
evidences of Tammany colonization. In the ITld
District challenges were numerous, being lodged
chiefly against the inmates of one large board-
ing house.

The registration figures of Friday were re-
garded with enthusiastic optimism by all the
fusion leaders. The fact was emphasized by
many that the heavy registration in such Re-
publican districts as the XXIst and XXIXth
showed that the Republican and Citizens 1"nion
voters, who sometimes do not consider the issues
important enough to bring out a big registra-
tion are indeed thoroughly aroused, and are
early getting into the fight. At the headquar-
ters of the Greater New-York Democracy, how-
ever, it was said that the light registration in
the downtown Tammany districts was believed
to be the result pure and simple of a plan which
had been adopted by Croker's men to find out
the strength of the fusionists, and thus to enable
Tammany to bring into the field only what re-
peaters were actually needed.

Robert C. Morris, chairman of the Republican
County Committee, sald:

The registration yvesterday was fully up to our
expectations. We have not yet received the
complete returns from every district, but our
best information indicates splendid organiza-
tion in the fusion districts and a thoroughly
aroused feeling among the fusion supporters in
districts that have heretofore been controlled by
Tammany Hall. We are well satisfled. The
conviction will grow every day from now until
the end that the entire fusion ticket wiil be
elected by a triumphant majority on Novem-
ber 5.

Mr. Shepard will visit the Democratie head-
quarters in the Hoffman House to-morrow after-
noon. There he will meet many of the Tammany
leaders for the first time. One noticeable thing has
been that since the notification last Monday night
not a single Tammany leader has been across the
bridge to visit the candldate for Mayor. On the
other hand, Willoughby Street leaders have missed
no ogpor(un:(y of “making themselves solid"” with
Mr. Shepard. It seems evident that the candidate
will run on his reputation as a Brooklyn man, and,
it elected, will consider that his allegiance is due
first to Hugh McLaughlin and his lieutenants, and
secondly to Richard Croker.

VAN WYCK JEROME'S MARK.

MAN WHO APPROVES POLICE SHOULD
NOT BE SEATED ON SUPREME COURT
BENCH, JUSTICE DECLARES.

Justice Jerome, in a half hour talk yesterday
to business men, clerks and others who find a
livelihood in the financlal district, gave plain
indication of what he would do to the gamblers
if he were elected District Attorney. The ad-
dress was made at the noonday meeting held at
No. 350 Broadway, under the auspices of the
Order of Acorns. The large hall was packed,
ard at least three thousand persons heard the
speech.

The crowd cheered again and again as Justice
Jerome ascended the platform. As he rose to
address the audience he recelved an ovation
which made the old building tremble.

Before beginning his address Justice Jerome
was enrolled an honorary member of the Order
of Acorns.

“We are all with you!” shouted the crowd
as the speaker began.

“Now, 1 have tried to dispel as far as I have
been able,” he started off, “the notion Tammany
Hall is trying to put forth, that this is a fight
between Democracy and Republicanism. As I
have said before, I resent the presumption of
that organization to appropriate to itself the
name of Democrats.

“I think Mr. Shepard would find it hard to
reconcile his former attitude with the one he
takes to-day on the question of honest govern-
ment. But Mr. Shepard has thrown so many
somersaults before that one more or less really
does not matter. More particularly do I want
to address myself to the Honorable Robert A.
Van Wyck.”

“Ice,” shouted a hundred volces in the au-
dience, while others hissed.

“Oh, that i{s only one thing among many,”
sald Justice Jerome after the din had subsided.
“Let me tell you, we here in the city of New-
York can do a great deal better without ice
than we can with vice. Now, the Honorable
Michael C. Murphy, our Police Commissioner,
says that the Police Department in this city
to-day is exactly what the Mayor wants it to
be. Remember that, and then think of the de-
cision of Justice Giegerich in the Diamond case.
Justice Giegerich said that with Bissert, the
wardman convicted of having levied blackmall
on the mistress of a disorderly house, the whole
Police Department had been placed on trial.
And it is this Police Department that meets
with the approval of the man whom Tammany
has placed in nomination, not for Mayor, nor
even for Controller, which probably would have
suited better, but for Justice of the Supreme
Court.

“Now, we may play politics, you and T, but we
should keep our hands off the most exalted ju-
dicial offices. We should not place on the bench
of the Supreme Court a man who has set the
stamp of his approval on the present police ad-
ministration in this city, even if we could forget
his disgraceful escapade at a French ball some
years ago.

He said the
order might be continued as an organization
even beyond the present campaign.

VICTIM OF «DIRT TRUST.”

A CONTRACTOR TELLS OF RANK FA-
VORITISM BY THE DOCK BOARD.

“] have been a Tammany Hall man all my
lit= and my father before me. Our family
supported the organization through thick and
thin in all the years I can remember, but I
will not stand for highway robbery such as is
being practised by this ‘Dirt Trust."”

