THREE ROBBERS SHOT ANT» CAUGHT—FOUR

OTHERS ARRESTED TOR PREVIOUS ROBBERY.

6tretched out on the ground. The fourth had es-
caped. Marshal Sumpter was shot In the leg. The
wounded robbers are in the hospital. They refuse
to talk.

Four men suspected of hav-
ing been Implicated In the attempted bank robbery
at Danville yesterday were arrested here to-day by

a. posse of farmers. They were found asleep Ina
barn. The posse brought them to Jail here, await-
ing the arrival of the Knox county sheriff. One
of the men threw away a loaded Mcalibre re-
volver, a coil of dynamite fuse and some caps, all
of which were recovered. The. men claim to be
tramps. Papers and a Cleveland brickl Iyer's union
card bearing the name of William Fowler were
found on one of the men.
