Democratic Convention, held at Englewood to-day,

ecounty, and was a blot on the former prestige of
the Democratic party it clearly showed that Re-
publican successes in the last few years have
driven the old warriors from the Democratic ranks,
and while some of them to-day occupied seats on
the platform they no doubt regretted their pres-
ence.

Not a slgn of a flag or a plece of bunting was
found anywhere in the Lyceum, where the con-
vention was held. Not a picture of the dead
President could be seen: not even a plcture of the

After complimenting Governor Voor-
hees, who was born in Clinton, and the mention of
whose name was roundly applauded.

One of the Democratic speakers who addressed
the citizens of this town a few davs ago made

TO INCREASE ITS PLANT.

THE BEMPIRE STEEL AND IRON COMPANY
TO SPEND $,000,000 IN IMPROVING
ITS PROPERTY.

Washington, Oct. 17 (Special).—Leonard Peckitt,
president of the Empire Steel and Iron Company,
together with more than a score of the stock-
hoiders in that corporation, visited Oxford yes-
terday, end, after & three hours’ conference, de-
cided to spend $1,000,000 in !mproving its property
there. The sum of $250,000 was placed at the dis-
posal of the general manager, 8. Norton, and that
official will immediately proceed with the work.

Within a few weeks excavations for the founda-
tions of one of the largest and most modern iron

furnaces in the world will ba begun in the centre |

of the village. The mew structure will be pat-
terned after the recentiv completed Joseph Whar-
ton furnace, in Port Oram, and will have a ca-
pacity of 53 tons of iron daily. The manufacture
of the product will be as near automatic as Is

ssible by the use of the latest appliances, and
less than twenty-five workmen will be required
about the plant. More than one thousand men,
however, will be employed in_ the mines and in
the handling of the ores. Mr. Norton told a Trib-
une representative that in all probability the com-
pany would decide at an early meeting to bulld a
mammoth steel plant in Oxford.

MAYOR SEYMOUR AT HIS HOME.

THE DEMOCRATIC NOMIN¥E TALKS TO HIS

Little enthusiasm was shown in either
convention.

Mayor Seymcur did not appeer before the crowd
unti] after the two conventicns adjourned. He was
greeted with great enthusiasmn. The Mayor Iin-
dorsed the platforms adopted by the conventions

declaring in fevor of home rule, for the taxation !

at full value of the property of all corporations,
holding it to be the duty of the legislature to enact
such laws as well not permit corporate property
to escape taxation at the expense of other prop-

! trey. The Republican party was declared to de re-

sponsible for all trusts and monopolies. The De-

mocracy protests agalnst the abandonment of the
Morris Canal without compensation to the publie,
The legislature i{s condemned for faillng to enact
labor laws, and measures for the purification of
the Passalc were favored.

Mr. Seymour referred to his record to prove his
frlendshlp for the laboring classes, but declared
that he Is not at all opposed to corporate bodies,
when these do not encroach upon the legal rights
of others or attempt to illegally usurp functions
which they should not have.
