Paul has arrived from Nome bringing 304 passen- ,
gers and a big shipment of gold. She sailed from !
Nome on October 6 and arrived here too late for I
quarantine inspection. She will remain overnight

in the stream.
According to reports brought by the St. Paul,

Candle Creek is most promising. T. R. Sullivan,

who arrived at Nome from that creek, in an inter- .
view said: "The half has not been told about
Candle Creek. 1 have mined all over the world,

and Ihave never seen anything like it. The creek
is only about ten feet wide, and men are standing
In the stream, often In water to their thighs, shov-
elling gravel from beneath the water. Good pay

has been found on twenty-seven claims."
Since the storm of September -•• the weather has

been fairly good. People from all "arts of the
arctic region are arriving at Nome, and there is a
rush at the transportation offices to secure passage
on the steamer* nailing south.

George W. Ramsay and J. Gordon Temple left
Nome in a small boat for Tell on the way to the
Kougarok, on July 10. So far as known nothing
has been heard from them. Parti of a boat and
various kinds of poods were found October Iscat-
tered along the shore near Topkok.

DOCTORS WHO ATTENDED HIM SAY

"WOUND SHOWED NO SIGN OF BLOOD

POISONING-CRITICISMS SAID TO
BE (htU ANSWERED.

"Th" Xew-Tork Medical Journal" will contain In
He Issue to-morrow the full official report of the
surgeons and physicians who attended President
JlcKlnley. This report was read by Dr. Matthew
D. Mann, who performed the operation on the
President, st a gathering of medical men at Roch-
ester come days ago, and at a meeting of the State
Medical Society in this city on Tuesday. The sub-
stance of the comments on the report made by
Dr. Mann at these meetings was printed In The
Tribune on Wednesday.

The report Is signed by Drs. P. M. Rlxey. Mat-
thew D. Mann, Herman Mynter. Roswell Park.
Eugene Wasdln. Charles Mcßurney and Charles G.
Stockton, as members of the official staff attending
the late President. The report of the autopsy Is
elsned Tiy Dr. Harvey R. Gaylord. pathologist to

the New-York State Pathological laboratory, while
the report on the bacteriological examination boars
the signature of Dr. Herman G. Matzinger. bac-
teriologist to the New-York State Pathological lab-
oratory-

According to a well known physician of this city

the report shown that the physicians signing it have
answered In a forceful manner the theories of most
of the medical men Who adversely criticised them.
Dr. Mann, speaking for his colleagues, declares
that ther* never, under like circumstances, was a

more harmonious and better agreed band of con-
sultants.

The report describes In detail the events Imme-
diately following the shooting, which are already

familiar to the public. Then follows a technical
description of the operation. In his comments on
the report of the operation. Dr. Mann particularly
emphasizes the disadvantages under which he
labored when suturing the wounds in the stomach,

with the falling light of a September afternoon.
Speaking; of the unsuccessful search for the bullet

when the operation was performed the report says

further search might have caused the death of the
patient upon the operating table. At the close of
the operation, the Burgeons present assured Dr.
Mann that they were t«ati?ned that everything that
was possible had been done, and t»rat they had no
further suggestions to make.

The report then continues with the history of
the case after the operation. The bulletins" as given

out by th« attending physicians are incorporated

inthe report. On the fifth day. September 10, took
place the much discussed removal o* stitches from
the wound in the abdominal wall. The report say*:

"In the evening the dressings were examined, and

as there was considerable staining from the di?-
charges, Itwas thought best to remove four stitches
and to separate the edges of the wound. A little
Plough was observed near the bullet track, covering

a rpace nearly an inch wide, the thickness of the
flaps. The suppuration seemed to extend down to

k the muscle." The remainder of the wound looked
A healthy, the report continues, and it was thought
V that the Infection was due to the bullet or to a'

piece of clothing which had been carried Into the
wound at the time of the shooting.

