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FOR ARMY IMPROVEMENT.

IMPORTANT RECOMMENDATIONS MADE
BY ADJUTANT GENERAL CORBIN.

IBY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, Oct. 18 -—Major General Corbin,
in the most comprehensive and valuable annual
report ever issued from the Adjutant General's
department, attributable to his position as virt-
ual chief of sta®f of the military establishment,
his ripe experience in conducting the army or-
ganization and his recent inspection beyvond the
Pacific Ocean, makes many recommendations
which will attract attention in Congress, and
which, in some instances at least, are likely to
shape legislation for the improvement of the
army. Chief of these, perhaps, is an earnest
argument in favor of the substitution for the
army transport service in the Pacific of con-
tracts with commercial lines for carrying the
troops, freight and mails in that ocean, thereby
encouraging the upbuilding of a great merchant
marine, to the advantage of American commer-
cial progress in the Orient. Many within and
without the army will doubtless disagree with
General Corbin, who treats the matter in his
customary vigorous and courageous manner,
and, notwithstanding the extremely heavy ex-
pense of the service as now maintained, will
prefer to have the government retain absolute
eontrol of the marine transportation of its forces
as a military necessity. General Corbin rests
the urgency of an American cable across the
Pacific on the fact that messages to Manila now
cost $238 a word, and are transmitted through
other countries

Another important recommendation is that
the army be placed on an equal footing with the
mavy in regard to the retirement of officers who
have served in the last two great wars, and
points out the injustice to Merritt, Brooke and
Otis, of the grade of general, who have only
the retired rank they would have had if the
army had not been engaged in war, in spite of
their conspicuous service,

General Chaffec’s experience in China with
the rowdyism of non-combatants dressed in
goldiers’ uniforms is cited as showing the neces-
gity for a distinctive uniform for officers’ ser-
wvants, teamsters and other employes,

General Corbin regards it safe to declare that
hazing, perticularly of a Dbrutal nature, is a
thing of the past at the Military Academy, and
commends to favorable action by Congress the
rehabilitation of the West Point hotel. He be-
heves in sending cadets to Fort Monroe for
practice with coast batteries. The attention of
Congress is earnestly directed to the advisability
of giving the rank, pay and allowances of a
lieutenant colonel to all officers selected for the
important and delicate duties of military at-
tachés abroal, only those officers possessing
large priv: te means being able to afford service
in those capacities at present. Further restric-
tions to govarn the commissioning of enlisted
men are proposed to insure their aptitude to
command, with a longer period of probation, and
attendance at one of the service schools is sug-
gesied in the course of extended consideration
of the subject.

In reviewing at great length the reports of all
general and staff officers the Adjutant General
emphasizes Genersl MacArthur's view of the
capture of Aguinaldo as the most momentous
single event of the war in the Philippines, as
well as this sentence in that general's report:

The conclusion is therefore reached that in war
every resource of administration should be invoked
to devise new and ingenious methods of spending
money, o long as money alone Is required to keep
the soldier mn good health, which means to keep
him contented and efficlent.

REDUCTION OF PHILIPPINE FORCE.

General Corbin submits a table to show that
the army in the Philippines is to be reduced by
expired enlistments at the rate of about 2000
& month from now until June, 1902, The ques-
tion whether the regiments thus depleted in
strength are to remain so, or be recruited to

their full roster, he says, is one requiring the
earliest consideration, for if the latter is con-
templated it is already time to begin special re-
cruiting.

The losses from all causes in the regular army
and the volunteers from July 1, 1900, to June 30,
1901, were 14,924 officers and men in the former
and 8,191 in the latter. The casualties among
the troops in the Philippines since the date of
the first arrival, June 30, INO8 1o June 30 last,
were 115 officers and 2,378 men killed, and 182
officers and 2,646 men wounded. General Cor-
bin dwells at some length on the subject of the
wolunteer army in the Philippines and calls at-
tention to the promptness and dispatch with
which these regiments were brought home and
mustered out.

TRAINING OF OFFICERS,
He devotes especial attention to the gquestion

©f the instruction of the army. He believes
that the system of training for the officers
should begin with elementary technical in-

struction at each post, and terminaie in the
Figher training which would be provided at a
war colleg=, the speedy and complete organiza-
gion of which he considers most desirable.

