OBITUARY.

EX-GOVERNOR JOHN 8. PILLSBURY.
Minneapolis, Minn., Oct. 18.—John S. Pills-

bury, former Governor of Minnesota and one
of the State's foremost citizens, died early to-
day from Bright's disease. His illness was
comparatively brief, owing to his advanced age
of seventy-three years. He was a member of
the famous family of flour millers. He served
three terms as Governor, from 15876 to 1882
Among his numerous benefactions was his gift
to the University of Minnesota of its Science
Hall, costing $150,000. He had long been a
member of the board of regents, having been
named a life member. He also presented to

his native town of Sutton, N. H., a Town Hall

in memory of his parents.

John Sargent Pillsbury was a native of Sutton,
Merrimae County, N. H., and was born on July 29,
1524 His father, John Pillsbury, was a direct de-
scendant of Joshua Pillsbury, an Englishman, who

settled in Newburyport, Mass., in 1640, receiving a

grant of land, part of which is still retained by his

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: Are we In this campalgn to be actuated by
common sense or are we to be led away by ideal-
ism? As every one knows, the city is in the hands
of highwaymen, as Shepard has characterized
them. Low has been nominated by those who wish
to drive them out, and has promised to do so in
terms criticised only for their force. Shepard, nom-
inated by the highwaymen themselves, makes no
promises, but advances his subtle theories or splits
hairs on technicalities, always tending (whether he
means it or not) to divert attention from the real
Issue.

I have little doubt that on Election Day common
sense will assert itself.
