OVERTURNED.

The lots- of Frederick H. Benedict, who was
Jellied near Central Valley, N. T.. on Saturday

When a
Tribune reporter called there yesterday after-
noon a servant said that K. C. Benedict, the
father of the dead man. had been at the house
early In the day and had pone to his home, at
Greenwich, Conn., saying that he would not re-
turn until the day set for the funeral, which
will be private. It was also learned that Fred-
eric R. Coudert. father of Mrs. F. H. Benedict,

bad been at the house earlier In the day and
tad gone to Oyster Bay.

Mrs. F. H. Benedict was prostrated with grief.

Bhe was a guest of Major and Mrs. Bellinger at

"West Point on Saturday afternoon, and with a
number of friends saw the Harvard-West Point

football game. She and some of her friends left
Tuxedo on Saturday, bound Cor West Point, in
a tally-ho. Two hours later her husband started
In his automobile from Tuxedo to the place

•where the football pame was to be played. In
his machine, as reported on Sunday, was, be-

»£ides himself and Grenvil'e Kane, a chauffeur.
Few details of the accident could be learned

tin this city yesterday. The dispatches from the
*Bcene of the accident v ere somewhat conflicting.

•One was to the effect that Mr.Benedict operated
the machine, and another that the vehicle was
•agrulded by the chauffeur. Most of the reports

icaid that Mr. Benedict had charge of the auto-
fcnoblle at the time of the accident.

He reached Central Valley about noon, where
ij»e had luncheon. A fierce thunderstorm swept

ever the village about this time, and the roads
¦were wet and slippery when the trip to West
Point was resumed. Itis said that the automo-
bile was being driven at a fair rate of speed
"when East Mountain, a short distance north of
Centred Valley, was reached. While going down
the mountain the vehicle struck some rocks
near a Fton^ breakwater and turned over in a
trice. Mr. Kane was flung headlong clear of the
automobile. He was injured in striking the
(rround. The chauffeur was also shot into the
air. and fell out of harm's way. Mr. Benedict
had a heavy laprobe wrapped around his knees.
3t Is thought that this robe kept him pinned in

.the vehicle, and as the machine turned over he
¦was crushed to death.

Several men on horseback reached the scene
t)f the accident a few moments after it occurred.
One basten«fd to Central Valley to call a phy-
eiclan and the other stayed to help get the body
fit Mr. Benedict from under the wrecked ma-
chine. A number of Italian laborers were work-
in? near by, and they readily assisted In the ef-
forts to lift the machine so that the body could
be dragged out. Though suffering much pain,
Mr. Kane directed the task. The physician
called from Central Valley pronounced Mr.Ben-
edict dead and had Mr. Kane removed to a cot-
tage, where his wounds were dressed.

None of Mr. Kane's relatives could be found
ie this city yesterday.

FERING FROM PARALYSIS. IS

CHLOROFORMED.

Providence. R. 1.. Oct. 20.—The famous trot-
tins mare Allx, once queen of the turf, was
chloroformed to death at the Marlposa stock
farm yesterday. About a month ago she suf-
fered a stroke of paralysis. Two weeks later her
condition became so serious that she was placed

in a sling, and yesterday it became apparent
that her death was only a matter of a short
time, and her owner, 1.. C S-iyles, determined
to end her sufferings.

For six years, or since her purchase by ex-
Mayor Sayles, Alix had not appeared on the
racetrack. She had borne two colts In the last
two years. Allx lowered the trotting record of
Nancy Hanks. 2:04, at Galesburg. 111., en Sep-

tember 19. 1594. She went the mile in 2:08%,
and this record stood until The Abbot lowered
It, Just a year ago, to 2:031,4. In 1893. at the
World's Fair. in Chicago. Alix won probably the
greatest race ever trotted in America. Four

AT LOCAL LINKS.

To complete the round of local championships

which have proved such a popular feature of this

season's golf, the East Jersey Golf League will

hold its annual contest at the links of the Mont-

clalr Golf Club on Tuesday and Wednesday of this

week. Howard Giffln. of the East Orange Golf

Club, who won the championship last year at Bal-
tusrol, will defend his title, but P. C. Pulver. the

runner up, willnot be eligible, as the Newark Ath-

letic Club, to which he belongs, has withdrawn

from the league, leaving as Its present members
the Morristown Field Club, the East Orange Golf

Club, the Glen Ridge Golf Club, the Forest Hill

Field Club and the Elizabeth Town and Country

Club.
Unlike moat of the sectional championships this

season, there will be no qualifying round, the exec-
utive committee having decided to follow the Eng-

lish practice of drawing the competitors at match
play without the formality of a preliminary score.
For this reason each club will be limited to three
representatives. The president of the league. B.
R. Jacobs, has offered a silver cup to the winner,

and there will also be prizes for the players taking

second and third places.
As this willbe the first championship test of the

Montclair course since the full circuit of eighteen

holes was opened, the tournament has aroused con-
siderable interest among players at large, and some
curiosity Is felt as to whether the present record
of N. made by Paul Wllcox. the club's president,

will be allowed to stand. The new circuit meas-
ures 6.(06 yards, and bogie Is figured at 83. As

URES FOR SEVERAL MILES—FAST

TIME BY MOTORS.

Little "Joe" Nelson, a brother of "Johnny" Nel-
son, recently killed at Madison Square Garden, who
is still in his teens and Is not much bigger than a
Kansas grasshopper, seems likely to become as
noted a record breaker as his unfortunate brother.
The little, fellow was the hero of the bicycle meet

at the Vailsburg track yesterday, not only defeating
hid opponent easily in a fifteen-mile motor paced
race, but creating new world's amateur records for
every one of the miles, excepting the first, fourth
and fifth.

George Leander made the one, four and five mile
records at Indianapolis on September 23 oflast year.
The other record holders who are forced to take
a back seat are H. Edwards. J. Lake. Ray Duer
and E. Ryan. Fulton. Nelson's opponent, took the
lead at the start, but Nelson quicklyoverhauled him
and led at the end cf the first mile by fully three
lengths. At five miles Nelson lapped Fulton, and he
repeated this in the fifth, ninth and thirteenth
miles, eventually winning by three and a half lap»,
or within a furlong of a mile.

About four thousand spectators witnessed the
sport, and. while the wind was keen, the manage-
ment Is determined to hold meets until the snow
flies fast enough to stop racing. A motor handicap
was a novelty. Albert Champion, although on asingle motor bicycle, was placed on scratch, which
showed that the handicapp»r knew his business.
Champion won eas.ly. making world's motor records
for nearly every mile, Aid doing the five miles in
6:25.

Saxon people. The work begun by Nelson and
completed by Wellington at the battle of Waterloo
had checked and defeated that great French host
which if permitted to reach Its goal would have
changed entirely the history of Europe.

Just before the regular service Mayor Bowket said
that at thr- celebration held at Winchester last
