“THE AMERICAN DANGER.”

GERMAN MANUFACTURERS DISCUSS THE
FORMATION OF A EUROPEAN
CUSTOMS TUNION.

Berlin, Oct. 21.—The Bund der Industriellen
held a general meeting here to-day at which
was discussed the “American danger” and the
new German tariff. The general secretary of
the bund, Dr. Wendlandt, described the *“Amer:-
can danger” as extremely grave, and sald that
Germany’'s manufacturers were fully conscious
of this danger. He quoted figures showing the
extraordinary growth of exports from the
United States to Germany, and the decline in
the movement of goods in the opposite direc-
uon, and complained that the average of dutles
imposed by the United States is 30 per cent,
while that of Germany is only 10 per cent. A
further hardship, he said, is the requiring of a
declaration of invoices before a consul, thus
giving Americans possession of business secrets
of the German manufacturers. He asserted
that the United States Government maintained
detectives in Germany for the purpose of dis-
covering trade secrets and undervaluations, and
cited the case of a factory in Saxony which had
been ruined thereby,

Referring to President Roosevelt's reported
wish to come to terms with Germany, the
speaker said:

Germany's best policy will be to wait for the
Americans to come to us, and then to demand
the removal of the worst Injustices and annoy-
ances before we begin a fixed treaty, Germany
should refuse to act until the United States re-
duces the duties below 20 per cent.

Discussing the remedies at Germany's dis-
posal, Dr. Wendlandt said the chief one was
the tariff, an increase of which absolutely must
be applied. *“This,” he declared, “would bring
America to her senses, and counteract the
boundless despotism of trusts.” He recom-
European
customs union against the United States, and,
admitting the great dificulties in the way of
this, declared that if it should prove impossible,
then a commmon agreement should be made to
treat American goods differently from those of
other countries.

Other speakers warned their hearers against
a tariff war with the United States, since that
v can easily get from other countries
what it now imports from Germany, while Ger-
Many wou!d be unable to do the sama.

The bund adopted resolutions favoring the
passage of the tariff bill after dropping the
double system of duties on graln, in order that
Germény may have new duties for the securing

| of advantageous trade relations with the United

States. The bund also recommended that the
plan for a European customs union against the
United States be further considered.

PROTEST DECISIONS.

COMPLAINTS THAT BOARD OF ELEC-
TIONS HOLDS RULINGS BACK
TO PREVENT APPEALS.

Three members of the Board of Electlons were
in executive session until 2:30 o'clock this morn-
ing at the trial room at Police Headquarters. It
had been in session continuously since 7 o'clock,
and had begun eariy in the day to hear protests
against the nomination of independent candidates.
There were twenty protests to be decided. There
was much dissatisfaction among the crowd of poll-
ticlans, candidates and lawyers who had been walit-
ing for decisions. They declared that the delay of
the board was simply a Tammany trick devised to
deprive them of their right to appeal to the courts
for a review of the decisions.

Under the statutes the decisions of the board
must be rendered fiftecn days before the day of
election, in order that candidates may ask the
Supreme Court for a review of their cases as de-
cided by the board. In conformance with this stat-
ute the board should have rendered its decisions
by midnight last night.

Julius M. Mayer, chairman of the Law Commit™
tee of the Republican County Committee, who was
at Headquariers in the interests of his organiza-
tion, sald that the delay would not injure the cav
of the candidates. He based this assertion on the
decision rendered by the Court of Appeals in the
Hennessy case last yvear. in which the eourt held
that the failure of election officials to pers 1 their

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT AND THE GOV-
ERNOR IN CONFERENCE.

NEW-YORK POLITICS AND FEDERAL AP-

POINTMENTS SUPPOSED TO HAVE
BEEN DISCUSSED-TALKS WITH

SENATOR PLATT.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, Oct. 21.—Governor Odell of New-
York took breakfast with President Roosevelt
to-day. The Goverpor arrived at the White
House a little before 8 o'clock and was im-
mediately ushered into one of the private var-
lors, where he waited about fifteen minutes
for the President. Then the two met just as
old friends everywhere meet after a short sepa-
ration It was Governor Odell's first call on
President Roeosevelt in the White House, and
their first meeting since the day of the Me-
Kinley funeral services in Washington. After
breakfast they went to the President’s office,
where they remained for about an hour, the
President having given orders that he was not
to be disturbed until he had finished his talk
with Governor Odell. That the principal tople
of their conversation was the pending municipal
campaign in New-York is not doubted, although
Governor Odell, who took a noon train for
New-York, refused in the most positive way to
give the slightest hint of the subject or the
motive of his long and unexpected conference
with the President at so unusual an hour. In
point of fact, the Governor managed to elude
the army of newspaper men who trailed his
tracks clogely until it was learned that he had
left the city at noon for New-York,

From the White House Governor Odell went
to the rooms of Senator Platt, in the Arlington
Hotel, and there held a conference of an hour's
length with the Senator. Mr, Platt denied him-
self all day te newspaper men, remarking to
one who met him in the hotel office and asked
him if Appralser Wakeman were to be re-
tained:

“Oh, I don’t care anything about Wakeman.
Bigger things than that are hothering me at
present.*

Senator Platt will return to New-York to-
morrow morning on an early train, and In the
afternoon will agaln meet Governor Odell by ap-
pointment at the Fifth Avenue Hotel,
