HARD FIGHT FOR FPRINCETON.
LAFAYETTE HOLDS HER TO ONE TOUCH-

DOWN—-LONG RIU'NS THE FEATURE.

Princeton, N. J.. Oct
featured by sensational runs in the second half the
f‘rh:rﬂnn team defeated Lafavette here to-day by
6 to 0 in the hardest fought game on old Nassau's
gridiron since the Yale match of a vear ago. As
it"was considered one of the most important games
that will be played this season an unusually large
crowd was present, the attendance being fully six
thousand. The game was started at 3:05 o'clock
The remresentatives of the Maroon and White were
urged on by the cheers of a biz contingent of
Lafavette undergraduates and alumni. while
Tigers played their game with the “‘triple”
“locomotive’ cheers sounding in their ears.

Apart from frequent fumbles in the first half
and the early part of the second the game was
strongly plaved by both teams. each making the
other fight hard for every foot of ground. The
teams wmere evenly matched in the general
work the game in the first half. but in the
second Princeton began to find her opponent’s line
for good gains. and Dewltt easily outpunted Cure

At the start Cure kicked off to Dewitt, who re-
covered twelve wards. MceClave hit the line for
three yards, and Dewitt punted. Cure circled left
end for fifteen yvards and Trout added five more,
but fumbled and McCord fell on the ball.

West Point, Oct. 25.—Although in a crippled con-
dition, West Point defeated Willlame by a score of
15 to 0 on the cadet gridiron to-day.
