STEAM MACHINE MAKES BEST RECORD ON

EAGLE ROCK
The New-Jersey Automobile Club yesterday after-

noon held Its first annual tent of endurance in hill
climbing. The Eagle Rock bill, which wan chosen
for the contest, was lined with automobiles and
carriages, and hundreds on foot watched the affair.
Not since the halcyon day«, of bicycling, when hill
climbingcontents were held, has there been Kueh a
crowd on the hllL Eagle Rock hillbaa a rise of 18
per cent.

The prizes offered were silver curm, there beln<
classes for both steam and gasolene cnrrlagen.
W. J. Stewart, of Newark, won the first prize for
steam carriages, hl3 time being 2 minutes 43 sec-
onds. He Bays thia Is the world's record for long
hillclimbing with a steam carriage. B. L.Wright,
of Orange, MaBB., was second; time. 2 minutes 67
seconds.

For gasolene carriages the first prize was won by
C E. Duryee. of Reading, Perm. John M. Schmidt,
of East Orange, was second.

Many of the manufacturers were absent from the
exhibition in the morning and afternoon hours,

having gone to their homes in order to vote. Some
of the salesmen and mechanics also demanded this
privilege, and visitors to tho show, especially In
the morning hours, did not find as many attend-
ants at the booths as usual. Several new features
were added to the exhibit yesterday. The racing

machine belonging to Henri Foumler was placed
on exhibition, and the vehicle over which there
has been so much talk attracted a great deal of at-
tention. A tremendous steam truck, said to be the
larget-t machine of the sort turned out as yet.

was also placed on exhibition in the afternoon.
The truck has an average horsepower of 20, but
a maximum of 34. It Is 18 foet over all, with a
10-foot wheel base and a 5-foot 7-lnch track. It
weighs about four and a half tons, and will carry
about as much more weight. The machine is so
arranged th«.t the exhaust pteam escapes through

tho smokestack. It cost $3,500. The automobile be-
longing to Spencer Track was added to th© loan ex-
hibit of tho Automobile Club exhibit yesterday.

The possible speed of several of the machines in
the Garden has caused considerable discussion
among their owners, and the chances .ire that the
talk will lead to several races after tho show. Most
of the owner.* prefer having the contests on
straightaway pieces of macadam road rather than
upon oval or cJrvular tracks.

MEN SMASHED VISITORS'

LINETO PIECES.

The hardy athletes who represent Columbia Unl-

versltv on the football tic-Id added another scalp

to their girdle yesterday at the Polo Grounds by

\u25a0winning a game from the Georgetown eleven. The

excitement over the election seemed to affect the
attendance, for not over one thousand spectators

were present. Columbia was heavier and more Re-

gressive than her Georgetown rivals, and while the

local collegians won by the score of IS to 0. many

of th© footballs experts were of the opinion that
Columbia, could have scored more frequently had

occasion required.

\u25a0While the weather was characterized as of the

Ideal sort by the football players and coaches, the
spectators at the foot ofCoogan's Bluff were chilled

to the marrow before the same was half over.
Halves of 25 and 20 minutes were played; longer

halves were not needed to determine th« general
superiority of the Columbia hosts. The. field was in

good condition, the rain in the morning having In
reality improved the turf.

While Coach Sanford predicted a rather easy
victory for his players, he decided not to take any
chances, and kept his regular players in their po-
sitions throughout the contest, the substitutes re-
maining- on the side lines, <ies;>it» their eagerness
to get into the fray.

GEORGETOWN ,WAS OUTPLAYED.

Columbia outplayed the men. from Georgetown
from the start, and only once did Georgetown look
likely to 6core. Columbia's superior weight rtood
her In good stead, and her backs pounded the
Georgetown line repeatedly for substantial gains.

Columbia scored once in the first half and twice
In the second. Morley played an excellent gam«,
yet he missed an easy place kick from the field
which, had it been made, \u25a0would have Increased
Columbia's score from 1% to 0 to 23 to 0.

The play was hard from the start, and while the
Georgetown men did not. lack aggressiveness, they
did not have the btr<*ngth to battle successfully
against Columbia. There was little kicking and
not much play in the open; not enough to Bult the
average spectator at a football game, who prefers
this sort of play to the mass manoeuvres. Long
runs, another electrical feature for the spectators,
•were also missing. Columbia used close forma-tion, and soon found that th* Georgetown tackles
were rather weak. We-kes, Columbia's great back,
did little hurdling, because It was not necessary.

At only one stage of the game did Georgetown
seem likelyto score. Hart, Georgetown's fullback,
skirted Columbia's right end for twenty yards. A
delayed pass enabled him to make the run.
"Weekes alone Interposed between Hart and the
Columbia goal line, and the friends of the local
team held their breath a3 Hart made tracks for
the much hoped for line. "Wf-ekes. however, was
equal to the emergency, and. making a deadly
tackle, brought Hart to the ground amid the
frantic shouts of acclaim from Columbia admirers.
After that tackle Georgetown had no chance. The
visitors continued to fight back plucklly,but they
were outmatched and helpless.
