USED TRUST FUNDS.

SUPREME FINANCIAL OFFICER OF THZ
. KNIGHTS OF THE MACCABEES CON-
FESSES DEFICIT OF $57.000-0R-
DER PROTECTED.

Port Huron, Mich., Nov. 7.—By his own writteh
confession, Charles B. Thompson, Supreme Finance
Keeper of the Supreme Tent, Knights of the Mac-
cabees, and a prominent vesse! and tug man of this
eity, Is a defaulter in the sum of 357.000. Mr.
Thompson, however, was heavily bonded in the
National Surety Company of New-York, and the
Fidelity and Deposit Company of Baltimore, and the
order, therefore. is protected from loss Thomp-
son made no effort to escape after bis defalcation
was discovered. He is now at his homse awafiting
the action of the bonding companies. His em-
bezzlement is confessed in the following letter to
Supreme Commander D. P. Markey:

Dear Sir: It is with a feeling of distress and
shame that I tender herewith my resignation as
supreme finance keeper of the order of which you
are the head. Aund this step is taken w
realization that I am neo longer worth
panionship and association fellow
I have held the position since the order was
founded, have during most of that time been offi-
ctally associated with the present supreme officers
and never until now did I in any way Dbetray my
trust. I was engaged in a legitimate business
venture in which | had made a large invesiment
and found myself in a position when further money
Wwas necessary to save myself from bankruptey and
ruin. There wa pparently no chance for loss. I
then betrayed my trust 1 used the funds of the
order, at the time believing ere was no question
of my ability to replace them within a short time.
Thp amount I used was $57.09. I have no hope of
being able to repay this amount. I know the order
i= protected from loss by the surety bond of nearly
twice the amount in a perfectly responsible com-
pany, but this does not | n my mental suffering
nor relieve me from the disgrace of having bhetrayed
the confidence reposed in me. Nothing that may
occur can increase the tortures h [ have suf-
'r'nr»;d and am still suffering. I c: nly awalt such
action as may be taken and abide the equances,
No punishment can be greater than and no suffer-
Ing <o intense as, that resulting from the loss of the
respect and esteem of the membership of the order
and the suffering necessarily caused to my family.

The first intimation of the shortage came on

Tuesday afternoon, when Supreme Commander
Markey and Supreme Record Keeper George R
Sigle were checking over the finance keeper's books.
An error was discovered, and they called Thomp-
son's attention to it. He said that he would take
the hooks and papers home with him that night
and look it up. On Wednesday morning he came

to Supreme Commander Markey's offi ind con-
fessed that his accounts were short $57,0%. He then
and there signed a written confession of the em-

bezzlement. An examination of the books followed
and the shortage was disclosed. Supreme Com-
mander Markey this afternoon gave out ¢ follow=
ing statement in regard to Mr. Thompson's short-
age:

But the fact that no pecuniary loss
is sustained does not rslleve from regret the mem-
bership of the association. who have been, up to
the present time, able to say that no officer in the
assoctation has ever misappropriated a single
dollar's worth intrusted to his care. The bond
companies have been informed of Mr. Thompson's
defalcation, and the Supreme ent will look to
them to make gocd the amount. Pending an ad-
justment with the bond companies there will be no
delay in the payment of death claims, as the order
has on deposit in cash on the first day of this
month. In .ts various depositorfes throughout the
United States, a little more than $500.000. besides
having bonds amounting to more than $1,120.000.

The companies on Mr. Thompson's bond were in-
formed of the shortage to-day, and re rzsentatives
of each are now on their way to Port Huron. Itis
expected they will arrive either late to-night or to-
morrow morning. Thompson is not under arrest,
but says that he expects to he arrested and prose-
cuted, and is prepared to pay the penalty of his
breach of trust.
