said tn be unprecedented in the annals of mercan-
tile shows in this city, gome of the amounts men-
tioned last night would seem incredible. One
manufacturer alone is said to have done $100,000

worth of business during Urn week. This Includes
machines sold at th»> show and- orders for machines
for future delivery. One manufacturer considered
that $1,000,000 worth of automobiles had been dis-
posed of directly or indirectly through the medium
of the exhibit, and others thought this amount too
modest.

As the closiig hours drew near last night great
activity was shown in the many booths. Automo-
bile horns and bells w.^re let loose with bla«ts whl_-h

were deafening. It was not unlike the end of the
cycle shows except that there was more noise and
confusion. By lKi'X half an hour after the exhi-
bition had bf-en declared closed, two-thirds of the
booths had been dismantled and many of the ma-
chine* had left the building. Those which have
not been purchased will be moved direct to Chi-
cago, where another show will he held.

Those who purchased machines yesterday were
R. L. Morris. C. M. Hamilton and A. A. Anderson.
Mr. Morris purchased a $4,ort*> steam vehicle. Mr.
Hamilton"s purchase was a twenty-four horse
power, four cylinder, gasolen'- machine, the price
not being made public. Mr. Anderson bought a
twelve horse power gasolene machine of special
make.

Much rivalry was shown during the week be-
tween the different booth owners. The announce-
ment that new ideas in construction were to be
Been at any particular booth was sure to bring
a great throng of people. inclu<li:;g many rival
makers. At one booth a li\-lyScene was «n^cted
when a salesman from a rival concern was seen
sketching a boiler. The amateur artist was t«~>l 1
to go about his business and wh^n he refused be
was threatened with arrest. Of course he was not
arrested. The American makers also dos<!y *x-
amimd the foreign machines, hut from the tone
of their remarks they did not find any foreign in-
novations in construction which deserved copying.

Yesterday afternoon Henri Fotirnier and Henry
C. Ford rook an automobile and went over to
Brooklyn to go over the course on Ocean P-trkway
where the record trials willbe made nest Saturday.
Both were satisfied that the parkway would offer
an admirable course for T.ist work and predicted
that with tine weather next Saturday all records
would be broken.

At 11 p. m. last night the second annual automo-

bile show held at Madison Square Garden was
brought to a close. The exhibits were kept intact
up to the closing time, so that visitors to the

Garden last nisrht were not annoyed, as at other
shows, with seeing booths practically dismantled
early in the evening of the last nisrht.of the exhibit.
The manufacturers say that they are well satisfied
with th«» show, and the exhibit will be an annual
one in New-York hereafter.

She never could improve her position dur-
ing the running of the race. Oom Paul, the two-

year-old, won the race handily from Ben MacDhui
amid a silence that was painful.Lamp o' Lee. carry-

ing a heavy commission from his stable, galloped

away with the first race, beatin? the much touted
and well back Western colt. Ben Battle, who was

mado favorite for the race. Many unkind things

were said about Redfern's effort on The Rogue,

which was as feeble as a ride could be.

AUTISTIC MUXTOG.

NASSAU BEATEN BY DYKER MEADOW.

CHA.UXCEY WINS FROM DOUGLAS. THE MET-
ROPOLITAN CHAMPION.BYiUP.

For the first time since his arrival In. this coun-
try. In 1897. Findlay Douglas, holder of the na-
tional championship in1539 and winner of the met-
ropolitan championship of the present season, was
beaten in team play at the Dyker Meadow links.

CHAMPIONSHIP.

TO STOP SPEEDING ON HIGHWAYS.
