ecessors have. She floated off at high tide.
She was cleared from Quarantine at 8:05, thir- |
teen minutes after the Philadelphia.

The Lucania did not have the same ease in
getting away from Quarantine as the other two |
steamers. She had the misfortune to come from
Liverpool, where bubonic plague is reported. |
The fact that the passengers had been examined
at Liverpocl before embarking did not prevent
the Health Officer’s force from personally in-
specting evervbody.

EAST CHESTER, WHICH ONCE STONED REPUBLI-

The election returns in Westchester County show
that for the first time in a half century the town
of Tast Chester, which contains the village of
Tuckahoe, has gone Republican. The town is re-
garded as one of the strongholds of the State.
Twenty years ago, when Judge Isaac N. Mills
attempted to make a Republican speech there, he
was stoned and hissed. The local issue at the
last election was whether the Union Railway
Company should be allowed to extend {ts trol-
ley lines through the town to White Plains, Mount
Vernon and New-York City.
