ORBIT OF THE XEW ASTEROID.

IT LIES NEARER THE BUS THAN ANY OTHER

SIMILAR BODT.

Cambridge. Mass.. Nov. 15.-The elliptical ele-

ments of a new asteroid discovered In a photograph

of the heavens taken at Arequii-a. Peru. August If,
1901. have been computed by Professor Simon New-

comb. of Washington, and Miss Anna Winlock,

of Harvard University. The photographic plata

showed the asteroid as having a declination of

minus 60 degrees, or occupying such a position that

ithad hitherto been unrecorded by astronomers.

The preliminary circular orbit of the astercia
showed its daily motion around the sun to exceed
•'200 seconds, thus marking it as being nearer tna

sun than any asteroid previously studied. Italso
has a greater ellipticity than any other known sim-

ilar body. When discovered the asteroid was a

most at its nearest point to the sun. or about
150.000.< X« miles distant from that body Since then
It.has been moving rapidly north, and Is now with-
in reach of the telescopes of Europe and the Lrutea

long been one of the treasures of the Duke of
Devonshire's library at Chatsworth. A reproduc-

tion of It.edited by Mr.Lionel Cust. whose recent

biography of the painter will be remembered, is
announced for early publication in London, and
will probably be brought out here by the Macmiilan
Company this winter. Mr. Cust traces the story of
the sketchbook from the date. December, MIX, when
Van Dyck died at his house in Blackfriars. His
pupils and assistants did what they liked with the
contents of his studio, and many a relic like this
one forthwith began a long Journey. The sketch-
book is described by Mr. Cust as a small quarto

volume, bound originally in white vellum. It con-
tained 134 leaves. Therei8no system in the ar-
rangement of the sketches. The majority are
made with a pen in bistre colored Ink. heightened

by the use of a brush in the same Ink. Some ap-
pear to have been made In Vgfet pencil outline,

which has almost faded, so that the sketches have
in certain cases been drawn over with a pen, proba-

bly by some later possessor of the book. The
sketches are on both sides of the page. The form
of the reproduction of ithas not been announced.
but itIs to be presumed that it will follow, so far

as possible, the characteristics of the original.
