A DECLINE OF 1 PER CENT IN AMALGAMAT-
ED FOR THE DAT—RUMOR OF A COM-

INGREDUCTION INPRICE.

The absence of any favorable news concerning
Amalgamated Copper, coupled with rumors that
the dividend would be either reduced or passed
at the meeting of the directors to be heH early

this month, and that from no.OOO.fHH) to 7.!>/h mi -
»"*v> pounds of copper had recently been Fold at
prices under the present list figures, caused a
renewal yesterday of the onslaught upon the
slock, which, after an early spurt to 7<j. sold
='*adily down to 9& a new low level, rallying

to 74^ at the close, a net decline of 1 per cent
for the day. The extreme weakness in Amal-
gamated naturally demoralized the whole stock
market. Neither H. H. Rogers, president of the
Ama.gammed Copper Company, nor William G.
Rockefeller, the secretary, was at his office
yesterday.

There was an unconfirmed report from Boston
that all the large producers of copper, including
the Amalgamated. Phelps, Dodge &. Co., Calu-
met and Hecla, Quincy and the W. A. Clark
interests, had reached an understanding in ac-
cordance \u25a0a'ith which the price of copper would
not be materially shaded for the next sixty days
by any of these interests.

On the other hand, rumors were current that
an official announcement tvould be made to-

morrow of a reduction In the price of copper by

the Amalgamated.

By his will he left the bulk of his
property to his wife. Anna Mersereau Steers.
Miss Lucretia V. Steers had been living with Mr

Two days after his funeral. It is alleged. Miss
Steers took the widow to a iawyer and Induced
her to make a will leaving her all her property.

She next, it is asserted, induced Mrs. Steers to go

to Garden City, and on December 12, 1900. induced
her to make a deed conveying her all her real
estate, consisting of tenement houses In One-hun-
dred-and-eighteenth-st., twenty city lots at Cne-

TEACHING AMERICAN IDEAS.

An official of Ion? experience who has devoted
much attention to this subject says:

The questions of raisins, this money are fr*-»da-
ment.i'.. The methods under Spanish rule * trow
little light upon the methods required under Ameri-
can ideas. What will local considerations, inter-
est and sentiment justify? It may be especially
fortunate for this educational work that careful
observers are able to point out that the native
women are especially apt in conducting affairs.
Some authorities have claimed that they are more
skilled in this respect than the men. It may be
generally conceded that they are more devoted to

the care and welfare of the children than men.
For Manila, compulsory attendance is required

by the law of the commission. Parents neglecting
to send their children to school may be fined not

less than £2 nor more than to. Mexican. Ailboys

and girls between the ages of six and twelve must

attend school. It is Interesting to observe the
studies named for instruction in its public ele-
mentary schools. The English language is the
basis of all instruction, which may embrace read-
ing. language, writing, arithmetic, geography, his-
tory, hygiene, gymnastics, music, drawing, sewing

and nature studies. In accordance with Amer-
ican custom, no religious denomination shall have

the right to teach its particular faith in the schools
partly"or wholly supported by public funds.

Thus the millions of the archipelago are offered
American ideas and customs. This offer embraces
all improvements in the principles and methods or
public"education adopted in this country. How

slowly, it may be remarked, has the American
public come to adopt these topics as proper sub-
jects of public instruction in our elementary

schools! In the Philippines they are offered at
the start. There they begin on a basis well
thought oat as adapted to the public welfare, and
it may be well to recall how human nature may

treat this opportunity, for it does not cease to be
true, as we are accustomed to say. that "you may
lead a horse to water, but you cannot make it
drink."

While the present interest is shown by the na-

tives in the instruction of thrir children, enthusi-
asm in their behalf may rise very high and be
gratifying; results may be surprising. For final
results we must expect time to have Its opportu-
nity. Itmust be remembered that the intellectual
may produce creat activity on the surface and
much of the old paganism remain beneath. H^w
often It Is true that scratch th« surface and be-

neath you Sr.d some Indication? of the savage. \\ c
need' to take account of what constitutes the main
stock in life of any people, as well as what is in-
dicated in new forma that may be exhibited in

connection with schools*— their conversations In
towns, In soda] gatherings, in Individual beliefs
and aspiration?. _

In \u25a0 monograph published recently by the Bureau
of Education th^re appears a significant note. A
student In one of the convents in the islands found
in conversation with his teacher that by boom
chance the teacher bad coma informed of old
ways and cu«toms and Ideas which the student
supposed wers a secret with him and his clan, and
as a consequence was greatly asritared by the dis-
covery Those familiar with the education of our
regress and our Indians have often found this
true, that -.ere ar<» behind, cut of Bight, well Known
to then bit tittle known to us. traditions, cus-
toms cherished superstition", a whole body of
thought and life which it takes years and cen»ra-
tions to eradicate.

OUTLOOK FOR THE FUTURE.

