Speaking of his commission to paint the corona-
tion picture.

The painting will
hang in Windsor Castle. The dimensions will
probably be 15 feet by 6 feet. Ihave given little

thought to the subject, as the ceremony will not

take place for a number of months." Mr. Abbey

agreed with John W. Alexander, the artist, who

said recently that the duty of 60 per cent on paint-

Ings was discouraging to American artists. Com-

paring the relative merits of working in New-

York. Par.? and London, he said: "I worked here

five years ago, but Ifound far too many things

to divert my mind from my work to be able to do

full Justice to it. Then there Is another difficulty.

An artist who is determined to turn out first class

work must devote considerable time to historic
study of the subject he is painting. Itis very hard
to obtain on this side the works of reference neces-
sary for such a study. These rare volumes for the

most part may be had only in the old and com-
plete, libraries in the European capitals. These
references are almost indispensable, for only from

writers contemporaneous, or almost so, can be

gathered at first hand such details of garb and

custom as the artist needs In order to make a
perfect and correct setting for the scene he Is
painting.

"The custom Is." he continued, "for artists ana
art students to go to Paris. Paris has come to be

known a* the Mecca for artist*. Ibelieve that
they can do just as well by going to I/^ndon. Of
course It is rather more expensive at the art
schools in London, but, as for myself. Ifind that
city a congenial place."

Mr. Abbey said that his paintings would be al-
lowed to enter free of duty, as he was an Ameri-
can. Neither Whistler nor Sarcent, he> said, would

visit this country next year. Speaking of the
forced sale of the Borghese collection to the Italian
Government for 160 \u25a0• . he remarked that It was
proper enough that the Italian Gr /eminent should
want to keep Its paintings at home, but that it
was hard on collectors.

CANAL COMMISSION'S REPORT.

YOUNG PEOPLE'S SYMPHONY CONCERT.
Mr. Frank Darnrosch gave the first of this sea-

son's Symphony Concerts for Young People in Car-
negie Hall yesterday afternoon. The audience
was numerous and attentive, the music excellent
and entertaining, and there were evidences that
the enterprise has won a stable footing. Ore
feature only of the programme was calculated to

give rise to some questioning. Mr. Richard Bur-
meister played Weber's "Concertstttck." not in its
old form, but in an arrangement by the player.
Concerts which have a distinctively educational
character might, perhaps, best be kept safe from
the arranger who is not satisfied unless he may
put his brass ornaments on everything more than
half a century old. In the case of the two pieces

transcribed by Bachrich from two of the sonatas

for violin solo by Bach, the case was somewhat
different, since by the transcription they are given

not only an effectiveness which they do not .possess
in their original form, but also guarantee a
greater and well deserved currency. Weber's
"Concertstuck" is mayhap a little antiquated, but
its charm is not all gone yet. and what there is
left of it '.s not heightened by increasing its
sonority and loudness by doubling passages in the
pianoforte part with octaves and patting a Janis-
sary din into the orchestral part of the march
movement. We still prefer the old piece "in the
original package." so to speak. Besides, as it was
played yesterday the pianoforte part, in spite of
Mr. Burmeister's zealous efforts, was all but in-

audible.
The two pieces mentioned were in the_ middle of

the programme, which began with Beethoven's
overture to "Egroont," and ended with the ballet

music from Saint-Saens's opera. 'Henry VIII."
The- dances, based chiefly on Scottish tune* (the

••Idyll"is made out of "Auld Rob Morris") pleased

the young hearers mightily As usual, Mr. Dam-
rosch spoke briefly about the music and disclosed
the constituent elements of the compositions by
playing the themes independently.
