A spirited horse, drawiug a delivery wagon

MAJOR VAN TETS DEAD?

REPORT FROM AMSTERDAM TIHAT HE
HAD SUCCUMBED TO HIS WOUND.
London, Dec. 6.—A dispatch to the Central
News from Amsterdam savs that Major Van

Tets died last Thursday evening.

Major Van Tets, ald to Queen Wilhelmina, ac-
cording to one report, received his wound as the
result of a duel fought with Prince Henry, the
Queen's consort. According to this story, at a
dinner at Het Loo her majesty was hurt by some
fnattention on the part of the Prince, and spoke
to him sharply. Prince Henry retorted offensively,
whereupon Major Van Tets made a remark regard-
tng the impropriety of the Prince Consort's con-
duct. A quarrel followed between the aide-de-
camp and the Prince, who had been freely drink-
tng. and a duel with swords was fought arter din-
er. Van Tets was wounded. He was removed to

The same incident gave rise to another ducl be-
tween Prince Henry and a zentleman of the court.
The latter was slightly wounded.

A EUROPE-ORIENT ROUTE.

REPORT THAT HAMBURG-AMERICAN,
PENNSYLVANIA AND A. T. AND
F. COMPANIES HAVE
SUCH A PLAN.

Emil L. Boas, local agent of the Hamburg-
American Steamship Line, is in Germany, con-
ferring with the high officials of the company
concerning the operation of the ocean line in
conjunction with an American railroad. Mr.

Boas went abroad a few weeks ago, and it was |

“dummies” in Vienna, were seeking to get con-
trol of the German steamship company, and
that Mr. Boas had been hurriedly cailed to the
main office at Hamburg to explain, if possible,
what the combination of the Atlantic Trans-
port and Leyland lines really meant.

It was said yesterday in shipping circles that
it would be impossible for Americans to secure
control of the Hamburg-American Line,
capitalization of which is about $SO,000.000, and
that Mr. Boas's mission abroad was to lay be-
fore the Hamburg-American company plans
and arrangements for a deal with the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe Railroad. It was an-
nounced some time ago that negotiations were
in progress looking to the establishment by the
Hamburg-American Steamship Company of a
line on the Pacific, to be operated In connection
with the Atchlson road. hut those negotiations
vielded no resuit. The report now is that the
Pennsylvania Railroad. which has close reia-
tions with the International Navigation Com-
pany, operating the American and Red Star
Steamship companies, is to be assoclated with
the Atchison in any arrangement which may
be made with the Hamburg-American Line,
thus forming a through route from Europe to
the Orient by way of the United States. That
report, however, could not be confirmed yes-
terday in this city.
