DIVISION REVERSES DIS-
THE INDICTMENT
AGAINST HIM

APPELLATE

MISSAL OF

The Appellate IMvisien of the Supreme Court
yesterday handed down a decision which re-
verses the action of Recorder Goff In dismissing
the indictment found against Police Captain
Herlihy. The captain was indicted ou the charge
of nmeglect of duty in permitting dens of vice to
flourish under police protection In the district
east of the Bowery when he had command of
the police there. The indictment contalned a list
of one hundred such places. Recorder Goft sus-
talned a demurrer by Herlihy's counsel, on the
ground that one specific place should have been
mentioned. The decision of tne Appellate Divi-
sion says that if Captain Herlihy wilfully neg-
Jected to perform his duty as a peace officer in
the observation, inspection and suppression of
such houses, he is guillty of a misdemeanor. The
decision was written by Justice McLaughiin, and
one part is the foliowing:

While T am of the opinjfon that the words ““houses
of ill fame  would have been sufficient without
any further description, it certainly does not take
from the sutficiency of the statement of the acts
constituting the crime, 10 add thereto a statement
of the acts which constitute the houses of the
character described _ When a statute defines
& crime it is sufficient to charge its commission
in the language «f 1l 3 .. The additional

As to whether the indictment charges more
than one crime, th2 Justice says:

We are of the cpinion that it does not. 1t is
true that if the defendant wilfully and knowingly
permitted one house of il fame to be maintained
within his precinct, he was guilty of the crime
charged in the indictment, but the allegation that
he permitted over one hundred of such houses to
be maintained does not render him less guilty, nor
does it charege him with an additional offence.

He said that vhen this point
first came up the District Attorney told him that
he would prefer to have the point settled by the
Court of Appeals once for all.

FOR VIOLATING ELECTION LAW.

Max Hochstim, one of the most notorfous of
Martin Engel's captains in the Tammany organizi-
tion in the VIIIth Assembly District, was sen-
tenced to & term in Sing Sing Prison yesterday in
the Court of General Sesstons. He had been con-
victed of violating the Election law, much to his
apparent surprise and the surprise of many Tam-
.many workers in the district. He had been @
leader of lawless men o long and had evaded the
clutches of the law so often that his conviction
fairly stunned him and his assoclates. He wnas
gentenced to & term in prison of not less than
one year, end not more than three yeuars, at the
discretion of the Board of Pardons.

Hochstim came to this city from Poland at the
sge of fifteen, and began life on the East Side
#s a match pedler, twenty Years 2g0. For some
yvears he was poor and obscure. He married a
woman who had saved some money, and he de-
serted her and went to Boston with another wom-
an who had deserted her husband. Later he re-
turned to this city and opened a coffee house in
Suffolk-st. He afterward became a lquor dealer
and a professional bondsman.
