cage. It wae In answer to an inquiry as= to his
golfing plana for the winter that the champlion
was Jed into @ description of the circumstances that
attended the much discussed Florida trip a year
ago. Mr. Travis, when asked if he intended going
South this winter, replied that there was little
1ikelthood of hiz making the trip.

“The fact 1 sald Mr. Travis, “my experience
©of last yoar brought me into such unenviable
notoriety that I do not wish any pomsible repoti-
tion of the charges end accusations which grew
out of my last Florida trip, with which nearly
every golfer is familiar. Very few, however, know
the facts of the case. About a year ago I accepted
the invitation of 4 man—a very enthusiastic
golfor—who has large property interests in Florida,
rmbracing ruflways and hotels, to form one of a
party to make a tour of the Florida courses in his
private car. Before the date arranged for our de-
parture he got tangled up in 2 family will case and
couldn't meccompany us. Weo were, however, fur-
nished with railway passes, and went on without
him. I stayed at two of his hotsls as his guest. I
slso visited Jacksonvilie and Richmoend, Va., on
my own hook. At none of the places where 1
stopped @id I play in any exhibition matches or
tournaments.

“This incident was seized upon some months
afterward by a megazine publisher to pillory me
25 a professionsl. I had declined some time previ-
ously to contridbute at his request certain articles
eriticisine, analytically, the playing character-
tstics of well known golfers. Charges were made
reflecting vpon my status as an amateur, coupled
with the statement that my connection with the
Geaxden City Golf Club was highly discreditable to
me. 1 heve recently nailed the latter lie, by the
way.

“The outzome was that the United States Golf

Association, without calling upon me to offer any- |

thing in rebuttzl. put its seal and inéorsement on
the affeir by making certain additions to its rules
regarding the definition of an amateur.

“wWow for the ludicrous part of the farce. I re-
celved an invitation to take part in a recent open
tournament as the guest of one of the members
of the club. I immedintely wrote to the secretary
of the United States Go!f Assoclation desiring to
know whe her the acceptance of the invitation
would invalidate my standing as an amateur, and
received # rculy that it would mct.  If mot, why
not? That's what perplexes me. The same prin-
ciple is invelved in both cases. Of course, if rigor-
ously and religiously applied. it would mean that
practically the entire amateur class would be
swept out of existence.

“] habppen to know that. were it not for our
absurd lezislation, there would be g strong proba-
bility of a visit from a British team of amateurs,
comprisine such men as Hilton. Ball, Maxwell,
laidlay. Hutchinson, Graham. Low and Mure
Ferguson. Think of the good this would do Amer-
jean molf! But it is impossible under existing cir-
cumstances.”

Robert B. Kerr, the secretary of the TUnited
States Golf Association, was seen later, and when
asked about the letier referred to by Mr. Travis
said: “I suppose he has in mind a letter which he
sent to me just before the Thanksgiving week
tournament at Lakewood, in which he asked
whether it would be permissible for him to accept
an invitation from Jasper Lynch, tre Lakewood
Gelf Club secretary, to be his guest for the tour-
nament. It didn't make much impression on me.
as I believed it to be in fun. I replied that it would
be all right for him to accept. But just how that
bears on his Southern trip I fall to see. it was
merely an invitation from a member of the club
to have him stay at his house for the week."

Afr. Kerr aaded that the United States Golf As-
sociation had no intention at present of taking any
action one way or the other regarding the affair.

REIFF TALKS OF NEW BARNS RACE.
SAYS HE DID NOT PULL DE LACEY-NO
CRITICISM FOR ENGLISH STEWARDS.

Lester Reiff, the American jockey who was ruled
off the English turf by the stewards of the New-
market Jockey Club on October 1, on the ground of
suspicious riding of W. C. Whitney's horse De
Lacey, for the New Barns Plate, and his younger
brother, “Johnny’” Reiff, were passengers on the
steamer Lucania, which arrived vesterday
from Liverpool. In the race De Lacey, who led in
the stretch and appeared to be a wir for some
reason slackened speed near the wi and was
beaten a scant six inches by Richard Croker’'s
Minnie Dee, ridden by the younger Reiff. While
it was not shown that the horse was pulled up, and
Huggins, Mr. Whitney’'s trainer, and Wishard, Mr.
Crokerls trainer, both testified at the hearing that
they had seen nothing wrong in the riding, Reift
was ruled off.

The action of the stewards of the jockey club
caused a great deal of discussion at the time. The
general opinion in London was that Lord Durham
and the other stewards were piqued at the failure
of an attack on Relff made by Lord Durham a
vear before, and had been watching for an oppor-
tunity to make a case against the jockey The
action of the stewards practically prevents Reiff
from riding in this country and elsewhere outside
of England, as well as on the English turf. Some
have looked upon the exclusion as another blow at
the American jockeys who have invaded Engiand
so successfully with their style of riding.

Neither of the Reiffs said a word in condemna-
tion or criticism of the action of the English turf-
men yesterday afterncon, and they were loath to
