“Grisélidis,”” Massenet's new opera, described
tale,” in three acts and a prologue,
Armand Sylvestre and Eugene
Morand, produced at the Opéra Comique on
Wednesday night, was received with enthusiasm
and promises to be a decided success.

By the aid of complacent
sylphs the Devil brings into the presence of

Grisélidis her former lover, Alain. Grisélidis
seems perilously near succumbing, when her
child, Loys, unexpectedly runs in, and the

mother saves the wife. Nothing daunted by this
failupe, the Devil, who perceives the most vul-
nerable point in the woman's nature, succeeds
in stealing the infant Loys. What has become
of the child? The faithful servants of the castle
seek for Loys in vain. One morning an old man
appears and hands a message to Grisélidis as
ghe is kneeling in prayer before the statue of
Saint Agnes. The message announces that Loys
is in the possession of a pirate, who consents to
restore the child in exchange for a kiss. The
faithful wife, burning with indignation, takes
from the wall a dagger, which she dips in holy
water, and hastens to the seaside.

Meanwhile, the crusader returns to his castle.
The Devil, with mocking words, is there alone
to welcome him. Grisélidis, of whom the mar-
quis at first, but only for a moment, entertained
suspicions, appears. The crusader embraces his
wife, draws his sword and vows vengeance
upon the abductor of his son. We are now in
fairyland, but a celestiai fairyland, contrasting
with the diabolical fairyland of the second act.
The statue of Saint Agnes is spirited away, as is
also the panoply of arms belonging to the mar-
quis. The crusader falls in prayer before the
altar. Suddenly the golden crucifix is trans-
formed into a radiant sword. The tapers and
candles of the chapel are miraculously lighted.
A Magnificat is chanted by invisible voices. The
centre of the sacred triptych opens and dis-
closes the image of Saint Agnes holding the In-

This medizeval fairy tale affords Massenet an
admirable canvas for the embroidery of grace-
ful and delicate musical themes, enhanced by
ekilful orchestration. The.vocal music is dreamy
and poetic, and the melodies are fully worthy of
the reputation of the composer of “Manon,”
“Heérodiade,” “Esclamonde,’” “Cendrillon,” “Sap-
pho" and “Thais.” The prolegue, which in-
troduces all the personages of the opera except
the Devil and the Devil's wife, Fiamina, is de-
lightful.

The Devil, as introduced to us by Massenet, is
by no means the fashionabie, swaggering cox-
comb of the familiar Mephistopheles type. He
is a little, wizened, wry faced, monkeylike Devil
of the Middlie Ages, with uncanny, batlike claws
and lobster's tail.

There is captivating poetry in the temptation
scene in the first act, where the sylphs bring
the young shepherd Alain into the presence of
Grisélidis. It is in the midst of a forest. Satanic
love incantations are chanted by mysterious
volces. Scores of sylvan nymphs, clad in waving
mauve garments, the cpangles of which glisten

in the soft moonlight, represent carnal desire
and caress Grisélidis with their love songs and
tnvocations. The stage arrangement is here ad-
mirable. The plastic beauty of these gracefal
young women hanging in groups by wires froam
the branches of the trees is original and efféc-
tive. There is a pleasing “antr*acte idylle” some-
what resembling the meditations of “Thails” be-
fore the second act. The family squabble be-
tween the Devil and his wife, Fiamina, desoends
into broad opera bouffa, and is distinetly com-
monplace. The song of Alain as he is wafted
by the sylphs toward Grieélidis,
Je suis l'oiseau q#@e le frisson
D'kiver chasse de la ramée . . .

evoked the enthuslasm of the female portion of
the audience on Wednesday evening. Some of
the phrases of vocal music are modelled after
the Italianism of Verdi, and In some instances
closely resemble Puccini.

The weak point in the love story of Grisélidis
is that there is no explanation why, when ap-
parently enamoured of the handsome but poer
shepherd, she should, at first sight of the
wealthy marquis, turn away from Alain and
forthwith consent to wed his rival. This makes
the heroine less sympathetic, for her real motive
for deserting Alain and marrying the marquis
can only be pride or avarice.

The opera is sumptuously staged. Mile. Lu-
clenne Bréval sung the part of Grisélidis with
delicacy and distinction, and was more pleasing
in the sentimental passages than in those calling
for tragic passion. C. .. B.

CIGAR STORE TICKETS.

HOW IT IS SOMETIMES POSSIBLE TO
GET THEATRE SEATS BELOW
THE MARKET PRICE.

“YWhat makes vou buy vour tickegs at the the-
atre, when yvou can get them so much cheaper at
the clgar stores?’ This is a question which is
now and then addressed by persons who are ex-
pert in getting along to persons who are always
wasting their money. and yvet seem to have more
of it than the more saving people.

It is certainly a fact, for it i= testifled to by
persons of undoubted probity, that these same
persons do get into certain seats in theatres with-
out paying the full prices asked at the box office.
And when those who feel that it may save trouble
to be more wary, in these days eof warnings
against ticket speculators, ask: “How do you do
it?"* the reply is: *“Cizar stores.” Then, when the
wary ones ask: “How an the cigar stores do it?"
the patrons of the drama of greater faith answer:
“I don't know, but they do it.”

They do it, in fact, in half a dozen different
ways, of varying degrees of honesty and safety.
The cleanest and most ail round honest tickets
usually sold at these discounts are what theatricai
men call Hthograph and billboard tickets. Some
theatres sead around »ictures of actors or scenes
from plays to be placed In shop windows, and the
shopkeeper receives for the privilege of their dis-
play a certain number of orders for tickets to cer-
taln parts of the theatre. These are lithograph
tickets. Also, boards for the posting of bills are
maintained by theatres on the walle of buildings,
and then a similar ticket privilege is extended to
the owner or tenant of the building.

These tickets are not many and they
admit to the best parts of the house,
person entitled to them can, of course, afford to
sell them for less than they would cost at the box
