result that all the reservoirs of the city's ser-

The Commissioner, however,
repeats his cry for more water for the future,
and declares that “the Catskill mountain re-
glon, Letween the Hudson River and the Penn-
sylvanla State line, and Ten Mile River water-
ghed, adjoining the Connecticut State line, are
regarded as the most available sources in point
of convenlence of locallty, consequent economy
of cost, ebundance in quantity and excellence in

quality of supply.”

The conditions in_ the borough of The Bronx
are sufficlently described in a receding part of this
report.

FIS BROTHER SAYS HE IS CONVINCED OF
THE BOOKMAKER'S 8UICIDE.

Detectives and policemen closely watched the
passengers as they left the steamers Lucania
and St. Paul yesterday afternpoon. At the latter
steamer, besides Captain Smith, of the Harbor
Police, and two officers, and a Central Office
detective, there were two Pinkerten detectives.
It was thought that they were looking for
Lawrie Marks, the bookmaker, charged with
complicity in the defalcation of T. P. Goudle
from the Liverpool bank. It ls belleved by some
that the story of Marks's suicide on a Channel
boat while erassing to Boailogne is a ruse to
throw the authorities off his track.

Gecrge W. Marks, a brother of Laurie Marks,
who lives in this city, was a passenger on the
steamer St. Paul. He left the pler soon after
landing, but said before going away: “I left
here on November 13 on the steamer Philadel-
phia to go to London, where I expectad to spend
three months with my brother. I reached Lon-
don on November 20. Two days later the news
of the defalcation came out. In the interval
between my arrival and the time the defalca-
tion became known my brother was cheerful
and acted as if there was nothing on his mind.
I never saw him more cheerful. This was a
great shock to my brother, who had been plac-
ing bets for Goudle.

“I gaw him on Friday and Saturday and Sun-
day. On Supday, November 24, he left me to go
to the Brighton races. I never saw him again.”

Mr. Marks was surprised to learn that the
reported drowning of his brother was considered
a ruse by some, and that the St. Paul was being
watched.

“I wish he was here on this boat, or, better
still, in England. I am firmly convinced that
he is dead. I believe he felt the disgrace of it
and drowned himsclf. I haven't a doubt that
he was irnocent. He took this man's bets as he

would take any man's bets My brother is
known in this country ané sbroad, and no one
could say he was nct on the square. If 1 had
had the slightest idea that my brother still
lived I shou!d not have come back,” he said.
Mr. Marks added that the Engilish police paid

no attention to hira. He was not molested yes-
terday here. He went to his home.

LUCANIA OUTFOOTS ST. PA UL.

IN A SIX HUNDRED MILE SPRINT TO
SANDY HOOK THE FORMER WINS
BY TWO HOURS.

The steamer Lucania, from Liverpool. and the
St. Pau), from Southampton, came into port
about two hours apart yesterday after an inter-
esting sprint that began at 2 o'clock Friday
morning when about six hundred miles east of
Sandy Hook. At that hour, according to Chief
Engineer Hunter, of the St. Paul, the Lucania
was sighted astern. The firemen stripped down
to the waist and the engines, which had been
running under easy steam pressure for four
days, owing to the rough weather, began to
warm up.

In the course of the day a speed of nearly
twenty-one knots an hour was developed and it
took the more powerful engines of the Lucania
until 2 o’clock in the afternoon to get that boat
abeam of her. Until evening the two boats were
in sight of each other. The Lucania reached the
Bar at 10:39 a. m., and the St. Paul at 12:44
p. m., two hours and five minutes apart.

Both vessels encountered rough weather and
were obliged to run at reduced speed. This was
the cause of the delay in arriving here. They
usually dock Saturday morning.

HE GOES TO STATION IN HIS CARRIAGE
WITH FOOTMAN-TIFFANY & CO.
REFUSED HIS CHECK.

A man, well dressed and wearing an air of
nobility, who described himself as Baron M. de
Cortey, twenty-two years old, and gave hils
birthplace as France, was locked up in the West
Thirtieth-st. station last night on the charge of
violating the hotel law.
