VICTIM OF AN EXPELLED MEMBER OF HIS

Brookside. Ala., Dec. S.— The Rev. J. W. Brad-
ford, a Methodist minister at this place, was
shot and killed this evening by B. D. Coffman.
a justice of the peace. Coffman was standing

in Bradford's doorway, it is said, and fired two

shots, both taking effect in the head. There

were no witnesses to the tragedy. Coffman was

once a member of the Rev. Mr. Bradford's
church, but had been expelled, it is said, and for
this reason there is alleged to have been bitter
feeling between them. Coffman surrendered
himself.

METHODIST MIXISTER SHOT DEAD

Iam one of those who heartily rejoice at the
subsidence in this country of the old and more or
less unreasoning prejudice against England. Iwit-
ness with sincere satisfaction the disappearance
from our popular oratory of the encap trick of
"twisting the British lion's tall." and Ihail with
joy the growth of a real friendship between the
two nations. But Englishmen should not indulge
In any delrsions about this. Doer In their hearts
the great masse* of the American people cherish a
profound sympathy for the Boers in their struggles
and sufferings. "What they condemned when done
by the Spanish In Cuba they do not approve when
done by the British in South Africa. And if there
is anything apt to revive the old anti-British feel-
ings "in this republic it is the terrible spectacle
presented by the Boer war.

The exercises began with the pong, "The True
Heart." by nineteen German musical societies of
Chicago. Dr. Hiram W. Thomas, head of the Peo-
ple's Church, followed with prayer. Then followed
short addresses by Judge Theodore Brentano and
Judge Murray F. Tuley. chairman of the Chicago

Branch of the American Transvaal League, under
•whose auspices the meeting was held.

Mr. Cockran. the orator of the evening, was
greeted with great applause. He said in part:

Providence has fo ordered events that the Presi-
dent of the United States can compose this hitter
quarrel.. It is an extraordinary opportunity offered
to an extraordinary man. It would not be neces-
sary to draw the sword, to make any threat of
armed Intervention, or to take an unfriendly atti-

tude. One word spoken to the Kngllsh Ambassa-
dor, or In the hearing of the English nation. would
restore peace, establish justice, secure liberty to

these burghers, promote enormously the prosperity
of the human race, and bring immeasurable glory
to the American nation. Will that word be spoken?
Never in history have such momentous results
hung on the lips of a human being. Will Theodore
Roosevelt improve this opportunity for himself, his
country and the whole human race?

A letter from Carl Schurz was read, in which he
said:

ten a letter to Pedro Paterno, the Filipino poli-
tician, saying instructions have been given to
every school throughout the islands to cele-
brate annually the birthday of Jose Rizal. the
Filipinopatriot who was executed by the Span-

iards. The life and history of Rizal will be re-
cited In the schools on that day. Paterno. in a
manifesto, has asked for contributions from the
scholars, their parents and their teachers, to be
devoted to constructing the proposed monument
to Rizal's memory. Paterno concludes his mani-
festo by saying: "IfRiz.nl. the Filipino Wash-
ington, were alive he would help all Filipino

children to gain an education."

PHILIPPINES' FINANCIAL PROBLEM.
EFFORTS TO REMEDY THE EXISTING

TROUBLE OVER MEXICAN" DOLLARS.

Manila, Dec. B.—The United States Philippine

Commission has passed an act authorizing the
insular purchasing agent to draw money in gold

for the payment of supplies purchased, as tho
merchants refuse to sell goods for Mexican
silver.

A general fee-liner of uneasiness prevails among

the business men of Manila from the unofficial
announcement that, beginning on January 1, the
United States Philippine Commission Intends to
rediK-e, t>y the difference of the fall in the price
of silver, the present ratio of two Mexican dol-
lars for one gold dollar. It is hop«»d. however,

that some solution of the difficulty may be found
which may obviate this necessity, as, for in-
stance, the taxing of each silver dollar imported
into the islands by the difference between its
actual bullion price and 50 cents in gold, until
su<-h time as the United States <"onerress gives
authority for the issuance of a Philippine cur-
rency.

A SMALL EIRE OX THE LUCANIA.

NATIVE BOOTJTB HUNT DOTVN THE NE-

(JRO DAVID FAGIN.

Native scouts from Bongabon,

province of Nueva Ecija, have killed the Ameri-
can negro, David Fagin, a deserter from the
24th (colored) Infantry, who for more than two
years has been leading- Filipinos against the
American troops.

their prisoner. The man's head, however, was
recognized as that of Fagin's. They also se-
cured his commission In the insurgent army.

Fajrin had on one of his fingers the class ring

posedly under the command of Fagin himself.
