Washington, Dec. 10.—After the transaction
some unimportant routine business to-day
Senate went into executive session.

. He also referred to the fact that Rule No. 7
"dn the treaty regulating the control of the Suez
Canal, which had beern embodied in the original
Hay-Paunceiote Treaty, had been omitted in the
‘revised draft. He quoted this rule, which pro-
widad that “no fortifications shall be erected
commanding the ecanal, or the waters adjacent,”
etc. This, he said, was a material concession
€0 the United States, and was quite sufficient
to meet the objections made against that agree-
mnent, that the United States would have no
power to protect its property. It practically
Jeft the United States free to fortify the canal
4n case it should be considered desirable to do
so, and was in line with the omission of the
yestriction keeping the canal! open in time of
war. The fact that the invitation contained in
the old treaty to various powers to give their
adherence to the agreement had been eliminated
from the mew ccnvention, he said, was another
compliance with the action of the Senate on
the original treaty.

These concessions, Mr. Lodge urged, were
ample, and he contended that they were of such
& nature as to render the new treaty acceptable
to al! American citizens who wanted to see 2
cana! constructed. Practically, he said, Great
Britain had agreed to turn the entire manage-
ment of the canal over to the United States,
not only in time of peace, but in time of war,
and no cne could doubt that in case of hostili-
ties the United States would be at liberty to
construe the omission of the clause in Rule
No. 1 as having this effect. 3

Senztor Culberson asked Mr. Lodge if it was |
not irue that Article VIII of the Clayton-Bul-
war Treaty, establishing the general principle
of neutralization, is not retzined in the new
agreement, but Mr, Lodge replied that, while
there was & declaration to the effect that the
general principle of mneutralization established
by that article is still to be kept alive, the whole
tenor of the mew treaty was to neutralize and
cancel the old agreement. He 4id not consider
that the article would be of effect any longer.

It is understood that the treaty will be called
up to-MOrTow.

THE ARRANGEMENT WITH NICARAGTUA.

Washington, Dec. 10.—The arrangement entered
dnto at Managua vesterday between United States
Minister Merry and the Nicaraguan Minister of
Foreign Affairs was in the nature of a protocol,
and was not, strictly speaking, a treaty. It is in
effect a definition in advance of the character of a
treaty that Nicaragua is wiiling to enter into with
the Unified States in the event that the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty is ratified by the United States
and Great Britain. There are supposed to be legal
reasons why a treaty pure and simple could not be
entered into between the United States and
Nicaraguz in advance of the consummation of the
Hay-Pauncefote treaty. A similar arrangement has
been or will be made with the government of Costa
Rica to secure the mecessary rights on that part
of the San Juan River essential for canal purposes
and possibly subject to Costa Rican sovereignty.

MANAGER OF THE WARD LINE COMMENTS
ON THE SUGGESTION FOR CARRY-
ING GOODS TO CUBA.

Tre dispatch from Washington printed in yes-
terday’s Tribune, suggesting that Congress has an
opportunity in establishing reciprocity with Cuba
to increase the merchant marine, was read with
deep interest by Alfred G. Smith, manager of the
New-York and Cuba Mail Steamship Company. Mr.
Smith says that in the last four or five years,
while the exports to European ports have been
rapidly increasing, those to Cuba have been de-
creasing to an alarming degree. The New-York
and Cuba Mail Steamship Company has twenty-
five ships, fourteen of which ply between the
TUnited States and Cuba. In the last four years
these ships have steamed to Cuba empty, coming
back about half filled. Mr, Smith continued:

Nobody realizes how badly off Cuba is from a
| commercial point of view. They are selling sugar
| to-day in Cuba for less than it costs them to
produce it. They are holding on grimly, hoping
for a turn for the better. The point is, how long
can they keeg it up?

1 doubt if the plan to confine the carrying trade
to American ships will meet universal approval.
Large quantities of freight are carried in Nor-
wegian and other ships, and these would be de-
bar It would undoubtedly help our shipbuild-
ing industry, for many American ships would have
to be built to take the place of the foreign boats
which are now chartered for the Cuban trade.

Anvthing that wiil have a tendency to increase
our business with Cuba will be mutually beneficial.
Something will have to be done for Cuba's salva-

NEW BANKING AND CURRENCY SOHEME.

