Iendeavor, whenever It is
possible, to respond to the many patriotic invita-
tions which Ireceive. Ever since Ihave the high
honor of representing Switzerland near the gov-
ernment of the United States, the Swiss Club has
regularly given me the onnortunity of accepting
its invitation to its annual dinner, and Ihave bad
every year the honor and the pleasure to celebrate
this festivity with you. Every year 1 find you
more numerous and in better spirits, and every
year your fete is more beautiful. This is a clear
sign, not only of the success of the club and of
the prosperity of this country, but also of the
faithful love which binds you to the old country.
Ihave been on the other side this summer, and

when 1 landed again In America 1 felt at once a
longing toward this annual gathering, as if the
beautiful Fatherland had. sent me, through the
afterglow of its icy peaks, a message of love for
you. Tier sons.
Iwish 1 could make you feel with me all the

deep, elevating, fiweet impressions Ireceived at
home. 1 wish Icould rind words to describe to
you the beauty of the city of Lucerne, while In
her natural and festive adornment she received the
shooters who swarmed to the national marksman-
ship competition in July. Iwish 1 could relate to
you the magnificent order of the festivities, the
feelings of the multitude, at once kind and lofty,
and the generous hospitality of the inhabitants.

Basle, Ucsthal and Bchapbansen have celebrated
in a brilliant and patriotic way the anniversary
of their admission into the confederation, many
centuries ago.

How satisfactory it lias been for me to hear the
foreign officers who had attended the difficult ami
interesting manoeuvres which took place this au-
tumn in the picturesque neighborhood of our capi-
tal, praise the plucky and courageous spirit with
which our troops endured the inevitable hardships
Of the field!

But, alas! in the peaceful joy of the summer
came across the sea a message of horror: The
friend of mankind, the kind President of the great
sister republic, had been killed by a depraved
monster, at the very moment when the victim was
offering him a brotherly hand!
