ANNUAL CONTEST TO YOXKERS AND
TARRYTOWX STARTED AT -MIDNIGHT*

—A RACE TO CONEY ISLAND.

Many of the hardy- road riders about New-York
have been preparing for several days to take part
in one of the three races which took place last
night. While all of them saw the old year, out
standing on the ground, they were in their saddles
speeding away to some special point on the birth
of the new year. The annual race of the Associated
Cycling Clubs of New-York was started a few sec-
onds after midnight at Fifty-ninth-st. and Eighth-
ave. Most of the officials of the organization were
present, and a mighty cheer went up as the pistol
was fired sending the riders off on their trip to

Yonkers and Tarrytown. The first rider at
Yonkers received a bottle of wine and a medal, and
the same conditions prevailed at Tarrytown. The
clubs to which the riders belonged will receive
banners.

Over in Brooklyn there was a goodly number of
wheelmen present at Bedford Rest, where two

races were started at midnight. While the wind
blew out of the northwest with considerable force,

the riders did not seem to mind this handicap.
Several of them have made similar trips in a snow-
storm. The roads last night were dry and crisp, and
most of the riders were confident that they would
make excellent time. Special prizes are offered for
the races in Brooklyn as well as the one from
Kifty-ninth-st.

Promptly at a minute after midnight the wheel-
in, lift Fifty-ninth-st. and the Boulevard last
riifcht in their annual ride or race to Yonkers and
Tarrytown. Starter Gerberoux bad no trouble In
getting the men in line, and at the flash they
were off like the wind. H. Y. Bedell, the winner
for two years, was among 1 the starters, and he
paid that he had an excellent chance to capture
the prise, providing he met with no accidents.

The vicinity of Bedford Rest, Brooklyn, always a

popular rendezvous for wheelmen in summer, last
night looked as if the craze for bicycle riding had
broken out with startling fury. The Century
Road Club started one race from the Rest to
t'oney Island and return over the Coney Island
Cycle Path at midnight. The distance is about
sixteen miles, and \u25a0 record ride was anticipated
when the thirty-two men were Rent on their
Journey. Among the starters was Ernest Gerlott.
the winner of the Coney Island Handicap last
summer On the way down to the island the
wheels seemed fairly to fly. for the riders had the
wind to their back, and it was reported that all
went through safely. The return trip was directly
In the teeth of the Kale, and only the seasoned
riders were able, to keep within sight of the racing

m^n.
The Coney Island race was won by about three

lengths by W. B. Ferguson, with Krnest Gerlott
second arid G. R. Perden. third. The time wa.s

FIRST BICYCLE RACK.

He first set to work to investigate along the
lines of parthenogenesis, or artificial reproduc-
tion, and discovered that the electric ion was
responsible.

When with the aid of Professor A. P. Mathews
the same causes were discovered to be behind
the secret of nerve action, the series was com-
plete, and the savant's ambition was attained.

"Nerves, consisting of a colloidal solution,"
Professor Matthews said, "are stimulated by thepassage of the colloidal particles from th" con-
dition of solution to that of gelation, which
change is produced by the action of electrically
charged atoms which bear negative charges.
Th" stimulating action of any chemical com-
pound depends on these negative charges; the
particles of the nerve are held in solution by
positively charged groups of atoms such as
sodium, potassium, etc.. and the effectiveness of
these ions in preventing stimulation varies di-rectly with the number of positive charges they
bear.

By these facts chemical stimulation is shownto be Identical with electrical. Whenever inany part of a nerve the negative particles are
in excess the nerve is stimulated. All positively
charged ions reduce irritability in the nerves-
negative increases it."
It was said to-night that, while Dr. Loeb's

experiments in prolonging life were important
and interesting, thus far they were applicable
only in the case of a single animal cell, and
therefore of narrow limitation.

Another paper which attracted special atten-
tion was that read before the meeting of the
Bacteriological Society by Professor F. G. Novy.
of the University of Michigan, who made public
for the first time the result of his efforts to
find a perfect germicide. His results, as re-
ported, were beyond expectations, for he has. it
is asserted, discovered an organic peroxide
which is absolutely destructive of organic life,
and which can be taken into the system by
human beings with perfect impunity.

A number of experiments were described by
ProfesFOr Xovy to demonstrate the power of hisgermicide, which he calls 'Benzol." Germs to
the number of 1.000.000.000 in saliva were im-mediately killed. The throat of a diphtheritic
dog was sprayed with if.and the dog was cured
more speedily than by the anti-toxin treatment.
This drug is in the form of volatile crystals
which are soluble in water.
