PROXY VOTES MAY CAUSE TROUBLE

IN NATIONALASSOCIATION MEET.

Voting by proxy is likely to creat« trouble at
the annual meeting or the United States Oolf Asso-
ciation unless steps are taken to straighten it out.
Whether or not a club has the riuht tj cast two
votes when sending only one delegate Is a question
that seems to have escaped the framers of the
association's bylaws. While each associate club
Is entitled to two delegates, both of them when
present receive the right by precedent of casting
their ballots on opposite sides oi the same motion,
while if only one Is present he has usually been
allowed to vote twice Samuel L. Parrish. of 3hlnne-
cock. was the first to protest against the practice,
and that protest came near upsetting the award of
last year's championship.

When Atlantic City had carried the day by a vote
of 23 to 17. President R. U Robertson. In recognition
oi Mr. Parrish'a objection, ruled that a delegate
could deposit but one ballot unless he could state
that he had previously conferred with his absentcolleague and knew his wishes. On the next ballot
Nassau lost by one vote. The decision was an oft-
hand one. and whether future presidents will up-
hold it remains to be seen. Many of the Western
clubs are unable to send two men to this city eachyear to represent them, and voting by proxy isfrequent. Little publicity was given to President
Robertson's ruling and the subiect is now probably
forgotten, but if the Westerners are caught napping
and obliged to lose some of their ballots it will not
tend to heal the split between the two sections
should the Western OSlenvlew be turned down in
favor of some Eastern championship course. In
the absence of definite legislation the safest pre-
caution suggested is the arming of every single
delegate with a written proxy.

The Intersectlonal fight for control of the Ameri-
can Bowling Congress will begin to-morrow at
Buffalo, for the entire metropolitan contingent has
sworn allegiance to C. H. Ebbitts, of Brooklyn,
for president, and the West will supiport Frank L.
Pasdeloup, of Chicago At the first annual con-
gress in Chicago last year the Westerners had
things much their own way and elected almost
the entire board of officers from the West, but
the large majority of the delegates this year will
be from the Eastern section of the country, and
Buffalo will have such a large majority of votes
that they will practically control the result. An
effort was made last week by the local enthusiasts
\u25a0who are booming Bbbttts's candidacy to get the
Baltimore and Buffalo delegates to Join Issue with
them, but little will be known of the probable out-
come until after tho convention to-morrow. The
Western board of officers has also proposed a new
constitution that has many features which are
strongly objected to by metropolitan bowlers. A
number of prominent men have declared that they
will withdraw from the congress If these clauses
are allowed to go Into the new constitution that
Is to be adopted. Dr. H. Tlmm Is reported to have
been so sternly opposed to one of these features
that he willnot remsln In the organization should
It be adopted. This would be particularly un-
fortunate, since Dr. Tlmm was one of the original
promoters of the congress and one of its most
enthusiastic organisers. It was suggested at one
time to nominate him as a. compromise candidate
for the presidency, and it was thought that the
Western delegates might agree to make the elec-
tion unanimous in this case, but Dr. Tlmm posi-
tively declined tho nomination, and that hope for
harmony was lost.

Allplans have been completed now for the metro-
politan championship tuornament. Five teams from
Brooklyn and five from Manhattan, each to Include

five men, will complete the schedule, and the open-

ing games will be rolled in the week of March 8.
The teams admitted to the tournament are all
winners of regular five men team tournaments this
winter and ItIs thought that the ultimate winners
will fully represent the metropolitan championship.

THE BNGLIBH CHAMPIONSHIPS.
The Royal Liverpool Golf duti will play a promi-

nent part In English golf this year, for both tho
open and amateur championships of 1902 willbe de-
cided on the Hoylake links. It willbe the first
time that both tournaments have been played there
In one season, and the result may offer Interesting

comparisons between the British amateur and the
British professional golfer. The amateur contest
has been fixed for April29. 30 and May 1and 2, and
the open one for June 4 and 5. To golfers here this
may seem an early choice, but it Is to :>e remem-
bered that the season abroad begins much sooner
than In this country, and by June 1 the links are
at their best. The open championship was last
held at Hoylake In 1597. when H. H. Hilton won
with a score of 314 for seventy-two holea.

The last amateur
championship at Hoylake was in 1898, when F. G.

Royal Liverpool Club, and who will therefore de-
fend his title on home links.

To get skates
one must leave a deposit of $1 for each pair,
iiXid then pay 25 cents an hour for the use of
the skates. The actual cost of most of the
Ekates hired at 2." cents an hour Is anywhere
from 40 to 75 cents a pair. The rental prices
are, consequently, outrageously out of propor-
tion. Men and boys grab the skates and hava
them en the stranger almost before he knows
\u25a0where he If. This is invariably followed with a
demand for 10 cents extra. If the keeper of the
ekatj house is to t>e allowed to double and triple
his money s ) quickly, he at least should be com-
pelled to pay the skate boys out of his profit.
Many complaints have been made also that
those who hired skates have been hoodwinked
regarding the time they received and returned
tb« skates. This scheme Is easily worked when
the victim does r.ft happen to have a watch
handy to refute the overcharge. In the cars
of children they are at the mercy of the skate
broker, who Is fortified in having the deposit in
bit possession.
