WORK OF SAN FRANCISCO'S NEW MAYOR
—BLYTHE LITIGATION RENEWED—
CENTRAL PACIFIC REBUILDING.

San Francisco, Jan. 23.—Mayor Schmitz, who
took office only two weeks ago, has created great
excitement already among the professional poli-
ticians who filll most of the places in the city
government. Before he entered the Mayor's of-

officeholders who were negleciing their work.
The first man he bowled out was the School Di-
rector, John B. Casserly, who gained his position
as a personal friznd of ex-Mayor Phelan. Cas-
serly had the habit of taking too much wine at
dinner and then making an inspection of the
evening schools. On these visits he played
pranks and indulged in insolence to teachers
that proved unendurable. Rather than face an
investigation he resigned promptly and the
Mayor his filled his place with Thomas P. Wood-
ward, a former school director and a competent
man. Then the Mayor suspended Edward Will-

These officeholders are also greatly
alarmed over the reports that the Mayor has
full details of many crooked practices by which
the clerks add to their salaries. Although May-
or Schmitz is open to the charge that he is re-
moving men to fill places with his own ap-
pointees, still, so long as he improves the ser-
vice and siops the waste of the city funds he
will have public approval.

The old Blythe litigation was resumed this
week by the trial of Alice Edith Diekason's
claim against the estate for the widow's por-
tion. This woman lived with Blythe during the
last two years of his life, and declares she was
married to him by common law ceremony, but
there were no witnesses. The Supreme Court
has held that she has no rights, but she is now
backed by "“Lucky"” Baldwin, and it looks as
though she has started on a long contest.

The San Francisco Bank statement shows that
commercial banks are glutted with coin. The
resources of the commercial banks are $80,1585,-
756, of which $30,417,327 is cash on hand or
due from banks and brokers. The amount due
depositors and other banks is $60,675,961, so
that there is nearly half a dollar of cash assets
for each dollar of cash liabilities. The savings
banks have $143,524 996 in deposits, but the cash
