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TAE CITY SNOW-COVERED.

COMMISSIONER WOODRBURY'S FORCES TO
BEGIN CLEANING IT THIS MORNING.

The touch necessary to give New-York the
gppearance, as well as the feeling, of winter,
was applied yesterday. On Tuesday the tem-
perature took a tumble and the cold was driven
through the streets by the wind, so that évery
gvenue seemed llke an icy cavern. Yesterday
morning at 9:30 o'clock it began to snow. It
gnowed with such determination that the Street
Cleaning Department felt justified in proceeding
itmmediately with plans for cleaning 1t up.

In the course of the afternoon it was an-
pounced in a special dispatch from Washington
that the snow would continue to fall all night,
gnd fall heavily. For some reason not explained
by the Weather Bureau the white flakes ceased
1o fall before § o'clock. At that time about
¢wo and & half inches had been registered by
¢he instruments on the roof of No. 100 Broad-
way, but in the street it looked as if there were

gmore.

An ndd circumstance connected with the storm
was that during the first three hours of its
progrees the temperature dropped from 18 de-
grees. recorded at 10:30 a. m., the maximum
temperature for the day, to 15 degrees, re-
corded at 1 p. m,, the minimum,

Delay to traffic was the chief consequence of
the storm. Everywhere horses strained with
their Joads, even when these loads had been re-
duced much below their usual dimensions. The
gnow “balled”” up their feet, and they could not
grlp the pavements. At times strings of trolley
carg could be seen crawling along behind a
wagon, which the horses could hardly drag
plong. These stoppages of traffic were especially
siumerous on the up grades.

On the driveway of the bridge the horses had
&n especially hard task. Blocks were of fre-
g ent occurrence, and in one instance traffic was
¥iopped twenty minutes by the fall of a horse
which wa® drawing a truck loaded with produce
toward Brooklyn. In many cases the animals
eppeared to be afraid to pull. This caused many
weiaye. One car took nearly an hour to make
ghe round trip from Brookiyn and Manhattan.

About 3 o'clock in the afternoon a well dressed
goung man, who refused to give his name,
slipped in front of a moving troiley car at the
birdge entrance, and was saved from being run
over by being dragged from the tracks by two
snen just as the fender touched his body.

The Soclety for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Animals ordered the horses on twenty coal
wagons back to the stables, and shot four which
had been badly injured by falls.

In the harbor it was thick in the morning, but
the ferryboats were not delayed seriously.

The Street Cleaning Department will have six
fundred extra carts and seven hundred extra
men in the business distriet and in Broadway
petween Astor Place and Forty-fifth-st. Special
contractors have been ordered out to work on

- Broadway below Astor Place. Kavanagh & Co.,
of Queens, will handle Broadway from Astor
Place to Chambers-st., and Holland & Co. from
Vesey-st. to the Battery, the gap being cleaned
by the department. John F. Malllie, the snow
contractor, will be assigned to work in other
parts of the borough. Along Broadway it is the
dntention of the department to clean the side-
walks as well as the streets. Two snow melters
will be placed in the open space at the north end
©of Cooper Union to-morrow, and their capabil-
sties will be tested. By 9:30 o'clock last evening
the Street Cleaniug Department’s force had piled
gll the enow in Broadway ready for its removal
by the contractors this morning.

ROUGH AND READY HOCKEY

TWO PLAYERS KNOCKED OUT IN THE

CRESCENT-HOCKEY CLUB GAME,

(~dl:d that the American colt was ailing we cabled
to England, instructing those in charge of the coit

Mr. Whitney's colt has been more talked about
than any American horse ever sent across the
ocean, with the possible exception of Iroquols and
Parole, the veteran campaizners belonging to Pierre
Lorillard, who did s0 well on the other side of the
Atlantic. Mr. Whitney, not satisfied with winning
the Derby last year with Volodyovskl, a leased ani-
mal, decided to send an American bred colt to Eng-
land, hoping to capture the English classic. Nas-
turtium is so well thought of among the book-
makers in England that he is one of the favorites
in the early betting on that contest. It is said that
Nash Turner will ride the colt in the Derby.

TRAP SHOOTING.

GLOVER DEFEATS KNOWLTON AT INTER-
STATE PARK.

At Interstate Park yvesterday Simon Glover, of
Rochester, defeated Dr. J. G. Knowlton, of this
city, in a one hundred live bird shooting contest by
killing 94 to the doctor’s 81. Much interest was cen-
tred In the match, and many of the most prom-
inent trapshooters In this vicinity watched the
contest from the shooting box on the clubhouse.

The birds were a well picked lot, but the absence
of wind made them rather slow. Glover missed a
driver with both barrels, and the bird turned sud-
denly after the second barrel had been discharged
and became an incomer with a velocity which as-
tonished everybody. The Rochester man shot
straight from his tenth to his sixty-third bird,
making a straight score of fifty-four killed. He
had five clean misses and one dead out of bounds.
Dr. Knowlton also had five misses, with four dead
out of bounds. Both men did clever work with the
first barrel, but Knowlton did the better work, as
on twenty-two occasions his first barrel proved
sufficient, while Glover was only successful with
his first barrel In fifteen of his killed.
