"Ofall stranse features of irregularities in our
system. Isuppose that none Is more striking

than the fact that the city's Income from the
tax levy fl<«-s r.ot begin until the first Monday

of October in each year. This leaves the city,

between th" first day of January and the first
day of October without resources with which to

meet the expenses of the government.

"The result Is. and always has l>een, that dur-
ing these nine months the city is compelled from
time to time, u> go into the money market and
borrow money on short me bonds, known as
revenue bonds. These bonds will amount to

f50.000.000 or $00,000,000 a year, and. of course,
are growing larger, as the expenses of the city
government each year are increasing;. For this
money the chy has to pay a rate which will
probably average '\u25a0'\u25a0'\u25a0- to 4 per cent. Then when
the taxes begin to come in. in October, Novem-
ber and December, these bonds are cleared off.
to that at the beginning of the next year the
city starts again with .111 empty treasury. The
city is thus constantly living upon its future
income, and is a very large loser thereby; it is
needless to say that every loss which falls upon
the city in this respect must be obtained by the
amount of taxes which are levied.

"Thus. 11 the present budget for the year 1902
there is an Item ot $OtC!,riOO, the estimated
amount of this interest on revenue bonds to

be paid during this year. This Is so much
money lost to the city and to the taxpayers,
because we collect our taxes late in the current
year instead of early. In addition to that, the
city loses another sum which it would get by

way of Interest on its deposits if it had its
money on hand during the year. For instance,

the tax budget this year amounts to nearly
(98,000.000. The new administration, of course,
hopes to decrease it somewhat, but it still will
remain considerably above i?'.ii>,<tOo,oo<). Ifthis
Fum was collected .early in the year instead of
during the last three months, the city would
have an average balance in the bank during
the 'year which would probably be at least
$25,000,000, on which it would get '- per cent
Interest at least, so that to the sum of nearly
fil.OTa>.uO(i for interest on revenue bonds which
appears in the budget must be added a further
loss of .<r»oo,< k>< » or $600,0U0 at least by way of
Interest which we do not get. Clearly the loss
to the city by the present method of collecting
taxes cannot be far from £1,500,000 a year, and
ifthis sum should be saved, the tax levy would
be reduced by that sum, and the transaction of
city business would be very much easier. Be-
Fides this, we would have the satisfaction of
knowing that we were on a proper businesslike
financial basis.

"To reach this change, however, Involves a
change in the time for paying taxes, and how-
ever desirable the change, may be, it is a sub-
ject which must be considered from the point
of view of the taxpayer as well. Of course, if
Th» tax levy could be reduced by the saving of
(1.500.000 there la a very evident benefit to the
Individual taxpayer. Idoubt, however, whether
this alone would be sufficient to make the
change an easy and satisfactory one for the
taxpayer, and Ihave been trying to develop a
scheme of proposed amendments to the charter
In respect l» the levying and collection of taxes,
which will make the change from the payments
in the latter part of the year to payments in the
early part of the year satisfactory to the tax-
payers. Ido not know whether the plan, which
we have developed accomplishes that, and I
think the best way is to submit it to the people
for examination and discussion.

"The plan proposed is to change the date of
the levying of the taxes from th« first Monday
of October to the first Monday of February, and
to provide at the same time that the taxes of
the year are to be apportioned between buyer
and seller the same as rent and Interest are now
apportioned, unless the parties choose to agree
otherwise. In order to make the change easy,
to cover a sufficient period of time for that pur-
pose, and to give sufficient inducement to people
to pay in the early part of the year. It is then
proposed that, having made a change of the
date of levying the taxes to the first Monday of
February, all taxes paid between February 1
and August 1 of the years ISO3. 15»<'l and 1905
Fhould be subject to a discount of .'', per cent:
that the taxes paid between August 1 and Octo-
ber 1 should be paid at the face amount of the
bill,and that the penalty for these years shall
run on October 1 instead of December 1. It is
then proposed, for the years T.mm*.. 1907 and 10fi<\
to limit the period up to which the discount
can be obtained to June 1; then have the Hat
period cover the months of June and July, and
have the penalty begin August 1, and In the
year lf«<ft and thereafter, to limit the discount
to the month of February, let the flat period
cover the month of March, and have the penalty
r-epirs on April1."

HE SENTENCES BDMIKBTEH, CONVICTED OF KILJ,-

ING HIS COLORED MISTRESS. TO HI,

MIRA REFORMATORY.
After two adjournments Arthur Edmlnster, the

youngr man -who was tried and convicted of man-
slaughter in the first degree in stabbing and kill-
ing his mulatto mistress, Louisa Jones. at No. 597
Beventh-ave. on August IT last, was yesterday sen-
tenced to the Klmira. Reformatory.

