Th- basements, as well as the entire quarters to

be occupied by The Tribune, will be thoroughly and
i-olentincnlly "ventilated by a combination of the
plenum and exhaust system.

In th- basement there will be a great duplex
pump directly connected with the ejector pit in
the basement", so that In case of a flood the water
can be rendtly thrown into l!.-1 streets above.

The building Is expected to be ready lor occu-
pancy before May l. In the permit taken
out for its construction its cost was placed at
$l.onn.ft",o. It is believed to be the most perfect
newspaper building in America.