This statement was made yesterday by Will-
fam J. McGirr, a Tammany contractor, of No.
625 West Twenty-fourth-st., in speaking of the
way, as he alleges, the Dock Department has
been giving coitracts for dumping along the
river front to the New-York Contracting and
Trucking Company, which has acquired a com-
plete monopoly, he says, of this kind of work,
and in which such Tammany officials as Alder-
man Gaffney, State Senator Plunkitt and Dock
Commissioner Murphy are interested. Mr. Mec-
Girr has been a contractor for five years, and
has continued the business which his father,
Michael McGirr, established twelve years be-
fore. When asked to explain the practices of
the “Dirt Trust,” of which he said he had been
the victim, Mr. MeGirr told of his dealings with
the Dock Department, as follows:

For twelve years before his death my father had
leased from the city a pier at Sixteenth-st. and
North River for dumping purposes. After the
gemh of my father I continued the lease of the
oCK.

On Maz 1, 1808, I sublet a portion of the dock to
Brown Fleming, contractors, for one year, at
the end of which I told them that I needed the
dock myself, and would take possession at the ex-

iration of the sublease, beginning on May 1,
899, I used the dumr exactly one week when the
Dock Department told me to stop.

“You will have to put in an application for a per-
mit,"” sald Dock Master Kennedy, acting under
orders from Superintendent Walker. I applled for
a permit. I recelved no answer, but immediately
afterward Chief Engineer Benson, of the Dock De-
partment, recommended that the Sixteenth-st. dock
be closed up. A resolution was then adopted by
the Dock Board recommending that my be
closed up. It stated that the dirt was needed at
the Charles-st. dump, North River.

The privilege or contract for the Charles-st. dump
had been given to Senator George W. Plunkitt for
about $2,500. I feel perfectly sure that Plunkitt
got that contract as a gift, and no other con-
tractors were allowed to bid on it. The privilege Is
worth $10,000, and would net $10,000 to any con-
tfractor who can acquire the dump by paying $10,000
or it.

For two years my dock at Sixteenth-st., North
River, was closed. though I paid rent for it all
the time. In May, 1809, Alderman James Gaffney,

resident of the New-York Contracting and Truck-
ng Company, in which “Jack’™ Murphy, a brother
of Dock Commissioner Murphy, is treasurer, came
to me and asked that I rent the dock to him. I
said: “No. I will have this dock, for which I am
paving rent. If you want to drive me out, you
will have to pull the dock down."

Gaffney said: ‘“Then it will be torn down.”

Last May they did tear it down. The Dock De-
Fanmcnt people said that they needed my dock
or improvements. Not one dollar has been spent
for improvements to this day. Immediately after
closing my dock the Dock Department gave the

rivilege of a dump at North River between

Jighteenth and Nineteenth sts. to the so-called
“Dirt Trust.” Theéy closed my dock because, as I
believe, they wished to drive me out of business
and opened another dock two blocks away from
my dock.

Up to May, 1899, the price charged the contrac-
tors for dumping was 40 cents a load. At the
time they closed my dock the price was jumped
to 80 cents a load. This meant a difference of
more than $1,000 a day over and above the regular
grh‘e paid by the contractors on the various

umps along the river front. Whot gets this $1.000
a day which has been paid in every day since 18997

The total “graft” since the price was_raised
amounts to about $750,000. Who got it? I know
who got it. I know it went into the pockets of the
“higher up"” Tammany leaders.

Last year I wrote to Mr. Croker explaining the

circumstance, and asking him to investigate. I re-
ceived no answer. I went to the Dock art-
ment last fall and asked for an explanation. Peter

F. Meyer, Dock Commissioner Charles F. Murphy,
J. Sergeant Cram and ex-Sheriff Dunn were in the
room. 1 asked courteously to see Mr. Murphy.
He rose up and sald to Cram, “Here's Mr. Mec-
Girr."

“Oh, yes, McGirr,” said Cram, “vour friend, Mr.
Croker, has gone to England. You will have to go
over there and see him. We cannot do anything
for you." Then the whole crowd laughed boister-
ously; they thought it a good joke on me, but I
know they are getting this “‘graft’* of $1,000 a day.

I say the outrages that have been put upon
business men in New-York by the present gang
in control of Tammany Hall are beyond endurance.
Not alone in work like mine, but in business of
every kind that has to do with the Dock Depart-
ment, the New-York Contracting and Tmclini
Company, with Alderman Gaffney pres!dént. an
the Dock Commissloner’s brother. “Jack™ Murphy.
treasurer, is the only concern that can do busi-
ness at present. o

1 k:owpthat the contractors outside of the “Dirt
Trust' are against Tammany Hall in this campaign
to a man. 1 know this “Dirt Trust” is organized
within & small Tammany coterie. They have done
everything possible to drive me and every business
man in my line of business to the wall. They can
do nothing further against me. I am for Seth
Low and the entire cleaning out of this gang,
and will be night and day until the end.

Dock Commissioner Charles F. Murphy, wht:n
seen last night at the Anawanda Club, said: “I
ain't bein’ interviewed about anything just now.
If yer want to talk to me about that come down
to the Dock Department. I ain't bein' inter-
viewed now."

Alderman Gaffney was willing to talk, but he
gaid his company had no dumping privileges
on the West Side, and that he knew nothing
about either Mr. McGirr or the Sixteenth-st