The findings at the autopsy, declares the report,
at- well as the developments of the case during the
last days, exclude all possibility of absolute injury
to the "stomach by premature divine of solid food,
as was alleged at the time when unfavorable symp-
toms came on after a. chance to solid diet. On the
seventh day a favorable remit was confidently pre-
dicted. There was no uiipi of blood poisoning or of
Inflammation of the peritoneum. The only alarm-
ing symptom wac the President* rapid pulse.

Toward noon of the seventh day. the report goes
on. the pulse began to grow sneaker, and grew
rapidly worse. Stimulant* were given and the food
discontinued. At midnight there was an improve-
ment in the pulse, after an Injection of salt holution
Into the (iul>cutan«"U.s tissues. On the eighth day
the condition of the President eras described as
very perious, as he did not respond to stimulation.
At Io'clock oxygen was given and continued for
¦tome hours At C:3O the President was restless. At
10 p. m. he lor-t asasetovaaass. and continued to sink
until he died, at 2:15 a. m.. September It,

In speaking of the criticism that Rontgen rays
should have been used to locate the bullet. Dr.
Mann says: "In the first place, there were at no
time any films that the bullet was doing harm.
To have used the X ray simply to have satisfied
our curiosity would not have been warrantable.
Had there been signs of abscess formation, then

(the
X rays could and would have been used."

Dr. Gaylord's report of the autopsy nays that
nothing of Importance was noticed about the wound
on the chest caused by the first phot. The abdom-
inal wound showed no evidences of necrosis or
loagliiner. No Inflammation of the peritoneum was

found. The track of the bullet was traced through
pangTenous tissue in the fat behind the kidney to
the muscles of the back wall of the abdomen. The
direction of the bullet, however, could not be traced
any further. In •¦plte of all efforts the bullet could
not be found, and the autopsy had to be discon-
tinued, because the time allotted to it by the family
of the President had been exceeded. Dr. Gaylord
adds: "We were satisfied that nothing could be
gained by locating the bullet, which had set up no
leactlon.

Dr. Gaylord believes that the repair to the
etomach wounds was effective, and says thai the
gangrene around these wounds does not seem to
have been the result of any well defined cause. The
¦wound in the kidney, he continues, was of no im-
portance except, as showing the track of the bullet.

The report of the bacteriologist is largely what
the doctor* call negative. In other words. it con-
cerns rather the absence of germs than their pres-
ence. Aculture taken from the wound before death
ehowed several varieties of germs, but such a show-
Ing,Itsays, is rather expected in such cases. There
were present two of the ordinary germs of sup-
puration, and one pas forming germ of unknown
identity. A* the result of an examination of various
tissues and fluids removed after death. Dr. Mat-
ringer concludes that bacterial Infection was not a
factor In the production of the condition found in
the autopsy.

A chemical analysis by Dr. Hill of the remaining
bullet* and of the contents of the cartridge cham-
bers in the murderer's pistol showed that there was
no poisonous material, thus disposing of the theory
of a poisoned bullet.

murder CASE at ROCHESTER.

Rochester, N. V.. Oct. 17.— The body of a man.
Identified as that of William A. Bishop, No. 52
Bord*-n Block. Chicago. and whose home was at
Waukegan, 111., whr found this morning by Mary
Wels In «i sandy cornfield on the Pordhan farm,
in the town of Greece, near the Stone Road, with
his throat cut from ear to ear. The jugular vein
had been opened and the man had bled to death.
No knife was found. The wound. It Is thought,

COUld not have been inflicted with a razor.
The coroner traced the man's trailback one hun-

dred yards to the corner of a rail fence in a piece
of woods, where was found a large pool of blood.
There w-re evidences along the trail that the man
had fallen on his hands and knees.

In the pockets wen- found several women's long
gold chains, a gold watch, a silver watch and a
checkbook on the Merchants' Loan and Trust Com-
pany Chicago.

Bishop had drawn checks on October 15 for 125
and on October 16 for S2S, each In favor of himM-if.
Inhis wallet was ISO Ingreenbacks. In the pockets
also were several women's gold cuff buttons
marked "B."

The Indication Is that Bishop was murdered, butby what means Is not known, as the weapon in-
flicting the wound has not yet been found.