The general says that it has been reported
to him that retired army officers, detailed with
full pay as military instructors, Tn some in-
stances, do not even live at the colleges and
only occasionally wvisit them. This state of af-
fairs, he says, should be corrected.

General Corbin recommends that the old law
reguiring that each candidate from the ranks
for a commission in the army be a “non-com-
missioned officer in good standing who has dis-
played an aptitude for command and control of
men,” he revivad. Whils a great many excel-
fjent young men have come into the service as
officers under the present law, which opens the
way for commissions to enlisted men who have
had tvo years' service, General Corbin savs
thet a number of others have entered the army
#s officers in this way who are not up 1o the re-
gquirements of their rank.

" Justice has been already too long delayed, Gen-
eral Corbin says, in the matter of the medals
for excentional war service recommended by
President McKinley in his message to Congress
in 1899 for the volunteers, regulars, sailors and
marines on duty in the Philippine Islands, who
voluntarily remaincd in the service after their
terms of enlistment had expired, in order to
gerve their country in an extremity, and he
urges that this matter be brought to the atten-
tion of Congress with renewed emphasis. Gen-
eral Corbin alse cordially approves a movement
to give service medals to all officers and men of
the regular and volunteer troops who honorably
served in the war with Spain, in the Philippines
and in China.

He urges that more comfortable quarters for
the troops in the Philippines be provided as
poon as possible, and that an appropriation be
made for the erection of storehouses in and
about Manila where the government now rays
£300,000 annually for the wse of rented build-
ings. If these suggestions are adopted, General
Corbin says, the cost of maintaining the army
in the Philippines will be scarcely more than if
the troops were on home stations.

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LABROR PROBLEM IN HAWAIL

SECRETARY COOPER SAYS THE SITUA-
TION IS SERIOUS -THE AGRICULT-
URAL DEPARTMENT'S PLANS,

Washington, Oct. 18 —Henry E. Cooper, Terri-
torial Secretary and for several months before his
departure for the United States Acting Governor of
Hawail, has discussed with Secretary Wilson the
conditions in the Territory. One of the main alms
of Mr. Cooper's trip here is to acquaint the admin-
istration with the actual situation in Hawail. In
his conference with Secretary Wilson he emphasized
the seriousness of the labor problem. The natives
are dying off rapidly, the mortality being in the
neighborhood of forty deaths to the thousand, and
foreign laborers are getting out of the country
much more rapidly than they are coming in. The
encouragement of Chinese labor, he says, Is re-
garded as the most promising solution, and the
Territorial government is anxious that large num-
bers of laborers shall come in from China. The sugar
cane crop, that should have been harvested at the
beginning of July, is not yet off the field, and will
not be harvested before next month. The natives
generally will not work. The coffee industry is
languishing, and many things that should be raised
there have to be bought outside the islands.

Secretary Wilson informed Mr. Cooper of a re-
port from the superintendent of the agricultural
station in Honolulu showing, among other things,
that it costs $26 an acre to fertilize the fanc¢ crop
in Hawali, and pointed out the big wages which
have to be pald to farm laborers—$# a month, in-
cluding board—which are approximately $10 more
than are paid in this country. Mr. Cooper suggested
that the average farm wages might be even greater.
Secretary Wilson told Mr. Cooper of the plans the
department was making for Hawall, and said that
he intended to build up the coffee, spice, rubber and
other industries, and to help to diversify Hawallan
industries. No attention will be pald to the sugar
industry there, as Mr. Wilson contends that this
already 1s developed to the limit. The department
purposes, Mr. Wilson says, 1o make all these islands
within the United States raise whatever is adapt-
able 1o them individually, and to furnish everything
that is needed among themselves.

Mr. Cooper called at the Interior Department to-
day and finally revised his annual report, which he
has submitted to Secretary Hitchcock. He says all
experiments have shown that Americans are not
fitted for labor in the islands, and that there is
nothing to do but to get foreign labor, including all
nationalities. Mr. Cooper says this in no wise wiil
affect the labor conditions in the United States, as
the entrance of foreign labor already Is sufficiently
guarded against here. He pointed out that $20,000,000
worth of machinery and similar supplies had to
be bought from the United States for use in Ha-
wail last vear, and said that itmproved conditions
there would advance commercial conditions here.
He will start for Hawail next Thursday.

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GROWTH OF AMERICAN EXPORTS.