These fundamental facts must be kept in mind,

as we anticipate the future for the Philippines.
We are accustomed to refer to the brotherhood of
mankind, and to say wn.it one man has done an-
other may do: and yet, when we look very minute-
Iv into conditions, we find great varieties, not
only of individuals, but of races, and these race
differences we must not overlook in our anticipa-
tions of the future. The Japanese have mad*
wonderful changes in rising amoni; the nations
of the ii- Inhabitants of the archipelago, many

of them, have distinct race resemblances to th«

Japanese. Will they make a similar rapid ad-
vance? May we. expect it. or shall we be disap-

pointed, and the necessary reaction of opinion fol-
low? We se«, by what our agencies are doing in
the archipelago how rapidly we are preparing to
produce results such as we «cc amonc ourselves.
We may reasonably expect, especially while the
Interest continues to be manifest in educational
processes, that these results will in a measure
follow; but we may well ask. if we succeed in
establishing school systems and in bringing the
children, as the Philippine Commission proposes
for Manila, all of them, into school, and we intro-
duce more or less or' the customs that are common
among us, can we expect, reasonably, that at the
fame time the fundamental conditions will be so

\u25a0 inged a= to produce in that race the result
found in the Anglo-Saxon race, or the result mani-
fest in our Bed American population? Ameri-
cans will rejoice in ail triumphs accomplished by
their brethren whose- altruism carries them
to the Philippine archipelago to elevate the na-
tives. Every one there willhave his opportunities
of triumphs, and we shall be glad to have them
receive ample reward. There will be. undoubted-
ly, the indication of proof, and all th.it may be-
come visible to the observer; but we may. at the
Fame time, well ask how deep in the nature of the
population will this process become? How funda-
mental and complete will be the change, and bow
lasting If the external and causative Influences are
withdrawn?

Whatever else may be admitted, it cannot be
doubted, in the present attitude and interest *n
schools teaching English, trade and arfiliation. that
these are. the most encouraging agencies for mak-
ing ;• ace and prosperity. What goes on there
should receive the full benefit of our home en-
couragement, and should be so well known in the
American public mind as to produce its legitimate
effects on the American conclusions and action.

?T GRAPH TO THE IBUUHB-]

Washington, Nov. 30.— demands of the Philip-

pine schools under American . auspices are in. a
measure Indicated by the act of the commission
takin? effect January 1. 1901. under which the
school work is now proceeding. Eighteen assist-
ant superintendents have reached their posts and

assumed their varied duties. The mail and tele-
graph, so far as established, are weighted -with de-
mands on them. Everything around them is new.
The ideas of organization and method are strange

to the pupils and parents. The constant calls on
teachers and parents are full of strange questions.
For the Americans the appropriations of the act

are significant and suggestive of what the current
year is to accomplish. Section 4 provides that each
of the eighteen assistant superintendents shall re-
ceive not less than $2,000 nor more than 12,500, and
$40,000 is set aside for this purpose. The employ-

ment of teachers from the Unit,d States is au-
thorized at not less than $75 a month nor more than
$100. their necessary travelling expenses from home
to be paid by the government. For English in-

struction outside of Manila $300,000 is appropriated
for the year 1901: $100,000 is appropriated for text
books and supplies for the year; $40,000 is to be di-
vided and distributed from the insular treasury

to aid the poorer localities in establishing the

school system: $500,000 is provided for school build-
ings; $500,000 for furniture, etc.: $25,000 for a nor-
mal school in Manila, and a corresponding sum for
the establishment of other normal schools in other
parts of the archipelago. These large appropria-

tions for education are set apart in harmony with
correspondingly large sums yarned for conduct-
ing the government, for establishing court build-
Ings and for roads. ...

F. B ESLER SAY3AMERICAN STRUCTURE

IX LONDON WILL HAVE ONE THOU-

SAND SUITES OF OFFICES.

Frederick B. Esler. the representative of the

American capitalists who have signified their inten-

tion of spending several million dollars upon an
office buildinz designed after American ideas, in

th" Strand London, returned yesterday on the

American Line steamship Philadelphia. Mr. Esler

would not disclose the composition of the syndicate

which he represented. He contented himself with
saying that half of the capital, reported to be
$2,000,000. required for the erection of the proposed

building, would be secured in this country.

"I have come over on business," continued Mr.

Esler. 'Ishall be here six weeks. So far as the
building is concerned, negotiations are progressing
favorably. Ihay no doubt that the London County

Council "will lerse to us the site on the Strand.
The erection o* the building willnot be contrary

to the existing building laws of England. Itis not
true that we shall have to appeal to Parliament
to change the building laws.

"The proposed building will be crescent shaped.
It wiil have 750 feet front, and a depth of 280 feet.
It is not. by any means the first modern steel
building to b<s erected in London. They have two
buildings of the modern type now. one in Osford-

st.. and the other in Cockspur-st. Our structure
will contain one thousand suites of offices. Fifty