MR. TOMPKINS'S BILL WOULD ALLOW STATE

BANKS TO ISSUE NOTES.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, Dec. 10.—Representative Tompkins,
of the Orange-Rockland district of New-York, has
introduced a bill in the House “to provide a uni-
form, secure and elastic bank note eurrency.” The
bill provides, in brief, for the issuance of bank
notes by State banks, under supervision of the
Controller of the Currency. The elasticity of the
note is provided for by Sections 5 and 10. Section
5 requires the banks to redeem thelr notes in coin
on presentatien, either over the counter or through
the Clearing House. Section 10 establishes a clear-
ing house at Washington and at the capital of
each State, with numerous sub-clearing houses,
| through which the notes return to the bank of issue
3 as soon as they are deposited in any bank. Sec-
| tions 16 and 17 require the president of a bank to
| deposit with the government of his State securities
| to the amount of 110 per cent of the amount of such
notes issued to Ris bank by the national govern-
ment. Such securities are to consist of the bonds

of the United States, State, county, municipal, or
bonds of business corporations. But no such hondse
shall be received for more than their face value,

! por shall any be accepted which have not sold at
par for at least three consecutive years immedi-
ately prior to their acceptance and on which the
interest has not been duly paid.

BILL TO CONTINTE EXISTING DUTIES
DRAWN TUP.

ALL COLLECTIONS TO BE TURNED INTO THE
PHILIPPINE TREASURY—NO CON-
CESSIONS MADE.

[PY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]
Washington, Dec. 10.—The Republican mem-
bers of the Ways and Means Committee agreed
to-day on a Philippine tariff bill, which the full
committee will ask the House to consider in a
few days. The main purpose of the new meas-
ure apparently is to restore the status upset by
last week’s decision of the Supreme Court fn the
It accordingly restores the
Dingley rates hitherto imposed on all articles
coming from the Philippines into the United
States, and re-enacts the scheme of duties levied
since September 17 last by order of the Philip-
pine Commission on products entering Philippine
ports. The new bill also borrows a hint from
the Porto Rican legislation of 1900, and directs
the proceeds of all duties collected on Philippine
o the United States to be held

products entering
as a special fund and covered into the Philippine

treasury. Until January 1, 19035, moreover, for-
eign vessels are to be allowed to engage in com-
merce between the United States and the Phil-
ippines, and all vessels transporting passengers
and merchandise from the Philippines to the
United States are to pay the same tonnage dues
as are laid on vessels coming Into United States

ports from foreign countries.

The effort made by Mr. Russell, of Connecti-
cut, and some other members of the committee
to introduce some preferential features into the
new tariff was defeated on the ground that it
would conflict with this country’s repeatedly
asserted policy ef an “open door” to commerce
in the East. The inference has been drawn in
some quarters that the commitiee’s refusal to
grant concessions on Philippipe products will
make it difficult to grant concessions to Cuban
sugar and tobacco. But to-day’s action was
plainly based on grounds which wil! not enter
into the consideration of this country’s future
trade relations with any of the West Indian
tslands. In view of the fact that the bill grants
the heet sugar interests all they demand, none
of the numerous representatives of that industry
who have assembled at Washington at this time,
ostensibly for an “annual conference,” appeared
before the committee to-day. However, as the
beet sugar magnates will be here several days,
it is supposed that they will use their usual
means to make their influence felt \before they
disperse.

THE TEXT OF THE BILL.

The text of the bill is as follows:

An act temporarily to provide revenue for the
Philiprine 1slands, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted, etc., That the provisions of an
act entitled “An act to revise and amend the
tariff laws of th2 Philippine Archipelago en-
acted by the United States Philippine Commis-
sion on September 17, 1901, shall be and remain
in full force and effect.

Sec. 2. That on and after the passage of this
act there shall be levied, collected and paid
upon all articles imported .nto the United States
from the Philippine Archipelago the rates of
duty which are required to be levied, collected
and paid upon like articles imported from for-
eign countries
Sec. 3. That on and after the passage of
this act the same tonnage taxes shall be levied,
collected and paid upon all vessels coming into
the United States from the Philippine Archi-
pelago which are reguired by law to be col-
lected and paid upon vessele coming into the |
United States from foreign countries until the |
first dav of January. 1903: Provided, however
that the provisions of law restricting to vessels
of the United States tne transportation of pas-
sengers and merchandise directly or indirectly
from one port of the United States to another
port of the United States shall not be applica-

Philippine Islands shall, wheaa so exported, un-
der such regulations as the Secretary of the
Treasury may prescribe, be exempt from in-
ternal revenue tax, and shall not be charged
with duty except the duty levied under this
act upon imports into the Philippine Islands.