In passing sentence Justice Keneflck paid that
the evidence showed that Edminster had been of
excellent character until he met the Jones woman.

"Under all the circumstances," said he. "I will
not •nd you to State's prison, where you would
have to associate with desperate and depraved
characters, but will .-end you instead to Elmira
Reformatory, where. If you behave yourself, you
may gain your re!- as. In a comparatively short
time, and may make a fresh start In life and per-
haps become eventually a good citizen."

JUSTICE KEXEFICK SHOWS MERCY.

JUSTICE ITLEXXAN CLASSES THESE WITH OAS
PIPES PLUMBING AND SIMILAR KIXTfRES.

In January, 1900, the firm of Andrews & Newel
of Syracuse, sold certain mantels and gas grate*
to a Mrs. Archibald, with the understanding that
she should pay for the same in monthly Instal-
ment?. They were placed In a house occupied by
her In that city, and they were made fast to thr>
freehold by screws and embedded In cement. The
house was owned by one Powers, who had no
knowledge of the transaction between the firm of
Andrews & Newell and Mrs. Archibald. The latter
decupled the bouse by virtue of a contract which
«he had made with th*» owner, whereby she was to
have a deed for the house when paid for. By the
terms of the agreement she made with Andrews &
Newell the title to the mantels and gratis was to
remain in Andrews & Newell until those articles
were paid for. Mrs. Archibald failed to keep up
her payments to Powers, and also failed to pay
Andrews & Newell, and In con&equence Powers re-
covered possession of the premises from her. An-
drews & Newell then insisted that Inasmuch as
Mrs. Archibald had r.ot paid for the mantels and
grates according to the terms of her contract with'
them, they had the legal right to their possession
and return. The owner, on the other hand. insist-
ed that th manner in which the articles were at-
tached to the house made them a part of the free-
hold and constituted them real estate and his prop-
erty, notwithstanding the agreement bet* >en Mrs.
Archibald and Andrews & Newell, of which he had
no knowledge.

Andrews & Newell brought suit against Powell
to test the question In the Municipal Court of the.
city of Syracuse, and recovered Powell appealed
to the Onandaga County Court and lost. He ap-
pealed again to the Appellate Division In the
Fourth Department, and that tribunal has unani-
mously pronounced his contention correct, and has
reversed the judgments of the two lower courts.

Justice McLennan, in his opinion, lays down the
different tests which may •be applied In cases of
such character as between vender and vendee;
mortgagor nnd mortgagee and landlord and tenant.
He quotes with approval the rule that "Between
vender and vendee or mortgagor and mortgagee. It
has been held that gas fixtures. Including a gas-
ometer and apparatus for generating gas. would
pass with the house in which they were in use, hut
not between tenant and landlord, Ifput in by the
tenant. The shelves, drawers and counter tables,
fitted in a store, pass with the store as realty, andthings which may be fixtures often become 'so, or
otherwise, from the circumstance that the) have
been actually fitted for and applied to the realty."
and "that, Independent of any agreement to thecontrary, gas piping, partitions, lead pipe, plumb-
Ing work, water closets and basins, which are at-
tached to the house In the ordinary way. become
part of the realty." Another test, the judge states,
while not controlling. Is whether or not the re
moval of the chattel would cause, serious Injury to
the realty.
In closing. Justice McLennan says: "In the case

If the mantels and grates hnd been placed in the
house with bis knowledge and consent,- and with
the Intent that they should retain their characteras personal property, it is not doubted that such

value."

In his letter
to Secretary llardin of th>- association Mr. Frye
s;iys: "1 know that every reason demands thai the
United States should demand control of the market
of Cuba, and Iknow the only way to do so i- to
open our markets t.i her sugar and tobacco prod-
ucts at a reason rate of duty." He say? every
dollar he has is tied up and dependent upon the
prosperity of the New-England leaf tobacco in-
terest, and that he has consented to drop his con-
tention for one rate of duty only on Havana to-
bacco, and. In deference to alarm over the possible
competition of Cuban tent tobacco, urge retention
of two rates on all Imported leaf Then Is no
doubt that in this matter he represents the more
energetic and active growers of the valley, ho ireturning tlnir attention i,, tent grown' Sumatia
Mr. 1-rye has been ;l useful man to the tobaccogrowers of the State, probably none more so andliis resignation will undoubtedly have some effecton efforts made in their behalf in Washington
The fact Is that the growers of Held tobacco ofsmall capital are Jealous of the tent growing
schemes that are entering bo largely Into th.- lifeof tins region.