INTEREST OF COMPETING NATIONS SHOWN
BY A REPORT OF THE BRITISH COM-
MERCIAL AGENT AT CHICAGD

Washington, Oct. 18 (Special).—The interest felt
by the great manufacturing and exporting coun-
tries of the world in the growth of exports from
the United States and their invasion of new fields
is illustrated by a recent offi~ial report of the Brit-
ish commercial agent at Chicago, in which he dis-
cusses the export trade of the United States for
the last fiseal year A copy of this report has
Just reached the Treasury Bureau of Statistics
“The trade returns™ says E. Seymour Bell, the
author of the report, “show evilenc> of a consid-
erable increase in sxports to Mexico, Central &nd
South America, and the West Indies. There are
many indications that an attempt is about to be
made 10 capture the trade of South America. Ship-
ping facilities are being improved, though slowly,
and every effort is bemng made to draw more close
the commercial relations of the two American con-
tinents. Particular attention is being paid to the
needs of buyers, and the conditions of trade are
being closely studied. Everything that can give
satisfaction to buyers Is being done. Close atien-
tion is given to packing of goods, and price lists
are circulated in Spanish, with, In many cases,
prices gquoted in the current coln of the country the
one hundred kiles. The advantage of this to the
customers cannot be overestimated.”

The report then quotes extracts from leading
newspapers of Chicago and New-York, in which
the statistics of the export trade for the last fiscal
yvear are presented, and especlally those showing
the growth of exports to South America and those
showing the establishment of new steamship lines
to operate along the Pacific coast of North and
South America, and adds:

The States on the Pacific Coast have chiefly bene-
fited by the increase of trade with South America
The new steamships trading between Pacific ports
of South America and Pacific ports of the United
States, due, rrhapﬁ. 10 the new Interests acquired
in the Pacific Ocean, greatly facilitate the trade
between the several countries. The development of
rallways in Venezuela, Colombia and Argentina,
often with American capital, has also greatly aided
the expansion. In all probability this increase will
continue, especially if the plans of certain Ameri-
can investors are carried out. The whole of South
America only takes about 3 per cent of the total
exports of the United States, but they are Increas-
ing. The increase in trade with Chill is consid-
ered particularly gratifying. as it was unexpected,
Chill is recognized as one of the most prosperous
and most progressive countries in South America,
and it is expected to have a great future. The de-
sire to increase trade with South America is very
keen, and there is probably no part of the world
where greater efforts are being made to obtain a
supremacy. Not only has the trade been very small,
but in most cases the South American republics
have been selling to the U'nited States more than
they have been buying. Particular attention is be-
ing calied to the trade in cotton goods. That the
United States should have only sold in 190 to
Mexico, Central and South America cotton goods
of the value of $3.605,.26%9 while the U'nited Kingdom
sold to these same countries similar goods of the
value of $38.007 564, causes amazement, taking into
consideration the fact that the United States sold
to the United Kingdom raw cotton worth about
0000, 1 merely mention this in order to indi-
ate an important line of goods where severe com-
petition may be expected.

The report also discusses the growth of the ex-
port trade from the United States to Japan, waich,
1t says, “is becoming an important importing coun-
try of American goods.” The report then quotes
tables showing the total imports of Japan and the
total from the Unitad States and United Kingdom,
respectively, at quinquennial periods from 1881 It
shows that the imports into Japan from the United
States have risen from 1781108 yon in 1881 10 62.-
761196 yen in 19640, and that the imports into Japan
from the United Kingdom have only grown from
16.364.740 ven in 1881 to 71638219 yen in 199 Thus
the United States exports to Jajpan were In 199
more than thirty-five times large as In 1881,
while those of the United Kingdom to Japan were
less than five time: as large as in 1881

Commenting upon this phenomenal growth in the
exports from the United States, Mr. Bell ys: It
we make a comparison between the guantities of
certain merchandise exported this year with those
exported the year previous many a useful lesson

as

may be learned.” After reviewing the growth of
exports of manufactures in leading articles, he
says:

That the United Kingdom makes such a poor

showing in competition with the U'nited States is
due almost entirely to the nse of more perfect and
more economical machinery in this country. By
improvemems in methods of manufacture and close
attention 1o the wants of buyers, there should Le
no-difficulty in competing with the U'nited States
As regards heavy steel goods, such as rails, struet-
ural material, etc., the abundance and cheapness
of raw material in the United States make com-
petition more difacult. For finished articles, such
as machinery, etc.. it is more a question of econ-
omy of manufacture and design than in the first
cost of material. In this country of high wages
and in many cases Jong rallway carriage, the only
way 10 be able 10 compete with other countries is
to cut down expenses as much as possible by the
use of labor saving machinery and general! econ-
omy. If this is possible in America it ought to be
equaily possible in other competing countries.