The Democratic memhers were called in and
the committee was formally organized, the for-
mer clerks and employes being re-elected and
the sub-committees announced.

Coples of the Philippine bill were furnished to
the Democratic members and they were advised
that it will be taken up at a me2ting of the com-
mittee to-morrew, reported to the House on Fri-
day, and considered in the House next Tuesday.
The debate in the House will be brief, probably
not exceeding a day, with a special rule provid-
ing for bringing the question to a final vote
probably Tuesday evening.

Chalirman Payne said®that the Cuban commis-
sioners had asked for a hearing, and he suggest-
ed a hearing next Monday. Mr. Russell then
made a motion, which prevalled, directing the
chairmen to advise the Cuban commissioners
that it would not be cenvenient for the commit-
tee to hear them before the holidays, and that
after the holidays the committee would consider
the question. The significance of this resolution,
it was explained after the meeting, was to post-
pone the question of Cuban reciprocity until ac-
tion had been matured on the Philippines.

Archipelago, containing an area of about 120,000

{slands should be determined by the Congress of
the United States.”

the action of Congress is what ought to be done.
To determine that, the first thing to settle is what
can be done. What lerislative power has Congress
over the Territories,
republic to liberty and humanity?

In our complex system of government there are
three distinct kinds—the national, the State and the
Territorial—each absolute and supreme within its
prescribed powers. The jurisdiction of Congress,
representing the legislative powers of the govern-
ment, consisting of a majority of each house of
Congress, with the' approval of the President, or of
two-thirds of each house without such approval,
extends over all three of these forms of govern-
ment. Within the limits of the States this jurisdic-
tion is restricted and controlled by the specific
grants of power enumerated in the constitution.
Qutside the limits of the States, over territory be-
lonzing to the United States, the unrestricted grant
of power to Congress in the constitution to make
&1l needful rules and regulations respecting such
territory is restrained only by the specific prohibi-
tions in the constitution; and, in the language of
the Supreme Court of the United States, “by the
fundamental principles of civil and religious liberty.
which restrains all the agencies of government,
State and national.” There is no department of the
government that can rightfully sit in judgment
upon the wisdom of the exereise by Congress of this
discretion in legislating for the Territories, any
more than it can sit in judgment upon the wisdom
of a declaration of war by Congress and the meas-
ures necessary to be adonted to bring it to a speedy
and successful close.

POWER GRANTED TO CONGRESS.

A specific, clearly defined grant of power to Con-
gress in the constitution carries with it the exer-
cise of all legislative powers necessary to make the
power specifically granted efficient. Congress alone
determines what is necessary in such cases. Any
attempt by a court to do it would be jndicial legisia-
tion, which is strictly forbidden in the constitution.

Article I, Section 1, of the constitution declares
that *“All legislative powers herein granted shall
be vested In a Congress of the United States.”
Article T, Section 8: ““The Congress shall have power
to make a]l laws which shall be necessary and
proper for carrying into execution the foregoing
powers, and all other powers, vested by this con-
stitution in the government of the United States, or
in any department or officer thereof."” Article IV,
Section 3: The Congress shall have power ‘‘to
make all needful rules and regulations™ respecting
the territory belonging to the United States. “New
States may be admitted by the Congress into this
Union.”

Here are two specific, clearly defined grants of
power to Congress. One to make all needful rules
and regulatious respecting the territory belonging
to the United States, the other to admit new
States. Fach of these grants of power caryies with
it the power to make all laws necessaryv for carry-
ing these grants into full and cemplete execution.
iU'nder these two unrestricted grants of power, how

| can there possibly be anything respecting the gov-

ernment of tne inhabitants of territory belonging
to the United States over which Congress. in its
sound discretion, has not full, unrestricted dis-
cretionary power of legislation And there is ne
tribunal that can rightfully pass upon the wisdom
nf the exercise by Congress of this discretion.
Territory acquired either by conquest or by pur-
chase, ceases to be foreign territory and
becomes tarritory belonging to the United States
on the ratification of a treaty of peace, or of the
treaty for its purchase. But it cannot judicially
become a part of the United States without legis-
iation by Congress. Territory belonging to the
nited States cannot at the same time be a part
of the United States. That is a judicial impossi-
biiity. Like the axiom in natural philosophy, two
bodles eannot at the same time occupy the same

space. No territory or part of any territory belong-
ing to the United States can become a State, or a
part of a Stats, without an act of Congress.