HACKETT TO RETIRE SOON.

JUDGE CHARLES H. DARLING TO BE AS-
SISTANT SECRETARY OF THE NAVY.

Washington, Oct. 18.—Frank W. Hackett, As-
sistant Secretary of the Navy, will ask to be re-
lieved shortly. He will resume his law practice
in Washington. He had intended to do so on
October 1, but remained at the request of Secre-
tary Long, who, on account of the death of
President McKinley and domestic afflictions,
has been obliged to be away from the depart-
ment. Judge Charles H. Darling, of Benning-
ton, Vt., will succeed Mr. Hackett. Judge Dar-
ling is strongly recommended by Senator Proc-
tor and many other well known citizens of Ver-
mont. He is understood to be a successful prac-
titloner in the courts of Vermont and a man of
high character and standing. For many years
he was a judge of the municipal court of Ben-
nington.

NAVAL ENGINEERING NEEDS.

RECOMMENDATIONS BY ADMIRAL MEL-
VILLE IN HIS ANNUAL REPORT.

Washington, Oct. 18.—That there has been retro-
gression rather than an advance along engineering
lines in the navy in the last two vears Is the most
significant statement contained in the annual re-
port of Rear Admiral George W. Melville, engl-
neer in chief of the navy. He says that this is
not the time to entertain the suggestion frequently
made that a separate engineer corps should again
be created. He quotes an expression ot President
Roosevelt, when Assistant Secretary of the Navy—
“Every officer on a modern warship has to be a
fighting engineer —in support of Pis urgent recem-
mendation that the voung candidales of Annapolis
be not allowed to specialize altogether in other
directions, but that they be assigned in fair pro-
portions to the engineering divisions, He says it
must efther come to this or the warrant efficers,
on whom are falling all engineering duties, must
receive commissioned rank.

Admiral Melvilie declares that the number of
trained and ¢xpert naval engineers is being reduced
steadily, and the reduction is certaln to bccome
more rapid as the old officers take sdvantage cf
the retirement law. He polnts to the disabiement
of torpedo boats as a striking result of the lack
of engineers, for these boats have no commissivned
engineers, On the other hand, he proudly ealls at-
tention to the overtaking of the twentyv-knot Cclon
by the sixteen-knot Oregon as an example of what
can be schieved by trained and educated enginesr
officers. Therefore, he advises that a 'arge num-
ber of junfor officers be sent to the pavy yards
for practical engineer training: that a post-gradu-
ate engineering course be established at Annapolis;
that stokers be speclally tralned; that torpedo
boats be used to train machinists and water

tenders; that naval machinists recelve special in-
structions on repair work at navy vards: that de-
serving naval machinists after twenty years' ser-
vice have navy vard duty: that warrant machinists
be placed on the same footing as other warrant
officers, and that speclal pay be allowed to water
tenders of torpedo boats.

The engineer in chief asks for a new buiiding #t
Annapolis and an appropriation of $130.000 for ex-
perimental work. He wants to test liquid fuel, the
gteam turbine and electricity as a prime mover, in-
cluding the storage battery. He declares that the
wonderful strides made by Germany in the last
ten years can be ascribed in great part 'o the
Charlottenburg experimental station.

TIN CAN PLANT.

FIRE DESTROYS

LOSS ESTIMATED AT $100.000 -EMPLOYES PANIC-
STRICKEN.

The plant of the American Tin Can Company,
formerly owned by the Burger Manufacturing (‘om-
pany, at Nos. 266-27¢ Seventeenth-st., Jersey Clty,
was totally destroyed by fire yesterday afternoon,
causing a loss estimated by represegtatives of the
company at $100.000, fully covered by insurance. The
plant was a four story frame structure, about 1%
by 3 feet.

The fire burned for some time be-
fore being discovered, and then the seveaty-rive
employes, including a dozen women, became pante-
stricken and made a mad rush for safety.
